The Board of Directors met at 6PM in the Family Life Center on September 21, 2009.  Present were:  Ray Douglas, Bob Clendenin, Terry Petty and Gary Francis.  Opening prayer was by Ray Douglas.
 Andy Wiggins was scheduled to address the meeting, but was absent due to the death of Kelly’s nephew.
 Due to the absence of the Secretary, Leland Davis, the minutes of the July meeting were not available.
 Bob Clendenin, Treasurer, discussed the Graham Fund investments.  Although the economy has improved it is no time to become aggressive with the trust fund.  The Fund is invested in 6-month CDs and will be evaluated for any change in investment philosophy as they mature. 
 The use of the Natural Church Development (NCD) Survey as a tool in our church was reviewed.  The NCD Survey is a tool used by the Tennessee Baptist Convention to help churches determine their present status and where the churches want to go in the future.  It is noted that the youth and children’s programs are experiencing enthusiastic growth under Bro. Andy’s leadership and that the NCD survey be tabled presently to allow Bro. Andy time to adapt his programs to our youth and children. 
 Scheduled church wide promotions:

          Ray Douglas is working with the Samaritan’s Purse Shoe Box program in Nov.  We are hoping for an increase this year.
           As a mission minded church we support the International Mission Board and the Lot tie Moon Christmas offering.  Since Len and Amber Phegley are now serving on the mission field we feel a greater need to support the IMB.  The Board recommends the church wide support and set our goal at $5,000 for this year.*  
The property on South Ury St., west of the FLC, is too small and isolated from other church property to be useful to our church.  The Board recommends that the property be donated to Habitat for Humanity as the site of a future new home.*
As the Wednesday evening Prayer meeting time has been changed to 6 PM to allow families to get home earlier, the Board recommends that the Sunday evening service also begin at 6 PM.*
