Finally, being a
member in good standing determines whether one is permitted to vote in congregational meet-
ings. Only when a person is a member in good standing in this congregation can the person be
an elector.

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The Last Word (from the Priest-in-Charge)

“Do you want to be healed?”

Many years ago, when | was a
seminary chaplain at Loma Linda Medical
Center in California, a doctor, in frustration,
finally asked a patient this question. | was
in the room as chaplain and pastor, at the
invitation of both the doctor and the
patient’s family. The patient, facing a
neurological illness, was very
angry and was not willing to
take medicine or cooperate
with medical staff. But he
had told me that he was a
faithful Christian. He asked
me, pointedly, “Do you think
God will heal me?”

That question finally
provoked the doctor to be
direct in return, and to ask the question.

He, too, was a faithful Christian, and a
consummate professional. He stressed to
the patient and his family that the patient
ultimately had to decide that he wanted to
be healed, and to use many methods. After
all, the doctor added, God can work in
many ways to bring healing.

Christians understand that healing begins,
continues and ends with prayer. Jesus
taught that lesson again and again. In his
earthly time, people understood a lot about
sickness in the body. As part of our fallen
nature, our bodies are guaranteed to fail
because we are frail. There were doctors
in those times using the most advanced
methods that they had available. But
medicine could go only so far.

Others were tormented by conditions that
we now call psychological disorders. Some
were foaming at the mouth and were out of
control. Others lived among tombs; others
abused themselves. In ancient times,
people known as healers waved herbs and
incense over the suffering person, or

“... they expect that God will

recited certain slogans or incantations. Yet
people in this condition usually never
changed. As Jesus told his disciples once
as they tried to handle a boy possessed by a
spirit,, Jesus said, “This kind can come out
only through prayer.” (Mark 9:29) Today, we
find great value in psychology and
psychiatry. Yet we know that healing
involves much more.

As Christians, we
understand that that, in
any problem of body,
soul and spirit, we
need inner healing as
well as through
medical means.
Medicine in the 21
century has returned
to what wise people
always have known: treating illness must
involve the whole person. That person must
want to be healed, willing to offer the illness
at the altar of God. The church also can
offer a healing ministry anointing with oil and
the laying-on-of-hands. Trinity Church offers
this service on Tuesdays at 12:05 p.m. We
also have our weekly prayer list to offer the
names of those whom we know and love, to
ask God to strengthen them in adversity.

On October 18", we remember St. Luke, a
gospel author and compiler. He also is
known as Luke the Physician. Of all gospel
writers, Luke features the healing ministry of
Jesus—but through the grace of Jesus
Christ. Luke always has understood that
healing is of God, but comes also through a
person offering himself or herself to God as
well as secular means.

Even as medical professionals offer hope
and practical steps to the ill, and even as the
Church offers prayers for healing, some
people simply want to be treated for their
symptoms, and not for the real problems.
