Welcome! Please pick up an Information Packet and register as part of our 
parish family.

Active membership is determined by the following criteria: Being properly 
registered for a sufficient period of time; faithful attendance at Mass on Sundays 
and Holy Days; use of the envelope system in regular support of the parish; and 
being active in at least one parish program, ministry or  organization. 

Sacraments Baptisms, Weddings and Funeral Masses may be celebrated 
according to the traditional Latin liturgical books (pre-Vatican II) OR the ritu-
als as reformed since 1970. Please contact Msgr. Brovey with any questions.

Class. Baptisms are usually celebrated on the 1st Saturdays of the month at 
10:30AM.   
RCIA: Contact Msgr. Borvey  for information about adults becoming Catho-
lic. 
Marriage Preparation: Call the Church Office at least 9 to 12 months in 
advance of proposed wedding date about Marriage Preparation Classes and 
requirements for the Sacrament of Marriage. 
Anointing of the Sick: Call the parish office to receive this Sacrament prior to 
surgery or when gravely ill. After Office Hours Emergencies: Call 1-866-
456-2956.

Greccio: After arriving in Rome we will go to Assisi, 
stopping first in the hill town of Greccio for Mass. It was 
here that St. Francis began the much beloved tradition of 
the Nativity scene.  
 
Assisi: (2 nights) We will visit and celebrate Mass in the 
Basilica of St. Francis, walk the streets of this medieval 
town visiting the Church of St. Clare and the Church of St. 
Mary of the Angels and the Portiuncola. 
 
Florence: (1 night) We will visit the famous Duomo and its 
Baptistery Bronze Doors, the Ponte Vecchio, visit and 
celebrate Mass at Santa Croce, the Academy which houses  
Michelangelo’s “David” statue and have time to stroll the 
city and shop. 
 
Orvieto: On the way to Rome we will stop in the hill top 
city of Orvieto and visit the beautiful Cathedral which was 
built to house the relic of the famous Eucharistic Miracle. 
We will celebrate Holy Mass at the altar that displays this 
holy relic. In the afternoon we will proceed on to Rome 
after visiting a local winery for bit of “refreshment.” 
 
Rome: The next 6 full days are spent in the Eternal City 
visiting the Vatican, attending a Papal Audience, the major 
basilicas and shrines where will be celebrate Holy Mass, as 
well as, visiting the famous piazza’s and attractions. (St. 
Peter’s, St, Mary Major’s, St. John Lateran, St. Paul outside 
the Walls, the Holy Stairs, Santa Croce in Jerusalem, St. 
Maria in Trestevere, St. Cecilia’s, the Aventine Hill…
please see the detailed itinerary for more information.)
