Q: When will the text of the new translation be used 
for the first time in liturgical celebrations? 
 
A: The texts of the Order of Mass have been made 
available for catechetical purposes, but the full text 
of the Missal will not be available for use in the Lit-
urgy until the first Sunday of Advent 2011 
(November 27, 2011).  The bishops have asked that 
all wait until that day to use the text in liturgical cel-
ebrations in order to avoid unnecessary confusion 
and to allow the maximum amount of catechetical 
time available.  Cards and other participation aids  
containing the responses for the people will be avail-
able for use during the transition, but it is hoped that 
within a year’s time the people will become freed 
from the use of such cards.
