
The theme for this early Season of Lent publication was selected last fall in our planning in 
anticipation of the arrival of the Resurrection Dance Theatre of Haiti for the long weekend 
of March 5th-8th.  Epiphany is the first stop of an HTF-sponsored national tour for this  
internationally recognized dance troupe.  It was to be a special tour celebrating the twenty

leaders they can be. 

Things changed on January 12th when Haiti was devastated by a major earthquake.

Larson, a student at Wartburg Theological Seminary died in the destruction.  You are  
perhaps also aware that Bill Nathan, the director of the home, fell seven stories and was 
critically injured.  A rescue trip engineered by Ben Skinner to get Bill out of Haiti and to  
a US hospital was the subject of an ABC News special.  Bill, a former restavek and at the

Community of Character: First Fruits Giving

Beginning with 
2009, Epiphany made the commitment to practice first fruits giving as a body.  This means 
that the first checks written each month out of the congregational check book, even before 
payroll is met and the mortgage paid, go to specific ministries beyond our doors.  Those 
designated as first fruits recipients are the Southeastern Synod of the ELCA and the  
Haitian Timoun Foundation.  Throughout the year and through summer months when

community who stands with and works for justice among the poor, the powerless and the 
disenfranchised with the compassion of Christ that has no limits or boundaries.   Where 
else can we stand with more compassion than among those in the poorest country in the 
western hemisphere and one rocked by this awful earthquake?

Earthquake in Haiti 

Haitian Timoun Foundation and Epiphany Respond 
When the earthquake struck in Haiti on January 12, 

Epiphany people and many others wanted to rush in and 

help, but the lack of infrastructure and reliable communi-

cations meant that it took a few days to plan and respond.  

As aid began flooding into Port-au-Prince, other areas of 

the country were not receiving any help.  Working 

through HTF, Epiphany and other partner congregations 

took a grass-roots approach and targeted the Jacmel area.   

Jacmel is a major HTF center of operations and initially 

was isolated from Port-au-Prince by the collapse of the 

trans-mountain road.   The Jacmel airport was affected by 

the quake and at first was closed to aircraft landing.  By

ground in the Dominican Republic along with Verbo Jean-Julien, 

our HTF partnership director, Maya Fond-Rose, Kempez 

Larivaud, and others.  They commandeered local boats to 

transport food, water, tents, and medical supplies on the 

four- to six-hour sea journey into Jacmel.  For a week, this 

primitive relief effort continued, and it accomplished several 

things.  Immediate humanitarian aid was delivered to the 

people without having to go through the bottleneck of 

distribution centers.  Stoves and materials were provided 

to set up three community kitchens ultimately supplied  

by the World Food Program.  And the way was paved to 

establish a medical beachhead in Cayes Jacmel, in partner-

ship with Kai Maggowan, so that an HTF-sponsored medical 

team could arrive and immediately be effective.  HTF is so 

well networked in Jacmel that it has taken the lead in relief 

coordination for the area as other agencies have arrived.

January 23, traveling by air to the Dominican Republic and 

then by navy ship to Jacmel.  This 10-person medical team, 

including Epiphany member Dave Shealy, went fully  

prepared and arrived with more than 16 tons of medical 

supplies; they gathered additional supplies that HTF 

shipped by private aircraft into Jacmel.   

Team Ange set up the only fully operational hospital in the 

south of Haiti.  Included in the shipments were a $30,000 

anesthesiology setup and $20,000 in orthopedic supplies and 

equipment.  By having surgery and orthopedic capabilities, HTF 

was able to set rather than amputate severely wounded

severely crushed in the quake.  The man arrived at the HTF 

clinic near death, with a 105.9 degree temperature.  After 

futile attempts to get the young man admitted to the USS 

Comfort, Katie commandeered a plane and personally 

traveled with him to New Jersey where he is hospitalized 

and out of critical condition.   

Team Ange is a team that only God could have assembled: 

people from Georgia, New Jersey, and Michigan, all brought 

together by shared passion for the Jacmel area. The team 

and replacements are in Cayes Jacmel for the long haul.  

Three times a week, HTF is flying into Jacmel critically 

needed medical and humanitarian supplies.  A 40-foot 

ocean container also is loaded and on its way.  Progress of 

Team Ange is updated at www.htflive.org. 

As witness to the relationship aspect of HTF, four medical 

students who are in the Haitian Education Leadership  

Program (HELP) are now in Cayes Jacmel working with 

Team Ange.  HTF also is working with Pazapa to provide 

crutches, therapy, and support to many amputees in the area. 
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next congregational response was to gather and pack medical supplies. The 

first of the supplies accompanied an Angel Flight medical team; additional 

supplies were sent with the first HTF medical team, which departed Atlanta 

on January 22.

HELP  The headquarters for Haitian Education Leader-

ship Program was severely damaged and some staff were  

injured.  One student, Marc-Erline Delzuma, was killed.  

Marc-Erline was one of the 18 HTF-sponsored students 

and a second-year economics major.  Many family  

members of the students were severely injured or killed 

and many family homes were destroyed. 

Louverture Cleary School  The boarding school build-

ings suffered minor cosmetic damage. No students were 

injured, but there were many injuries and deaths among 

their family members, with many homes destroyed. 

Pazapa  The building in Jacmel is destroyed, so this  

ministry for special-needs children will need to find  

another location.  There were many deaths and injuries to 

the families of the staff and children.   

Tetkole  No reported deaths of children at the day school 

at this time.  About 75 percent of their family homes were 

destroyed.  There are reports of many deaths and critical  

injuries to family members of the staff and the students. 

Fonkoze  We do not, as yet, have a full report on the 120 

HTF-sponsored families in the Chemen Lavi Miyò project.  

With communication very difficult and a fragile infra-

structure, getting a full report on these very poor families 

in the Central Plateau will take more time.
