Our March pilgrimage to the Holy Land with both Rev. 

Carol and Rev. David Goehring was wonderful. If youôd like to 

hear about it, just ask any of the 18 of us who joined them. 

(Warning-You may need to tell us to stop talking about it!)  

At any time walking the land that was so well known to 

Jesus is powerful, but walking it just prior to Lent really caused 

us to reflect on all of the places that Jesus loved so dearly. We 

read Scripture at most of the  sites, bringing the Bible stories 

back to our minds as we visited Bethlehem, Nazareth, Cana of 

Galilee, the Sea of Galilee, the Jordan River, Jerusalem, and 

many other places.  We also had a devotional each day.  

One of the devotional stops was at the ñteaching stepsò 

outside of the Temple in Jerusalem. It was on these steps that 

disciples or followers of a rabbi would sit and listen as they 

were instructed by their teacher. It was here that Jesus often 

would have taught his disciples while in Jerusalem.  

Our ñTeacherò Aaron, gave the devotion there and, since he 

loves sports, it was about basketball and teamwork. Aaron 

talked about how hard it must be for a coach to take the players 

that he has recruited and get them to listen as he teaches them 

the fundamentals and nuances of the game of basketball. The 

players all seem to have their own agendas, ideas, and egos. It is 

difficult for them to see the game as a team sport. As frustrating 

as it must get, the coach just has to keep trying - trying to teach 

them, hoping theyôll understand, showing them what to do so 

they can be a ñwinningò team. Then Aaron reminded us that 

Coach Jesus had 12 players (i.e. disciples).  

Aaron reminded us how difficult it was for Jesus. 

Sometimes the disciples didnôt listen very well or at least they 

didnôt understand what he was trying to teach them. Over and 

over (sometimes patiently and sometimes not so patiently), 

Jesus tried to show them what he wanted them to do (easy 

things like healing the sick and getting the lame to walk!) and 

how he wanted them to live (helping those who had little or 

nothing and taking care of each other).  

Jesus was trying to show the twelve as well as his other 

followers that ñwinningò Godôs kingdom was the most 

important thing in the game of life. Being part of Jesusôs team 

was going to be difficult and very different, but the reward is the 

keys to the kingdom.  Our Basketball season may be coming to 

an end for this year, but Jesusôs work continues. We also 

continue our work ï our ñseasonò -- as his followers or

Palm Sunday, April 17, 11:00 am Worship 

Service:  Special Choral Offering with 

Orchestra of Strings and Harp  
As is our practice, the music program at Highland presents 

special music during Holy Week.  This year the Chancel Choir 

will perform the Durufleô Requiem on Palm Sunday at the 

11:00 am worship service.  The entire service will be devoted to 

the piece, which will feature an 11-piece string section, as well 

as harp and organ accompaniment.  The string section is made 

up of local professional string players, contracted by Scott 

Laird, who brought his students from the North Carolina School 

of Science and Math to accompany the choir on Bachôs For 

Unto Us a Child is Born, performed last Christmas.  Anita 

Burroughs-Price, Principal Harpist for the NC Symphony, will 

once again share her inestimable skills on harp. 

Durufleôs masterwork was commissioned in 1947 and is 

written in memory of the composerôs father.  At the time of its 

commission, Durufle was working on an organ suite using 

themes from Gregorian Chants.  He utilized many of his ideas in 

the Requiem, and nearly all the thematic material comes from 

the chant.  Like the more familiar Requiem by fellow 

Frenchman Gabriel Faure, it avoids many of the more turgid, 

gloomy sections of the mass such as the Dies Irae, and 

substitutes instead the gentler Pie Jesu and In Paradisum, 

which also appear in Faureôs work.   

The emphasis on chant gives it a far more ethereal, 

contemplative feel than traditional settings of the Mass.  The 

Chancel Choirôs performance will feature extended solos by 

Donna Parker and Bob Smith, with shorter incidental solos 

throughout.

Sanctuary Piano at 3:00 pm  
Typically the Celebration Singers perform a large work 

during Holy Week, but this year due to various conflicts, that 

will be delayed until June 6.

TELL ME A STORY  
 

The Hymn of the Month for April is the familiar hymn Tell 

Me the Stories of Jesus, number 277 in our hymnal. If you look 

at the bottom of the page you will see that the words are taken 

from the books of Matthew, Mark and John. Verse three of the 

hymn makes it an appropriate selection for Palm Sunday! 

William Henry Parker (1845-1929) was a lay Sunday 

School teacher at the Chelsea Street Baptist Church in 

Nottingham, England.  He wrote the words in 1885 for the 

children who were always asking him to ñTell us a story!ò.  He 

felt strongly that children should hear about the Bible in ways 

they could understand. 

In 1903 there was a competition sponsored by the National 

Sunday School Union in London to write a melody for these 

words. Frederick Arthur Challinor, who had just received his 

doctorate from the Royal Academy of Music, won the contest 

with the now very familiar tune. 

Everyone likes to hear a story, especially children. What 

better way to teach them about Jesus than to tell true stories in 

ways they can understand. The words of this hymn are for 

children and adults alike. For are we all not Children of God? 

On Palm Sunday the choir children will enter the sanctuary 

waving palm branches, then sing this hymn. Feel free to join 

them as they sing ñLoudest Hosannas, óJesus is King!ôò

Rural Builder Hall of 
Fame Honors & 

I nducts  
Bynum Driggers  

March 07, 2011  
Highland member, Bynum Driggers, 

has again been recognized for his 

outstanding contributions to the 

agricultural committee and to 

agricultural animal production 

technology. Bynum and two others 

were honored at the 2011 Frame Building Expo in Indianapolis 

on March 3.  

There have been 95 inductees since the tradition began in 

1982 as a way to recognize outstanding educators, builders and 

suppliers. 

Early in his career, Bynum was recognized for his belief 

that improving the environments in which agricultural animals 

were raised, improved both production of the animals and 

quality of the resulting food. He devoted his life to that belief, 

becoming a dedicated professional who made outstanding 

contributions to the design of agricultural structures.  His work 

has especially been important to improving the technology of 

raising pork ï an especially important agricultural industry here 

in NC. 

This is another of many awards and recognition received by 

Bynum.  In 2008, he also was named to the North Carolina Pork 

Councilôs Hall of Fame at the annual February Pork Conference 

and Trade Show.  It should be noted that at that time, the award 

was presented by another Highland member, Bob Jones.  Dr. 

Jones also is credited with a multitude of improvements in the 

pork industry, and also has received national and international 

recognition for his work.

Church Parking ï and how City Plans 
Will Affect Parking  

There has been considerable discussion around Highland 

about parking.  I thought you might appreciate a few parking 

statistics plus a ñheads-upò about how the cityôs plans are going 

to have some impact on us.   

 Our total number of parking spaces is 126.   Out of the 126 

spaces we have labeled 17 for handicap parking.  Of the 17 

parking spaces that we have labeled for handicap parking only 3 

meet the legitimate requirements for a handicap parking 

space.  (The others are market that way to indicate ñreserved for 

handicappedò but donôt meet the full legal requirements. Those 

three ñlegalò spaces are behind the sanctuary, at the level of the 
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Bradley Hall entry.   Two of those spaces are the only spaces on 

the property that are level and provide enough space for a van to 

extend a wheel chair lift without extending into an otherwise, 

active driveway area. 

We have labeled another 5 spaces for ñSeniors 

parkingò.  They face Ridge Road and are the spaces closest to 

the sanctuary.  We have labeled 5 other spaces for 1
st
 and 2

nd
 

time visitors.  They are the first spaces you come to when 

you enter the main area of parking lot  from the Ridge Road 

driveway.  PLEASE keep these spaces available for our 

visitors as a means to truly welcome new people visiting the 

church. 

 With these ñspecialò parking designations, only 104 spaces 

are available for general parking and have no designation.  Two 

of those are generally occupied by the bus and the van.   

 

On Street Parking:  Restrictions are coming :  
The City of Raleigh has funded two projects that will be 

implemented along Ridge Roads and Lake Boone Trail that are 

designed to slow down traffic.  We are seeking details on those 

plans because we fear they will cut into the opportunity to park 

on Ridge Road. 

If you park on Ocotea Street, the street that runs 

between Highland and Ridge Road Baptist, please park only 

on the Highland side of the street.  If people park on both 

sides of the street it will restrict the ability of a fire truck to 

access Ocotea.  The neighbors on Ocotea have called the church 

several times to complain about people parking on both sides of 

the street.  It is our desire to always be a good neighbor and we 

understand why our neighbors are concerned about on street 

parking.  Parking in the street limits peopleôs ability to see the 

roads and to navigate safely in and out of their driveways. 

To add to the complications of parking, we soon will be 

losing two parking spaces on the Lake Boone Trail side of the 

property in the turning circle.  The City of Raleigh has already 

notified us that they will be installing a sidewalk on the church 

side of Lake Boone Trail. 

 

Church Finances for This Year:  
        éé.Overview from Lisa Anthony 

(Change can be a good thing!)  
The last time I reported in, we were making a plea for funds to 

end 2010 in the black.  We got a tremendous response, but still 

ended the year with expenses exceeding revenues by about 

$6,000.  In addition, the last time I wrote about our 2011 

stewardship campaign, we were making a plea for folks to turn 

in their 2011 commitment cards.  Sadly, we didnôt receive the 

response we needed to meet the ministry cost estimates for 

2011.  As a result, 2011 is a year of adjustment.  That 

adjustment impacts the Staff Parish budget by $30,000, the 

Missionôs budget by $10,000, the Administrative budget by 

$10,000 and the Trustees budget by $7,000.   

 

But, change can be a good thing! 
Change can cause us to look at the things we already have and 

consider ways to use them to accomplish ministry in a way that 

may be different from before, but still effective.  HEY-isnôt 

THAT a great example of good stewardship, as well?

Stop Hunger Now!  ï Highland in Mission ï March 5  
On March 5, over 80 people from Highland and several nearby churches gathered in Bradley Hall to package thousands of 

dry meals that are directed to alleviate hunger of school children here and abroad.  Following instructions on how to measure and 

package the meal packets, carefully a measure of a granular soy and dried vegetable mix were placed in plastic bags along with an 

envelope of seasoning and vitamin supplements.  After adding a measure of rice, the unsealed bags were carried to weigh stations 

where they were weighed and the packet weight was corrected with addition or removal of small amounts of rice.  Once the correct 

weight was assured; the packets were sealed and boxed for shipment.
