A $20 answer for a 2 cent question

Recently, a member asked me if there was a 2 cent answer 

for the reason we were $60,000 behind at the end of the 3
rd
 

quarter last year and ended the year in the black!  I wish I could 

have come up with the phrase I did later that morningéòNo!ò 

I would have said, ñthere is a $20 answerò.  There isnôt ONE 

THING that caused the financial results you see in the 

accompanying financial statement.  There are MANY THINGS.  

Allow me to share a few: 
 

[ 130 households completed their pledges as promised 

$413,990 

[  79 households overpaid their pledges by $47,800 

[ 38 households were unable to complete their pledge by 

$51,000 

[ 16% of receipts were derived from non-contribution 

sources (like cell tower rentals and room use fees) 

[  Highland Childrenôs Center contributes $40,000 per 

year in cost sharing of expenses 

[ In 2011, The Childrenôs Center tithed their profit 
resulting in an additional $11,200 given to the church 

[ Overall spending  for the year was $28,500 UNDER 

adopted budget amounts 
 

All of these things, working together by the power of the Holy 

Spirit contributed to the bottom line you see below.   If you 

remove any one of them, the bottom line is shifted in the 

opposite direction.  We would NOT have made it!  So it is 

impossible to give a 2 cent answer to the question posed at the 

start.  We held back on spending where we could.  We received 

more when God provided.  And the real bottom line is that we 
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are very, very grateful for the many ways the people of 

Highland respond when God calls.

Safe Sanctuaries is our churchôs effort to make sure that 

children and youth are safe while at the church or participating 

in church events.  Highland first implemented its Safe Sanctuary 

policy in 2006; and, as required by the NC Conference of UMC 

(and a conscientious Childrenôs Ministry Team here at 

Highland), we recently reviewed and updated the policy.   

 

Adult Helper Requirements for ñSAFEò: 
According to our policy:  

a.) All adults working with children and youth must 

complete Safe Sanctuary training on an annual basis. 

b.) All adults working with children and youth must 

successfully complete a background check before they 

can teach/lead children and youth. 

 

Safe Sanctuaries  Training Again  
Safe Sanctuary training will be offered again 

on Thursday, Feb. 9 at 5:00 PM and on 

Sunday, Feb. 12 at 9:45 AM.    
 

Everyone in the congregation should attend a Safe 

Sanctuary training event if at all possible.  Teachers and those 

who work with children and youth must participate in the 

trainingðeven if you attended a training event in the past.   

 

EXAMPLE of Training Subjects:  What to do in 

an Emergency?  
One of the items covered in the training is what to do in the 

event of a fire.  During a recent training session the question 

came up as to a meeting place outside the building if the 

building had to be evacuated due to a fire.   

If the fire alarm sounds during church events everyone 

should evacuate the building and gather in the area near the 

garden.  (This will be a safe distance from the building and out 

of the way of emergency personnel.)   

Parents should not go to their childrenôs classrooms.  

The teachers and care providers will make sure the children in 

their care do safely exit the building.  While we certainly hope 

and pray that we never need to use our emergency plan, having 

one can give all of us some peace of mind.

For our nursery, we need a combination of qualified paid 

staff, plus several volunteers.  This is required to assure that 

EVERY one of our youngest have all of the attention they need 

with regard to snuggling, wiping little noses (and frequently 

somewhat lower parts!).

About Specifying a Memorial or Honorarium Gift: 

When it is desired to make a memorial gift or a gift to 

honor some living person, the church welcomes such gifts.  

These can be submitted at any time for any occasion. 

  When making such a gift, the donor can specify that it is 

to be used in some specific manner or can simply make a 

general gift.   

In the case of memorial gifts, when there is no specified use 

by the donor, the family of the person being memorialized is 

given the option of specifying how the gift is to be used.  After 

12 months, if there is no such designation by the family, the 

funds are transferred to the HUMC Permanent Endowment 

Fund.   

 

 
Tomôs Trivia/Highland is 

Examining  Placing Solar Cells on 
the Roof of Bradley Hall  

 

The roof over Bradley Hall is a flat roof facing primarily 

south. It is coated with a white membrane and is an ideal site to 

locate solar energy cells. A group of very interested Highland 

members have formed a committee called the Green Committee 

and they are studying proposals to determine which option to 

recommend to the Trustees. 

The final proposal is expected to provide for around 40 

kilowatts of electricity. The Church electric bill will be around 

$50,000 this calendar year. We expect that the proposed system 

will defray about 10% of our actual electric consumption.  
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We have many options to consider including:  

¶ Do we use the power at Highland or sell at least part of it 

back to Progress Energy?  

¶ What manufacturer do we get the cells from?  

¶ Should each panel have its own invertor to monitor energy 

production?  

¶ How do we fund the approximately $175,000 cost?  

¶ How do we make sure the currently available tax credits are 

used because we are a nonprofit organization?  

¶ Do we allow a 3
rd
 party to own and operate the system or do 

we form an investor pool within the church of people who 

support green technology?  

 

These are the major questions before the group. 

There is a community church in Elon College that is doing 

the same thing. They are meeting with their congregation on 

Sunday January 29
th
 to discuss funding a solar array at their 

church. Carneal Downey and Bill Johnson will be attending that 

meeting to gain insight that may prove beneficial to Highland. 

The purpose of mentioning this idea is to spur the Highland 

Community to begin discussing ways for us to offset our energy 

use, be more concerned about energy wasted, and to ask you to 

consider supporting the idea of installing a solar array here at 

Highland. This will place us in the position of being a 

community leader among churches generating solar energy. 

I hope you will be receiving energy from the Son while 

Highland is receiving energy from the sun!

Live Donor Kidney Transplant Needed  

For Dear Friend of Kay Driggers  
Today, thousands of people with failed kidneys wait and 

pray for an organ donor to come to their rescue and relieve them 

from the Hell of dialysis, further failing health and certain early 

death.  Unfortunately, there are far too few kidneys available 

from those who are willing to make a live donation, nor are 

there sufficient willing, suitable donors at the time of death.  As 

a result, many stricken persons pray for a healthy, generous, and 

loving person to be moved to provide one of their two healthy 

kidneys to rescue them from this terrible condition. 

Kay Driggers dear friend ñWilmaò is a person waiting 

desperately for such a donor.  Might you be one to consider this 

gift of life to Wilma (or one of many others like her in our 

area)?  A few of the facts are as follows: 

 

A Living Kidney Donor Bears No Expense.  All cost of 

surgery and any required pain medication for recovery of the 

donor is fully covered by insurance of the recipient.  The donor 

simply needs to be prepared to take-off 3 or 4 days from work or 

other activities to recover. 

A Donor Can Leave Hospital One or Two Days Following 

Surgery.  Full recovery for normal strenuous activities may 

require 4 to 6 weeks ï with all follow-up medical attention 

provided at no cost. 

 

For a Healthy Person, There Are No Risks.  A healthy donor 

can live very safely and comfortably with only one kidney ï 

however, persons with diabetes or high blood pressure requiring 

medication, may not be suitable donors.

Highland is Getting ñGreenerò 
Congratulations, Highland, for Moving Ahead 

in care of Godôs Creation!  
The Micah 6:8 Team is exploring the United Methodist 

Social Principles, and is considering how well Highland UMC 

is following them. The Principles are just thatðnot rules to 

follow, but recommendations on how our faith is put into action. 

The Principles are discussed, revised, and adopted at each 

General Conference. 

The Team has been working hard in the area of the first 

Social Principle, ñThe Natural Worldò. Last year, Micah 

members led studies in several Sunday School classes on the 

Bishopsô study, Godôs Renewed Creation. (If your class is 

interested, itôs not too late. Contact Micah chair, Joe Burton at 

851-5596).  

As a result of the studies, a ñGreen Committeeò was 

formed. First the team arranged for two energy audits and a 

training session on ways to conserve energy. We were pleased 

to find out that many problems common in other churches no 

longer plague Highland, because of changes over the last few 

years.  Many improvements have been shepherded by the 

Trustees and Tom Lamb, our facilities manager. They are truly 

good stewards for our church, considering not just current costs, 

but long-term savings in funds and natural resources.  

For instance, during the recent remodeling, they selected 

better windows and lighting, and heating and air conditioning 

systems that were more energy efficient. The next big hurdle in 

reducing energy consumption is to switch to more energy 

efficient lighting fixtures in the sanctuary and Bradley Hall. And 

mailto:annkjacobson@yahoo.com
http://www.kidney.org/
mailto:awoodard@unch.unc.edu
http://www.facebook.com/wilmaskidneydonorsearch


Page.

of course, changing the behavior of each of us, so that turning 

out lights and turning off air conditioning and heating when our 

classes and meetings are over becomes second nature. (Our 

ñfirstò nature seems to like to leave on the lightsé) Every dollar 

that we spend on electricity (currently on average ~$7,000/mo) 

could be going to other church programs AND conserving 

natural resources.  

One very exciting possibility, as noted in ñTomôs Trivia,ò is 

installing solar panels on Bradley Hall. We first began exploring 

this option with a view to conserving resources, and expected 

the cost to be prohibitive. We soon learned otherwise. Over the 

first 20 years of an installation, the church would actually see 

considerable net savings. We would have to get a new roof 

membrane for Bradley Hall, which is due for recoating in any 

case. Even this expense would be recoupedðeventually. 

However, there would be an upfront cost, and we would have to 

pitch in to make solar happen. The Green Committee, the 

Trustees, the staff, and the congregation will need to study, 

pray, and work together if we are to make a significant impact 

on our consumption of non-renewable resources.  

The Micah 6:8 Team has also worked with Amanda Nunnôs 

girl scout troop which meets at Highland to increase awareness 

of recycling at church. You may have noticed their posters. 

They also empty the green recycling bins on their meeting 

nights. We have moved from one large recycling bin to three 

over that last year, and are still increasing the amount of 

material that gets recycled at church, rather than just discarded. 

The large bins are located behind the kitchen.  

Highlandôs Community Victory Garden is another example 

of Creation Care at Highland. Employing organic and 

sustainable practices, the garden exemplifies careful and 

prayerful use of Godôs earth. Because it is a teaching garden, 

there are now 45 additional gardens that have started, and can 

benefit from Cullen Whitleyôs expertise. 

Highland has also moved away from chronic use of 

Styrofoam and other disposables. This is particular evident to 

those of us that attend Wednesday night suppers. It is a true 

team effort driven by a desire to be better stewards of Godôs 

creation.
