One Bible is a Life Appllcatlon Bible Study Bible,
one is the Message (paraphrase by Eugene Peterson and the
third Bible is the New Revised Standard Version called Faith
Sharing New Testament with Psalms. The latter Bible is pocket
sized and | carry that with me a lot.

The Psalmist experienced what | know to be true: that
God’s Word (Holy Scripture) is the best way for us to know
God’s will. To live as God would have us to live is living at its
best! John Wesley said that the people called Methodists were
persons of ‘one book’. Even the Muslim prophet Mohammed
called Christians and Jews “The People of The Book!”

While talking with John Shutt he told me that his NOOK
contains the Bible. Today, even many “Smart Phones” have the
Bible on them, which means God’s word has truly become
portable and accessible. All this is to reiterate that God’s word
is so readily and easily available. Take advantage of and enjoy
that ready accessibility! Please, take time to read your Bible.
As you do, let God inform you on all matters of life. And if
you have any concerns, difficulties or questions about Scripture,
call me!

My desire for us here at Highland, is for each of us to have
a close working relationship with God’s Word. We can know
what God thinks by knowing the Bible. | challenge each of us
to read Scripture daily. Share the stories of the Bible with your
children, grandchildren, and your neighbor’s children.

As | reflect upon my Faith Journey, Bible reading is
essential to my growing in faith. | look forward to hearing what
the Bible has meant to you.

Famous Concert Pianist,
Greg McCallum to Present
Dedication Program on Our
New Sanctuary Grand
Piano

On Sunday afternoon, June 5,
3:00 pm, there will be a wonderful
concert presented on our new sanctuary piano by noted pianist
Greg McCallum.

Mr. McCallum has performed across North and South
America, the Caribbean, Europe, and Asia in some of the
world's most prestigious concert halls including the Kennedy
Center for the Performing Arts in Washington, D.C., Preston
Bradley Hall in Chicago, New York's Weill Recital Hall at
Carnegie Hall, and St. Martin-in-the-Fields in London. We
warmly welcome him to our church for this special musical
event!

McCallum frequently appears on radio and television, and
records for the MSR Classics label. Currently he is working on
an international recording project that includes residencies
abroad and documents cultural and musical evolution through
the piano and its diverse repertoire. His recent release in this
series, Voyage a Paris, explores the development of French
piano music around the turn of the twentieth century and
includes works by Franck, Debussy, Ravel, Poulenc and
Messiaen. Gramophone praised the CD as a "delightful French
tour" and hailed McCallum's "rock-solid technique” and
"boldness and vigour" in performing this repertoire.

On a personal level, McCallum taught our own Jeff
Whicker from 1991 through 1993. This was during the
“attorney phase” of Jeff’s career when he was not playing the
piano as much and he feared he was losing his technique. Jeff
has said he was amazed at the progress he made after studying
with McCallum.

We are privileged at Highland to have an appearance by
such a gifted musician. He is a former teacher of our Music
Director, Jeff Whicker and agreed to assist in dedication of our
new piano as a courtesy to Jeff.

His planned concert will include compositions by Edvard
Greig, Claude Debussy, George Gershwin, Franz Liszt, and an
original composition that he wrote.

Scientific breeding programs
conducted by world authorities help to expand the supply of
endangered bird species as well as provide a source for zoos
and Avian parks around the world. Scotland neck has quite
literally become the world’s point of salvation for many rare
birds.

Do you enjoy singing? Did you used to sing in a choir in
high school or college or church? Have you been reluctant to
join a group at Highland because you were afraid you didn’t
have time for a weekly commitment (or maybe, because your
singing has been so long ago you are unsure of your singing
voice now)? If so, summer choir could be just what the doctor
ordered!

During the months of June through August, most of
Highland’s music groups stop their weekly rehearsals. (The
exception is the Praise Band which prepares as many as six
songs weekly for the Connection Service, even in the summer.)
But there is still a need for music in worship services! In the
summer, we typically have soloists and small ensemble groups
sing at 8:30 service. But at the 11:00 am worship service, we
have a small pick-up choir that meets at 10:30 am to prepare
music for the 11:00 am service. Obviously, the music is easy to
learn since we don’t have time to rehearse. And there is no
rehearsal commitment other than coming to the choir room 30
minutes prior to the service.

It’s the summertime and choir robes are hot so we don’t
wear them at 11:00. This is worth mentioning only in so far as a
reminder that whatever you wear for summer choir will be seen
by the congregation. You can’t necessarily just wear any old
thing, since we don’t have the luxury of covering up with a
choir robe. Dress code, however, is exclusively the domain of
the wearer! No deductions for lack of style and no points are
awarded for fashion sense.

Of course, we confess that we secretly hope that once you
begin singing with us, you’ll want to join a regular group in the
fall. But there is absolutely no pressure. Come have fun and
help us Praise the Lord!

- News

This Spring in Your Garden!

April and May in Your Highland Community Garden saw
early harvesting, and many planting and learning opportunities.
Bountiful harvests of radishes, spinach, lettuce, onions, arugula,
snow and sugar snap peas pleased the vested gardeners, and
also allowed a good volume of greens to start this season’s
contributions to Plant a Row for the Hungry. The carrots are
growing well and the thinned plants are producing wonderfully
sweet carrots.

Eighty-two people have worked in the garden this season,
and thirty-two are “vested”, which means they’ve worked more
than 10 hours and are eligible to harvest produce.

After the danger of frost was passed, we were able to plant
many additional crops. These included herbs, peppers -- both
sweet and hot -- 4 varieties of okra, 15 of tomatoes, 7 of
eggplant, 3 varieties of cucumbers, and an assortment of other
“goodies” such as tomatillos and sweet ground cherries.
Squash takes up a lot of territory, so we chose to plant these in
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our demonstration straw bale planters outside the perimeter of
the main garden. This is quite an unusual sight, but the 7
varieties of squash are up and growing.

We continue to dig and amend, because we are preparing
flowerbeds all through the garden. If it’s been a while since
you visited the garden, please wander through. We hope you
will be blessed by the beauty, peace and serenity. Take a look
at some of the new plant labels. A picture of the produce
growing in the bed is accompanied by its name in several
languages, provided by students in the ESL program, which
meets at Highland.

If you’d like be part of the gardening action, come out on
Saturday mornings anytime between 8:00 am and 1:00 pm, and
enjoy the camaraderie and gardening lessons. We generally
have about 25 working, and there is something in which anyone
can participate, regardless of age or ability. Coffee, tea,
lemonade, and water are provided, and the gardeners usually
bring snacks.

In April, our garden was awarded the Outstanding Lay
Ministry for 2011 by the Raleigh District of the United
Methodist Church for our community involvement, outreach to
immigrants, support of the Interfaith Food Shuttle’s Plant a
Row for the Hungry, and inspiration for others to begin their
own community gardens.

Cullen Whitely, our garden’s coordinator, reports that as
news of our Highland Garden circulated, interest in developing
more gardens like ours rapidly grew. There are now over 35
gardens going in, or being planned, in four states due to Your
Garden! As a result of its recognition, Your Garden is now
being used as a model for community gardening across the state
of NC. Well Done!!

Torture Has Many Ugly Faces
and is a World-Wide Scourge
“Torture is Wrong” -- Our Micah 6:8 Team
Calls Attention to June as
“Torture Awareness Month”

Look for the “Torture is Wrong” banner to appear in our
church halls during June. While most of us think only about
“torture” at the hands of military or police authorities, torture of
body and spirit comes in many other guises. Torture comes
from bullying on the playground, and from physical and mental
violence linked to bigotry of all sorts. Torture of dissenters
rises to the level of normal national policy in a number of
countries. As another example, human slavery is far from
extinct in our world and accounts as a mechanism for inflicting
many forms of torture. Inhumane forms of treatment in
criminal detention facilities around the world is an ongoing
form of torture.

To this last point, Tom Wolcott’s uncle was tortured in a
Nazi concentration camp during WWII for making disappear,
the files of people at risk of arrest. This bit of family history is a
powerful motivator for the Wolcott family!

Here in the US, mistreatment of prisoners in facilities
controlled by our government and military raised some of the
most recent awareness of, and protests against the use of
torture. As most Americans will recall, soon after President
Barrack Obama took office, he signed a directive that bans the

use of torture techniques on detainees in US detention facilities.
This reflected his own conviction that torture is wrong, and was
also in response to an outcry from many Americans when the
use of torture in US controlled detention facilities was made
public. At that time, many Highland members participated in a
letter-writing campaign, protesting the use of torture.

Although torture is illegal in the U.S and is prohibited in
the 147 countries that are signatories to the U.N. Convention
against torture, not even all signatories honor that convention.
The international benchmark definition of torture is “cruel,
inhumane and degrading treatment”. More information about
torture, its definition, documentation of opposition by the
military to torture as a means of getting information (something
about which there is much misinformation), and links to other
resources, are available on the Micah 6:8 Mission Team
website.

The banner you will see inside our halls this month is
issued by the National Religious Coalition against Torture
(NRCAT). Both the United Methodist Board of Church and
Society and the Board of Global Ministries work with this non-
partisan group to raise awareness about torture and the many
variations of it in human behavior.

So Why Are We Now Making an Issue of
“Torture” Now?

Simply stated: Because it still exists in many forms and it is
specifically condemned by the United Methodist church. The
2004 (most recent edition) of the Book of Discipline of the
United Methodist Church (Paragraph 164A) is very clear on the
wrongness of torture.

At the Church Council meeting on May 15, the “How and
Why?” to communicate our opposition to torture in all its
forms, generated a lively discussion. Some expressed concern
that our visible public opposition to torture could be perceived
as a very unfair criticism of our US military. As the issue of
various forms and sources of torture remains an emotional
touchstone, there were expressions of concern about
appearances of politicization of any protest of torture (or of a
host of many other ethical concerns). Some Council members
even, asked whether “torture” is still an issue of concern in light
of recent US Government movement to outlaw torture by our
government and military agencies.

Further, in highlighting “Torture Awareness Month”, our
Church Council raised questions about why we are not also
highlighting other important issues with a monthly emphasis
including areas of concern such as, child abuse, world hunger,
etc. Why should not many of these other Christian and
Methodist concerns do not have their own “months.” (Indeed,
perhaps they should — and to some degree they do as we have a
number of special monthly appeals and concerns communicated
throughout the year — “One Great Hour;” “Methodist Home for
Children;” “Stop Hunger Now” etc.)

Strongly Concerned About Other Areas of
Social and Ethical Abuse?

We recognize that many of our Highland family have
strong concerns about other areas of need and abuse.
