Our Missing Steeple is Now Reinstalled 
with New Lightning Rod Protection 

On Thursday, June 17, Our repaired steeple 
top was returned from the steeple "hospital" and 
reunited with its base.  This time, the repaired 
steeple is topped by a new lightning rod that is 
grounded to the earth with a heavy copper cable 
that stretches all the way from the tip of the 
steeple to the ground.  If you look carefully to the 
top of the cross, you will see that new pointed 
lightning rod protecting against future lightning 
strikes. Happily, our insurance paid for 
essentially all of the $20,000 (+) damage caused 

by the direct strike last year.

Since posting the drawing 

of the proposed parking 

expansion in the narthex, it is 

good that so many are inquiring 

about the plan.  With the high 

level of interest -- and some 

concerns -- I felt that it would be 

good for me to share some 

thoughts and try to minimize my 

personal ideas and preferences.  

For some time now the 

Trustees and other leaders have 

been approached and urged to 

do something to provide more, good, and adequate parking for 

older persons and those with challenging physical conditions. 

They also have been asked to address the unsafe and ill-advised 

parking in the designated (and restricted) "no-parking" traffic 

lanes on Ridge Road and Lake Boone Trail.  Also of concern, 

as the church continues to grow with new people, we must 

solve the  puzzle about where they will (safely) park.  These 

issues all need to be addressed.   

With outside help, for more than 2 years, the Trustees 

have looked at our property (with its limitations) and carefully 

ascertained the needs and possible additional available land for 

parking expansion. It certainly has been an interesting 

discussion.  Thoughts have ranged from busing people from the 

Lacy parking lot, using golf carts, to asking families to only 

bring one car to church or even asking persons to leave church 

sooner to let the next group find parking.  Even if implemented, 

could we sustain these practices week in and week out?  I know 

that changing ours habits is very difficult.
