The Bible speaks
openly and clearly about proportional (10%) giving to God’s
work because in doing so it removes all confusion about what
God expects. | bear witness that proportional (10%) giving
transforms what | do for God, for others and for myself. If you
already tithe, great! If you are waiting to move forward giving
10% then try giving one or two percent more each year until
you are tithing. You will be thankful and I believe you will be
joy-full!

I’'m experiencing revival and fervency within my own
ministry and life. It remains my prayer that what we are feeling
here at Highland truly becomes infectious and that others will

Jeff Whicker Writes This Month About
Preparing Music for the 8:30 AM

Sunday Services

This month | am continuing my series on how music is
selected for the three church services at Highland. Last month |
wrote in detail about the Connection service and next month I'll
conclude with the 11:00 am worship service. This issue, we
focus on the 8:30 am service.

The 8:30 am services are, without a doubt, the most
difficult service for me to coordinate. Special music has to be
performed in the Introit slot because | immediately have to
leave to be prepared for the start of the 8:45 am Connection
service in Bradley Hall. And as difficult as it is to be present in
two services simultaneously, the early hour makes it difficult
for singers to rehearse and adequately warm up.

Consequently, | sometimes have trouble "persuading”
singers and musicians to play for that early service. The fact
that we have so many other church ensembles performing
special music at 11:00 am often precludes the possibility of the
featured soloist at 8:30 am reprising their songs at 11:00 am;
there simply isn't an available slot to plug their solo in. | have to
admit a certain reluctance to ask one of the Chancel Choir to
sing at 8:30 am because | need them in the choir at 11:00 am,
particularly if there is no opportunity for them to sing at the
later service. Fortunately, we have a few solo singers who
regularly attend the 8:30 am service and | have them sing
whenever possible.

Occasionally, | bring over singers from the Praise Band,
who then, like me, have to rush out to be ready for the
Connection. Otherwise, I'm afraid the 8:30 am service
churchgoers often hear me sing special music a little more often
than they (or me) would otherwise like.

During the months of September through May, however,
the 8:30 service is blessed to have the Celebration Singers
provide special music for two Sundays per month. This group
was originally formed and directed by Louise Wilson and was
designed originally to be an ensemble for singers with less
experience than the Chancel Choir. They performed modern
worship anthems, not so much praise music as more
contemporary settings of traditional worship music. Louise's
exacting standards, however, helped make the group the fine
ensemble that it is today. In time, more experienced singers
joined the group and currently there is a nice balance between
experienced singers who read music and less trained singers
who simply like to sing. By the way, did you know that Louise
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Wilson taught one of the original Village People during her
years as a high school choral director in Wake County????

I began directing the Celebration Singers about seven years
ago, when Louise Wilson retired. They rehearse on Sunday
afternoons at 4:30 pm and, as stated before, generally sing
about every other week or so except during the summer months.
For the past several years, they have also performed longer
works during Christmas and Easter seasons. They have an
especially nice blend of voices and they are an invaluable asset
to the 8:30 worship service.

Children’s Sunday School
Our children’s Sunday-School classes

are off to a great start. Our preschool
classes are using Rock Solig a United Methodist curriculum.
This fall, Emily Delikat, our director of children’s music is
spending about 10-15 minutes in each class—helping our young
children learn some of those classic SS songs as well as some
new favorites.

Our elementary classes are studying the same stories each
week as the preschool classes, but in their own “High Five”
format. During the month of October, our children’s classes
will be exploring the story of Jacob (Genesis 25-33). Our
elementary classes are also working on learning the books of
the Old Testament (yes, all 39 of them!).

Church Finances
Report from Lisa Anthony

“Oh God, our help in ages past...our

HOPE for years to come”

For all the years | have been associated with Highland
Methodist Church as her Business Administrator, | have
observed cyclical trends in both our receipt of gifts and in our
spending of budget. Typically, 34% of our revenues arrive in
the final quarter of the year. In fact, a full 15% comes in
December alone. In contrast, the ongoing costs of ministry are
relatively steady. By September, we have expended 75% of
our budget. Most of that which is collected in September and
October makes up for the slower summer receipts. This year
will not be different. However, it may feel more significant.
The financial information below tells a story. We have
projected a potential $60,000 shortage for 2011.

e  One factor contributing to this difference are our
prepaid pledges. On average, we receive $84,000 in
contributions at the end of each year that our members
give in advance for the coming year. We have this
cash then at the top of the year, to use all year. In
2011, our prepaid contributions were $30,000 lower
than average.

e Assecond factor contributing to a more significant
shortfall is that in the month of August we received
$30,000 less than the prior year.

e Athird factor contributing to the projected shortfall is
our “Going on Faith” budget line. Late last year the
Finance Ministry Team, SPRC and the Church Council
formulated a $1,300,000 budget that carried with it a
“Going on Faith” income figure of $35,000.

The simple truth is that we are going to need to receive our
pledged faith commitments IN FULL as they represent
$929,000 (69% of budget). IN ADDITION, we are counting on
our members that do not pledgeo contribute $155,000 (12% of
budget). If folks are able to give more as God has blessed them
this year... that would be wonderful! The Finance Team is
also asking all ministry areas to limit spending through the end
of the year.

As you think about these statistics and your place within the
Kingdom of God as a participating member of Highland
Church, consider the first verse of Hymn 117 referred to in the
title to this article:

“O God, our help in ages past, our hope for years to come, our

shelter from the stormy blast, and our eternal horhe.
God provides help, hope, shelter and promise of eternal life.
What is your part after receiving that help, that hope, that
shelter, that promise-where is your heart?

September in the Garden
(Highland United Methodist Community
Victory Garden, that is.)

Our donations to Plant a Row for the Hungry have now
surpassed our 2010 total: 1165 pounds donated so far. We
continue to harvest squash, 5 kinds of beans, okra, eggplant,
climbing spinach, and many kinds of peppers. Several kinds of
peppers are contributing to colorful and tasty bottles of pepper
vinegar, which will be sold at Highland’s Holiday Bazaar on
November 12 to raise money for the garden. Pickled okra and
herbed oil will be available, too, so think about folks on your
Christmas list who would enjoy pretty pepper vinegars, herbed
oils, or pickled okra.

We added 12 new members this month, one of whom said,
“I’'m 72 years old, and this is the most fun I’ve ever had!” My
personal favorite was thinning radishes with one of our young
gardeners.

Our gardeners are a hardy lot, and it’s not all a bed of
lettuce (no roses in our garden...) Even on the Saturday of
Hurricane Irene, there were five diehards harvesting to keep the
garden healthy and food available for the poor. Last Saturday’s
chill drizzle meant harvesting, also, which included some crazy
harvest dances when an oversized okra that had been missed in
the previous harvest was found. Somehow it was therapeutic to
be outside in “weather”, and I felt a closer connection to God’s
creation.

Remember that you are always welcome in the garden,
whether to just sit and enjoy, or to join us on our Saturday
morning workdays, and participate in the harvest once you’re
vested (10 hours of work). We continue to plant fall crops:
collards, broccoli, Brussels sprouts, radishes, show peas.
Lessons in September covered soil pH and pests.

Housing Bond Issue on Ballot October 11.
Micah 6:8 Team Asks For Your Positive
Consideration

The Micah 6:8 Mission Team has been working with our
outreach to homeless families and those families now in
unsatisfactory housing seeking more satisfactory shelter. It is
apparent to those on the team (and anyone else making a study
of the situation) that more affordable housing is a great need in
our community.

This widely recognized need has resulted in the proposal of
an Affordable Housing Bond Issue to be voted upon in the
October 11 election. It is the hope of the Micah 6:8 Mission
Team that Highland members and friends will seriously
consider voting for the approval of this bond issue. The reasons
for our encouragement to consider this favorably are provided
below.

Raleigh is short 23,000 Affordable Housing units. The
Affordable Housing Bond will address this through several
programs, including:

e Partnering with Habitat for Humanity to repair sub-
standard, existing homes to bring them to a reasonable
standard of livability.

e Providing supplemental financial rent help to
households with very low incomes. (Unfortunately,
several such families exist right here at Highland).

As one example, the Micah 6:8 Team has been working
with one of our own church families who are trying to relocate

from substandard housing. Unfortunately, $750 per /month is
still about the least one can expect to pay for a reasonably
decent three bedroom apartment in Raleigh. For this family,
that is nearly 2/3 of the family’s monthly income — that
incidentally is limited by reduced hours from a job-related
injury.

The scripture that the Micah 6:8 Team is using as
motivation for our outreach is from lIsaiah 58:

®Is not this the fast that | choose: to loose the bonds
of injustice, to undo the thongs of the yoke, to let the

oppressed go free, and to break every yoKs7t not to

share your bread with the hungry, and bring the

homeless poor into younouse..?

While bringing a homeless family into your own home
might be a possibility for a few, a vote for the Affordable
Housing Bond issue is much more practical for most. If passed,
this bond issue would increase property taxes only $2.63 per
year for each $100,000 of home evaluation.

The Micah Team is planning to provide more information
in September and early October, and to encourage all Highland
members (and their friends and neighbors) to support the
Municipal Bonds and to vote for them on October 11.

Early voting is available weekdays from 8:30 a.m. to 5:00
p.m. at the Wake County Board of Elections at 337 S. Salisbury
St. in Raleigh, and Saturday Oct. 8 from 10 a.m. to 1 p.m. There
is also a Cary location. For more information, visit
http://www.wakegov.com/elections/earlyvoting/default.htm.

What do these Bonds include?

A.) Affordable Housing Bond Issue - $16 million to
be used over four (4) years for City programs that
increase and support Affordable Housing. Addressing
needs of: 1) Renter households with very low
incomes; 2) Homeless Individuals and families; 3)
Supportive housing for elderly and persons with
disabilities; and, 4) Low and moderate income
homebuyers. Programs include: A) First Time Home
Ownership second-mortgage program; B) Joint
Venture Rental Program; C) Limited Repair Program;
D) City Owned Housing Program (purchases land,
rehabilitates multifamily units and constructs new
City-owned rental units); E)  Neighborhood
Revitalization Program. The Affordable Housing Bond
will increase property taxes by $00.0025 (about 1/4 of
1 cent / $100 value) — tax increase for a $200,000
home would be $5.52 per year.

B.) Transportation Bond Issue- a $40 million
Transportation Bond on the ballot; is to help provide
good transportation is essential for the same families
who need Affordable Housing. For these families,
getting to work and getting kids to school and daycare
— without breaking the bank — is critical for survival in
our community. This Bond would enable numerous
road, sidewalk & greenway projects. The
Transportation Bond will increase property taxes by
$00.0063 (about 1/2 of 1 cent / $100 value) — tax
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increase for a $200,000 home would be $12.66 per
year.

How Can We “"GREEN" Our Church?

How can you help?

Greening the church has a second meaning. First there is
the hanging of wreaths and roping each Advent. Now there is a
Green Designated Fund for projects at Highland that improve
energy efficiency, reduce power consumption, promote
recycling and renewable energy use, and in general take better
care of God’s creation in the corner we’re blessed to occupy.
The Green Fund was created under the auspices of Highlands
Green Team, which works with the Trustees to authorize
expenditure. The Trustees have been working to “green” the
church for the past several years. Past projects include replacing
light fixtures during remodeling with more energy efficient
models, placing automatic temperature controls in some of our
spaces, and installing more efficient heating and air
conditioning units in others, putting all LED exit signs, etc.
Tom Lamb has provided inspired and practical leadership in
these efforts. Highland also moved away from Styrofoam in the
kitchen, and to organic fair trade coffee purchased through
UMCOR. The Girl Scouts, under the leadership of Amanda
Nunn, work to keep our recycling bins emptied, and to
publicize recycling and energy conservation at Highland.

Most recently, Highland has undergone an extensive
energy audit, to look for problem areas that use energy
inefficiently. Based on the results of our energy audit, and some
very ambitious hopes, here are some proposed uses for Green
Designated Fund:

e Timers on lights or air conditioning units, so they don't
stay on all night if folks forget to turn them down.

¢ Replacing magnetic ballast light fixtures with
electronic ballast fixtures (this has already been done
in the areas that were recently remodeled.)

e Add recycling bins that are nicer and pose less of a
tripping hazard, plus signage.

e  Place solar panels on the roof of Bradley Hall.
The most immediate difference in Highland’s energy

consumption will come from changes in our behavior—what
each of us does as part of the congregation, as simple as

turning off lights and air conditioners when finished in a
room.

If we all did that, we could reduce the $78,000 that
Highland spends on utilities and help conserve other vital
resources for better use. Consider your energy use at church and
at home, and consider donating to the Green Designated Fund.
