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NEW: HUMC Middle School Music and

Drama Group Starting This Fall
To Begin Rehearsals Wednesday, Sept. 28,
6:30 PM, Following Dinner

A new music arts group will debut at Highland for middle
and high school students in September. The group will be co-
led by Charlie Baber and Jeff Whicker and will serve as a
vehicle for music, drama, and art to be incorporated into
worship.

The group will begin meeting on Wednesday, September
28 at 6:30 pm in the choir room; and, for the first six weeks will
focus on learning some praise music with the goal of leading a
worship service in November. Later efforts will include drama
with short skits performed in the Sunday worship services.
These will be designed to reflect the day's scripture readings. If
there is interest, there might even be an element of dance added
to the curriculum. Jeff Whicker states however, that he (with 2
left feet) will NOT be involved in choreography!

Though we are not calling this group a “youth choir,” it is
worth noting that for several years, there has been no organized
musical offering for youth beyond the 5th grade. This is
primarily because, over the past several years, there seemed to
be little interest in a formal youth choir. Now, with the growing
size and activity of our Youth activities, it seems a pity to stop
all music activities for our young people after they have
“graduated” from the 5" grade Children’s Music programs.

With this new group, we hope to offer our youth a chance
to become further involved in worship at Highland with a
variety of offerings, not limited solely to choir worship
activities. With indications of further interest by our young
people (and guiding hands of parents), we have the possibility
of various musical performance activities, related social events,
and just plain fun! Please come out and join us on September
28 at 6:30 pm!

More About Music In Worship

Jeff Whicker Writes About Music in
the Connection Worship Services

As all of Highland's musical groups gear up in September
for regular rehearsals I thought | would devote a Ridge Rider
article to focus on each of the worship services and how music
is chosen and utilized in the context of weekly worship. First
up, is the Connection.

The Connection service, which lasts from 8:45 am to 9:45
am each Sunday is led by our Praise Band. In many ways, this
is the most difficult service to arrange because each week we do
six songs. Because so much material is played week in and
week out, it is the one musical group at Highland that continues
to rehearse even in the summer. One of those six songs, the

Song of Illumination, is used to call the worshipers toward the
scripture, much as the Prayer of Illumination is used at the
8:30 am and 11:00 am worship services to prepare the
congregation to hear God's word and the message. We do the
same Song of Illumination for a month, usually just a verse and
chorus of a song that calls upon the Holy Spirit to bless our
worship. A typical, well known example is "Open the Eyes of
My Heart," which includes these words: "Open the eyes of my
heart Lord, open the eyes of my heart, | want to see you, | want
to see you."

Our opening set usually consists of three songs, except on
the first Sunday of the month, when we have communion. On
communion Sunday, we do two songs, and a third song during
administration of the elements during Communion. For this
opening set, | usually select songs of praise, often which have a
general theme, such as grace or God's strength. | confess that
here is where my inner musical nerd comes out. When | attend
other contemporary services, | take notes of both new songs
that | want the congregation to learn as well as songs that go
together because of their natural relationship. | love to go
straight from one song into another song in the same key
because it makes for such a smooth transition. I'm also acutely
aware that I'm one of the few people in the church that notices
or cares whether songs are in the same key but it satisfies the
musician part of me!

Following the message we do a song of response which is
the most difficult to choose. Because of the use of Highland's
gymnasium we have to rehearse on Tuesday night. At staff
meeting Tuesday, whichever minister happens to be leading
Connection may have chosen scripture but often hasn't fleshed
out the sermon completely. Often they end up going in a
direction that | could never have predicted when | chose the
piece for rehearsal Tuesday night. | have to confess that | have
often listened to the sermon trying to find some parallel to our
song of response and it doesn't make for the most personally
satisfying worship experience.

Finally, we do an offertory every week, which is usually
following the sermon, but much earlier on Communion
Sundays. Because people have a certain difficulty multitasking,
the offertory is often a chance for a solo that is unfamiliar to
many of the congregation. It is also a great opportunity to
introduce totally new numbers. We generally do not repeat any
of the same music from week to week (other than the Song of
IHlumination) but | try to teach the congregation one new song
in a month and that song will be repeated for a month.
Typically, that song will be introduced as an offertory and then
slowly rotated into the opening set as the congregation grows
more familiar with it.

There are a number of notions about Praise Music which |
used to hold and now work tirelessly to dissuade. | attended a
Wesleyan high school from 1971 until | graduated in 1975 and
we had twice-weekly chapel services. Looking back, | can see
that the Wesleyan Church was clearly at the forefront of the so-
called "Jesus Movement," which was very foreign to someone
like me that learned to play piano by playing traditional hymns.
In the 1980's many "praise choruses" from artists like the
Gaithers came to be popular. | remember singing endless
choruses of "Alleluia" and "Get all Excited” and | came to
really despise the repetition and simplicity of many of those
songs.

When Contemporary Christian music became increasingly
popular in the 1990's | associated it with this music and
wrongfully chose to avoid it.

In 2005 | attended my first Worship Conference and it was
life changing, both in terms of my spiritual growth and my
musical taste. | heard Lincoln Brewster in concert and instantly
became enamored with his music--so excited was | that |
bought every one of his CDs at the conference because | didn't
know which songs were on which CD! | listened to other artists
like him and discovered that the contemporary Christian music
which | liked was pretty much the same folk-rock that I loved in
high school and college, with a hefty dose of U2 (whom I also
liked) guitar. Much of the music that | choose for the
Connection fits that bill.

We subscribe to CCLI, which allows us to print the words
of the songs we sing on a screen. Often more traditionally-
minded worshipers will complain that there are no notes on the
screen. | always tell them that there isn't room on the screen for
notes and music and offer to give them copies of the music that
the band is using. Only one time has someone actually taken me
up on my offer. The other resource that we use is
PraiseCharts.com which, for a fee of between three and five
dollars a song will actually let you print piano accompaniments
and harmonies to the songs often found on CCLI. The
harmonies help us learn the music but I often find they are a bit
too lush. I often prefer the harmonies that Janet Baucom and |
make up on the spot.

We have a core group of some of the most committed
people in the church that help lead music at the Connection. I've
already mentioned Janet, one of our most faithful praise band
members. She is a somewhat unique musician that both reads
music and improvises harmonies. She and | have been singing
together so long that we have a pretty good sense of where the
harmonies go without doubling each other. Don Templeton
serves as instrumental leader and much of the identity of the
Praise Band is found in his guitar-work. Don's increasing
facility on electric guitar has led us to move further from the
folk-rock of my youth to a more driving, contemporary sound.
Don is an amazing musician that can hear a record and
duplicate the sound, rhythms, groove and very feel of the song.
Robert Hearn is our faithful bass player and Dudley Marchi and
Paul Blomquist alternate as a second guitarist. Andrew
Wilkinson, Mike Williams, and Charley Baber will often serve
as a third vocalist. Until recently, Jim Short was our very
faithful drummer even though he attended church elsewhere. He
has recently remarried and he and his new wife have decided to
attend Providence Baptist Church, which they do with our
deepest regret but also understanding. It is one of my great
privileges to play with all of these talented musicians.

Highland’s Community Victory Garden — Growing More Than VegetablesI

On a very warm August afternoon, your Ridge Rider reporter discovered a sweaty, determined Cullen
Whitley building new bamboo frames for the fall collards planting. Taking a welcome break to chat,
Cullen began to wax philosophically about the garden and its larger impact on the general area. Smiling
with a bit of well-deserved satisfaction, Cullen reflected on the now more than 40 similar community
gardens that have been started as a direct result of the publicity received by our Highland gardening effort
and also resulting from Cullen’s talks to interested groups around the Triangle area.

Cullen also reflected with pleasure, the fact that the garden has become a center for fellowship as well
as a source of vegetables! Each Saturday morning upward of 40 gardeners of all ages arrive prepared to dig,
prune, spade, rake, plant, and harvest. In some cases, only halting English is shared by newly immigrated
gardeners that includes a mix of ESL (English Second Language) students who congregate in Bradley Hall
classrooms during the week. Especially for some of these, the draw of garden fresh vegetables, bought at
only the price of some enjoyable labor, is an especially welcome supplement to limited resources for food

purchases.

Cullen is especially proud of the learning that takes place here! Many youngsters have become wide-eyed at tasting a fresh new
carrot or bean—pod washed and then popped directly into little mouths It is said that some “older kids” (with beards and grey hair)

to sustaining members of our local community and others in need. “Well Done!”

also have been surprised to learn
that a very fresh okra pod, right off
of the vine and popped into the
mouth, has a delicious, crisp taste,
an enjoyment so missing from the
overcooked, (and somewhat slimy)
“southern-style” okra that has
graced (or plagued) southern tables
for almost 200 years!

Cullen says to our Highland
gardeners, that “Your hard work
and dedication is more than paying
dividends to those in the
community who have special
needs.” As of mid-August, your
donations to "Plant A Row For
The Hungry now has totaled over
1,000 pounds!! This is in addition

Cullen observes that the attractiveness of our Ridge Road corner garden has now made it a "destination™ for visitors who stop to

admire, ask questions, and take young children for a learning stroll among the various vegetable a

attractive maze of plantings. So, if you are in the garden and see
someone strolling about that you don’t know, please make them
welcome and take the time to show them around. You also will
find an information sheet that can be shared with visitors. These
are found in the box under the garden mailbox. This sheet also
gives a schedule of our weekly ministry events for those who might
be looking to find a new church family.

For all present and future gardeners, Cullen notes that our Fall
garden preparation is in full swing - so now is your chance to really
help out and make a difference. There will be something for
everyone to accomplish - regardless of experience or limitations.
Every gardening activity is available -- from sifting our own
compost to making hot pepper vinegar bottles to sell at the Holiday & =0 Uy

Things to Consider

Help the Homeless?

How can Individuals Help?
Housing Bond Issue Coming — Micah 6:8 Asks
For Your Positive Consideration

The Micah 6:8 Mission Team has been working with our
outreach to homeless families and those families now in
unsatisfactory housing seeking more satisfactory shelter. It is
apparent to those on the team (and anyone else making a study
of the situation) that more affordable housing is a great need in
our community.

This widely recognized need has resulted in the proposal of
an Affordable Housing Bond Issue to be voted upon in the
October 11 election. It is the hope of the Micah 6:8 Mission
Team that Highland members and friends will seriously
consider voting for the approval of this bond issue. The reasons
for our encouragement to consider this favorably are provided
below.

Raleigh is short 23,000 Affordable Housing units. The
Affordable Housing Bond will address this through several
programs, including:

1 Partnering with Habitat for Humanity to repair sub-
standard, existing homes to bring them to a reasonable
standard of livability.

91 Providing supplemental financial rent help to
households with very low incomes. (Unfortunately,
several such families exist right here at Highland).

As one example, the Micah 6:8 Team has been working
with one of our own church families who are trying to relocate
from substandard housing. Unfortunately, $750 per /month is
still about the least one can expect to pay for a reasonably
decent three bedroom apartment in Raleigh. For this family,
that is nearly 2/3 of the family’s monthly income - that
incidentally is limited by reduced hours from a job-related
injury.

The scripture that the Micah 6:8 Team is using as
motivation for our outreach is from lIsaiah 58:
®Is not this the fast that I choose: to loose the bonds
of injustice, to undo the thongs of the yoke, to let the
oppressed go free, and to break every yoke? Is it not to
share your bread with the hungry, and bring the
homeless poor into your house...?

While bringing a homeless family into your own home
might be a possibility for a few, a vote for the Affordable
Housing Bond issue is much more practical for most. If passed,
this bond issue would increase property taxes only $2.63 per
year for each $100,000 of home evaluation.

The Micah Team is planning to provide more information
in September and early October, and to encourage all Highland
members (and their friends and neighbors) to support the
Municipal Bonds and to vote for them on October 11.

What do these Bonds include?

A.) Affordable Housing Bond Issue - $16 million to
be used over four (4) years for City programs that
increase and support Affordable Housing. Addressing
needs of: 1) Renter households with very low
incomes; 2) Homeless Individuals and families; 3)
Supportive housing for elderly and persons with
disabilities; and, 4) Low and moderate income
homebuyers. Programs include: A) First Time Home
Ownership second-mortgage program; B) Joint
Venture Rental Program; C) Limited Repair Program;
D) City Owned Housing Program (purchases land,
rehabilitates multifamily units and constructs new
City-owned rental units); E)  Neighborhood
Revitalization Program. The Affordable Housing Bond
will increase property taxes by $00.0025 (about 1/4 of
1 cent / $100 value) — tax increase for a $200,000
home would be $5.52 per year.

B.) Transportation Bond Issue- a $40 million
Transportation Bond on the ballot; is to help provide
good transportation is essential for the same families
who need Affordable Housing. For these families,
getting to work and getting Kids to school and daycare
— without breaking the bank — is critical for survival in
our community. This Bond would enable numerous
road, sidewalk & greenway projects. The
Transportation Bond will increase property taxes by
$00.0063 (about 1/2 of 1 cent / $100 value) — tax
increase for a $200,000 home would be $12.66 per
year. (See http://tinyurl.com/3tsq8de for details.)

Who are folks who are on
the sidelines — out of the mainstreams of wealth, health &
privilege? We see many of these, all around us in Wake
County.

Why should people of
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More Micah 6:8 Things to Think

About Greening of Highland: How?
How Can We Make Highland More “Green?”
Recent Energy Audit Indicates Opportunities

“Greening” the church has a second meaning. First there is
the hanging of wreaths and roping each Advent. Now there is a
recently established Green Designated Fund for projects at
Highland. The purpose of this fund is to provide funds for
projects that improve energy efficiency, reduce power
consumption, promote recycling and renewable energy use, and
in general take better care of God’s creation in the corner we’re
blessed to occupy.

The Green Fund was created under the auspices of
Highlands Green Team, which works with the Trustees to
authorize expenditure. The Trustees have been working to
“green” the church for the past several years. Past projects
include replacing light fixtures during remodeling with more
energy efficient models, placing automatic temperature controls
in some of our spaces, and installing more efficient heating and
air conditioning units in others, installing all-LED exit signs,
etc. Tom Lamb has provided inspired and practical leadership
in these efforts.

Highland also moved away from Styrofoam in the kitchen,
and to organic fair trade coffee purchased through UMCOR.
The Girl Scouts, under the leadership of Amanda Nunn, work to
keep our recycling bins emptied, and to publicize recycling and
energy conservation at Highland.

Most recently, Highland has undergone an extensive
energy audit, to look for problem areas that use energy
inefficiently. Based on the results of our energy audit, and some
very ambitious hopes, here are some proposed uses for Green
Designated Funds:

9 Timers on lights so they don't stay on in empty rooms
if folks forget to turn them off when they leave.

9 Better use of timers already installed on most Heating
and air conditioning units to cycle them to ‘“unoccupied”
temperature settings when rooms are empty or at night. (Timers
already are on many units including the new individual room
heat-pumps in the Education Building, but many people just
ignore these controls when they leave the rooms.)

1 Replacing (more of our) magnetic ballast fluorescent
light fixtures with electronic ballast fixtures. This has already
been done in the areas that were recently remodeled.

1 Add recycling bins that are nicer and pose less of a
tripping hazard, plus signage.

1 Long-term major implantation of solar energy
electricity generation. — Proposed to place solar panels on the
roofs of our buildings to replace some power company energy
with solar energy when such systems become more
economically practical for buildings like ours.

The most immediate difference in Highland’s energy
consumption will come from changes in our behavior—what
each of us does as part of the congregation, as simple as turning
off lights and air conditioners when finished in a room. If we all
did that, we could reduce the $78,000 that Highland spends on
utilities and help conserve other vital resources for better use.
Consider your energy use at church and at home, and consider
donating to the Green Designated Fund.
