What a wonderful hymn to start outthédd€ | dr ends
year! Number 89 in our hymnal, it is one of hope and promise
and deep faith in God. The melody was composed by
Beethoven specifically for his Ninth Symphony, which was
completed in 1824. The words he used in his work were those
of the p@e m, iOded Thoy Jtohye Ger man
Beethoven had planned to set this poem to music since he was
22 years old. What a gift of Gatdwasthat he was able to set
the poem to music in such a glorious way even though he was
totally deaf at the tim!

The words in our hymnal were written by Henry van Dyke
who, among a number of eminent positions, was also the author
of a number of books, includi
