e Games are 7 innings unless dark. 5 innings for official game if rain. 10 run rule
applies after 5 innings.

e Home team should supply game balls.

e Twin Oaks & CPC have special ground rules for home runs.

e Pray together before and after each game, Visitors can pray first, Home pray last.

e Possible rainouts, coaches make decision then contact own players. Try to play on
grass at Twin Oaks & Whitfield. Make ups can be doubleheaders next game at
6:15 per coach’s agreement, length of games decided by coach’s before game.
