motivate you to act, to do the right thing. 
 

2. Past Minutes. 

 Question about what is a quorum.  The consensus is that it should

 Rosann will be developing a marriage strengthening  program here.   

 We are using ADP for payroll, begun on July 1.

 Currently there is discussion of cost of cross on front façade.

 Loan was extended as an interest-only loan for six more months, 

thanks to Frank Grolli. 

 Marlboro increased taxes on the new property ï requiring us to pay 

an additional $23,000 unexpectedly.

 Monthly review ï missions giving high, since $10,000 was given 

for Haiti. 

 On-line giving has been instituted.
