But we ne
understand that there are battles being fought in the heavenlies at this very tin
that we don't know much or often anything about. We are unaware, but God al
His hostsare engaged! Be strong, Intercessor! Realize that God has dispatche
mighty warriors. He is ever working behind the scenes in the heavenlies. The
Liberty Bell carries this quote from Leviticus 25:10: "... proclaim liberty and
freedom throughout all théand...'
