Logos Leader Expectations

1.  The commitment is for one year.
2.  Live a life above reproach.  You are setting the standard for your group as a follower of Christ and leader at Central, so don’t abuse your God-given freedom – Ephesians 5:1-21 and Romans 14-15.

3.  As a Christian and leader in the church you must remain sexually pure –1 Thessalonians 4:3,7.

4.  Attend the Fall Logos Leader Retreat on August 20-22, 2008 and the Spring Retreat on January 14-16, 2009.

5.  You are required to attend all Leader Meetings on Sundays at 5pm, having spent time during the week studying and preparing for your group – 2 Timothy 3:15.
6.  Attend all of your Logos Group meetings.  Prove faithful to the commitment you have made to the Lord, your partner and your group – 1 Corinthians 4:2.
7.  Along with your weekly meetings, we encourage you to spend time with your group during the week – Proverbs 27:17.

8.  As a leader you must be grounded in the Word.  Don’t let your prep time for your group become your time with the Lord.  Your leading should be an overflow of your heart and of what you are learning in your time alone with God – Joshua 1:8.

9.  Be a leader/facilitator for your Logos Group at Disciple Now at Freedom Weekend (date TBA).
10.  Abstain from alcohol while in Bryan or College Station and use extreme discernment in all situations.
11.  Keep your group posted about major events in the University Ministry to ensure that they are plugged in at Central.

12. Take prayer requests at the end of each meeting and PRAY for your group –Ephesians 6:18.

13. Labor hard and do everything with excellence as unto the Lord – Colossians 3:23-24.
