Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 
Mark Twain remarked that òeverybody talks about 
the weather, but  nobody does anything about it !ó  
Twainõs humor lies in both his ironic call to do 
things that we cannot and his observation that we 
love to talk about such things.  
 

What about community  ?  We love to talk about 
community ð how much we value it, how sad i t is 
that we have less of it than a few decades ago, 
how we wish our nation were less fractured.  So, 
is community ð like the weather ð something that 
we talk about, but cannot change ?  
 

We can do a lot to build community around us.  
When we value community and want it to flourish 
in our homes and in our Parish, we identify our 
own personal part in nurturing it.  What is the one 
thing that we each must give,  if we together are 
to know the joy  and companionship of community ? 
 

Is that one essential thing larg e sums of money ?  
While every community needs sufficient funds, I 
have known a number of families that have lots of 
money, but enjoy little community  ð and the same 
is true of parishes and other groups.  
 

Yet, our 2010 Summer missioners enjoyed great 
hospitality and community among folks in 
Appalachia who donõt have much money.    
(Please come to our Summer missionersõ 
presentation on Sept. 19 th  and see Eryn Callahanõs 
reflections on our mission trip in this newsletter.)        

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
No, itõs not large sums of money that are essential 
to building community.  
 

How about extraordinary efforts that accomplish 
many tasks ?  While every community needs 
committed folks who carry out its work, I have 
known lots of families whose lives are full of 
busyness, but enjoy little community  ð and the 
same is true of parishes and other groups.  
 

Yet, our 2010 Summer missioners received 
hospitality and community that were not tied to 
how much we fixed up our hostsõ houses.  No, itõs 
not extraordinary efforts and accomplishm ents 
that are essential to building community.  
 

What is the one thing that we each must give, if 
we together are to know the joy and 
companionship of community ?  St. Paul observes:  
òIf I have all faith, so as to remove mountains, 
but do not have love, I am nothing.  If I give away 
all my possessions, and if I hand over my body so 
that I may boast, but do not have love, I gain 
nothing.ó 
 

When we value community and want it to flourish 
in our homes and our Parish, we identify our own 
personal part in nurtur ing it.  Then, we give the 
one essential thing that we each must give and 
that nobody can give on our behalf:  our caring 
attention to one another . 
 

May God help each of us to see our Fall gatherings 
as Godõs rich blessing to us.  May God encourage 
each of us to take part in these gatherings as 
members of one parish family, called together by 
God to give our caring attention to one another.  
And may God bring joy to our hearts as we 
discover ourselves, whom we find only in active 
and loving relationship wit h God and each other.

A Message from the Assistant Rector  

This month many of our youth will come home 
from school announcing that they have to do 
community service hours to fulfill a requirement. 
Usually, there  is a little frenzy of activity trying to 
come up with a ògood placeó to do it followed by 
a sigh of relief when plans are made. Some teens 
will want to start immediately on their hours in 
order to check off that the requirement was met, 
or put it off as l ong as possible for any number of 
reasons.  

Community or youth service is intended to 
strengthen teensõ sense of civic  duty, and 
community , and to help them achieve certain 
educational  and social goals. One of the most 
important goals is learning to be compassionate - 
to feel for someone else, and then help in some 
way to improve the situation. Learning to be 
compassionate helps us to get òout of ourselvesó 
to discover just how interconnected all of creation 
is.  

Help the teens in your life to become more 
compassionate by talking about their community 
experiences, encouraging them to look at deeper 
issues to understand situations better . Explore 
ideas about why things are the way they are, as 
well as possible solutions to make improvements. 
Follow up with your teen to see how things are 
going over the course of the experience, and offer 
support and encouragement. Good questions to 
start some conversation are, òWhat are some good 
things you have seen in your experience?ó and òIf 
you could change one thing about where you are 
serving, what would it be?ó 

We will not solve the worldõs problems, and the 
strength that we have to do what we can  comes 
from God. "We are not called on to finish the task, 
only never to lay it aside." ( W. Coffin)

Eryn Callahan Reflects on the 2010 Summer Mission Trip  
 

This yearõs Summer mission trip was fun, 
rewarding and eye-opening.  The trip 
enabled me not only to spend time with 
old friends from St. Jamesõ, but also to build new friendships and interact with a 
great new group of parishioners to fulfill a wonderful purpose.  
 

Our trip was rewarding because it allowed us not just to positively impact an 
impoverished community, but also to learn a great deal about what the people  in 
that community deal with everyday and ð more importantly ð connect with them on a 
personal level. I was able to contribute both my physical labor and my emotional 
support. I also felt more connected to God by stepping outside of my comfort zone 
to help others in need and grasp an idea of the hardships they face.  

 

The work that Grace House on the Mountain gave us challenged me, due to  my inexperience at the tasks.  
Still, I could handle everything, because of all the great team work and the support I had within my work 
team. Initially, I felt slightly intimidated by the jobs presented to my group.  However, I quickly realized 
that any way I contributed was appreciated and I enjoyed helping in whatever way I could.

This mission trip, similar to previous mission trips Iõve experienced, made me appreciate everything I have 
in my life that much more.  It also motivated me to continue Godõs work in whatever way I can in order to 
make a difference in the lives of others.

PARISH HOUSE IMPROVEMENTS 
 

Some significant renovations are in process at the 
Parish House. The main kitchen is undergoing 
major improvements and the Parish Office, 
Finance Office and Menõs Bathroom are being 
painted. New carpets will be installed in the two 
offices. The kitchen is getting new cabinets, 
lighting and a new floor among other 
improvements. This is expected to take about 
three weeks.  
 

The contents of the kitchen are stored on tables  in 
the Parish Hall. If you need something please ask 
Sarah Eggleston or Lorrie Weeks for help finding 
it.  
 

Even more major renovations will start later this 
week when scaffolding will be erected a t the back 
of the Parish House and replacement of sections  
of the roof will begin. In addition, the organ will 
undergo repairs to right damage that was done 
when the roof leaked and the instrument got wet.  
 
The roof repairs will take up to two months and 
during this time parking in the lot b ehind the 
Parish House will be severely  limited on week days 
during business hours. PLEASE do not park except 
in spots designated for St Jamesõ and please do 
not park in the staff parking spots.

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An Opportunity to Help the Youth of Paterson  
 
About 16 minutesõ drive from our church, a park is taking shape on an undeveloped lot between two houses 
in a residential street.  Though small at present ð about 100 by 50 feet ð big plans are being made for it.  
The vision for the park is a green space at 333 -335 Ellison Street, Paterson where children can play safely.  
One group of children has already planted a thriving vegetable patch, and flower beds border the lawn on a 
space once strewn with trash.  This past summer, volunteers regularly read stories to groups of children.  
 

One of the people behind this vision is Tim Evans, a  member of St. Jamesõ choir.  Tim is the executive 
director of PARKS (Paterson Affirms Restoring Kidsõ Safety), a tax-exempt 501C3 community development 
corporation he founded.                               
 

Apart from gardening, there are plans for litera cy development, fitness, and team games to teach 
sportsmanship.  Tim believes childrenõs education should include both competitive and team activities 
where obeying accepted rules will help build personal character.   òAbove all,ó he says, òthey should have 
fun learning skills not graded by school testing ð such as stagecraft.ó  It is a PARKS goal to mount an annual 
Shakespeare production with participation by the Paterson School District.  The first production, which may 
rely heavily on outside actors and resources, will be A Midsummer Nightõs Dream.      
                                                                                     

 A large number of Patersonõs children come from homes where another language is spoken, limiting the 
help they can rece ive at home with English.  In some sections, only about 34% of students read at grade 
level. Most donõt have a predictable future because they arenõt literate and wonõt get to college or receive 
training in anything that is likely to give job satisfaction.  Tim hopes involvement at the park will enrich their 
young lives.              
 

PARKS seeks committed volunteers who enjoy interacting with children as well as gardeners to help water, 
mow, tend and cultivate.  Singers and other performers are welcome to c ome and share their art or skill 
with the children.
