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	Christian Life Information Booklet For Nursery & Preschool Parents


*Facilities:  There are Five Rooms available for your use.

The Newborn Nursery is located in the Main Auditorium Building in Nursery Room #1. This room is reserved for newborns to 11 months.  A changing table is available and is cleaned after each use. Extra diapers and blankets are available if needed. An infant nursing facility is located in the Mother’s Nursing Room. 

The Preschool One Facility is located the Main Auditorium Building in Nursery Room #3. This room is reserved for children who are 12 to 23 months old. Toys in this room are geared for this age.  This room has sanitary changing tables and bathroom facilities. 

The Preschool Two Facility is located in the Main Auditorium Building in Nursery Room #2. This room is reserved for children who are 24 to 35 months old. Toys in this room are geared for this age.  This room has sanitary changing tables and bathroom facilities. 

The Preschool Three Facility is located in Room 105/106 in the Christian Education Wing. This room is reserved for children who are 36 to 47 months old. Toys in this room are geared for this age. An outdoor playground is available for their use.

The Preschool Four Facility is located in Room 102 in the Christian Education Wing. This room is reserved for children who are 48 to 60 months old. Toys in this room are geared for this age. An outdoor playground is available for their use

*For our nursery and preschool ministers to give the best attention to your child, we ask that you honor the age limit. Children are moved to the next age level on the Sunday after their birthday.

*What to bring:  Please bring a bag containing the following items:  sufficient diapers, a full bottle or cup, change of clothing, and a blanket or pacifier if needed.  Please make sure that these are clearly labeled with your child’s parent pager label.  (We request that you use disposable diapers while your child is in the nursery). We ask that you do not bring any toys to the nursery; this cuts down on lost items to the child.

*Snacks:  The church provides snacks for all its Nursery and Preschool classes.  Snacks provided are healthy and age-level appropriate.  Please let the nursery worker know if your child should NOT have snacks or if your child has any specific allergies to any type of food or drink.

*Hours of service:  Childcare is provided in our nurseries beginning 15 minutes prior to any given service.  We ask that you please arrive on time and show your love for your child by promptly checking him or her in. We also ask that you show your love by checking him or her out promptly at the end of service. Nurseries close 15 minutes after the close of the given service. We will be asking that the parents wait outside the door for your child, as the workers will have everything ready for pickup.  We hope this will lessen the confusion that sometimes occurs during these times.

*Childcare is provided for some special meetings or events.  Check the bulletin or with the church office if there are questions about child care for specific events.

*Identifying Children:  Your child will be given a number that will be used every time the child is left in the nursery. This number is assigned through the Parent Pager Security System. When your child arrives in the nursery, you will be asked to produce the Parent Pager Check In Form (please indicate any special instructions).  A nursery minister will assist you in this and in labeling the diaper bag and any incidentals.  When you return to pick up your child, a Parent Pager Check Out Form MUST be presented. We are protecting the safety of your child.  No child will be released without this form.  Only the parent or duly authorized person will be able to pick up your child.  We will not release your child to anyone else. 

*Please stay in the nursery as little time as possible so that your child can get settled!  A crying child usually will settle down shortly or we will call you.  Too many people in the room creates disturbances when the nursery workers are trying to maintain a somewhat peaceful atmosphere.

*Call System:  If your child should need you during the service, the pager you received during the check-in process will be activated. Our attendants are encouraged to do all they can to minister to a child prior to calling a parent. We want you and your baby/toddler to have an enjoyable church experience. Please go to the nursery immediately when your pager is activated.

*Nursery Minister:  Our Nursery Ministers have been pre-selected by the Nursery Director and the KIDZ Pastor.  They are dedicated workers to our nurseries and give their best to minister to your child’s needs.  If you are interested in finding out how to serve in the Nursery department please call the church office and speak to the Nursery Director.

*Illness:  Because we are concerned for the safety and health of every child, we ask that you do not bring your child to our nurseries if one of the following symptoms is present;

· Unusual fatigue or irritability

· Coughing, sneezing, runny nose or obvious cold symptoms

· Fever of 101 degrees or higher within 24 hours 

· Vomiting within 24 hours

· Inflamed mouth or throat

· Impetigo

· Conjunctivitis (pink eye)

· Abnormally loose stools or diarrhea within 24 hours

· Undiagnosed rash (diaper rash is acceptable)

*Should any of the symptoms mentioned above be detected in your child, the nursery minister will ask you not to bring your child into the room.  You will be called from the service immediately if injury occurs or illness is detected in your child. We ask that if your child has allergies of any sort that you would let the nursery minister know. 

*If your child is being treated with antibiotics, he/she should be on the drug for at least 24 hours before coming to our nursery, if after 24 hrs your child still has green or yellow seepage from the nose we ask that you please do not bring into the nursery.  If your baby/toddler has a continually clear-runny nose or rash due to non-contagious allergies, please let us know.

*We realize that some symptoms hang on long after the child is no longer contagious.  Remember, we want all of our babies/toddlers to remain healthy and happy.

If you are aware that your child has been exposed to a childhood disease, please do not place him or her in the nurseries until the incubation or contagious periods have expired.  Here is a list to help you recall incubation or contagious periods for common diseases.

	Common Disease
	Incubation Period
	Contagious Period

	Measles
	7 – 14 Days
	Until five days after the development of the rash.

	German Measles
	7 – 21 Days
	Until three days after the disappearance of the rash.

	Chicken Pox
	7 – 21 Days
	Until crusts have fallen off and the scars have healed.



	Mumps
	12 –16 Days
	Until the swelling has completely disappeared.
