One in 
seven marriages now involves 
a partner from another 
country. Seventeen percent of 
births, or 1 of every 6, are the 
result of a transnational union. 
Inter-cultural marriages have 
unique stressors. We pray that 
God will enlarge our ministry 
in the international commu-
nity on our return to Taiwan.
