A Tree and Its Fruit:  A Lesson about Good and Evil 
 

“No good tree bears bad fruit, nor again does a bad tree bear 

good fruit; for each tree is known by its own fruit.  Figs are not 

gathered from thorns, nor are grapes picked from a bramble 

bush.  The good person out of the good treasure of the heart 

produces good, and the evil person out of evil treasure 

produces evil; for it is out of the abundance of the heart that 

the mouth speaks.”   Luke 6:43 – 45 
 

I think this is a good scripture to provide a youth perspective, 

as it’s basically a good-versus-evil lesson.  From the beginning 

of the teachings from our parents, there is a focus on good and 

bad.  These verses remind us that there are two kinds of people, good and evil.   
 

The phrase ―the evil person out of evil treasure produces evil‖ reminds us that people 

who focus on false gods have evil thoughts that lead to evil actions.  If we make 

decisions or take actions based on the wrong feelings or thoughts, we become ―evil‖ 

people.  To avoid evil thoughts, evil actions, and evil decisions, we need to try to live 

as Christ did.  Jesus focused on taking care of people. 
 

The ―good‖ live their life with Christ as their center.  When we accept Christ as our 

Savior, we strive to follow the teachings of Christ.  We want to share our fruit as we 

serve others – by teaching children, by saving Dimes for Hunger, and by walking in 

the CROP Walk as a reminder of those who have to walk for food and water. 
 

Of course, good people sometimes make bad decisions or do bad things.  When we 

do, this is uncomfortable for us.  Part of the reason for the discomfort is that we are 

no longer centered with Christ.  To remain centered with Christ to ensure that we are 

making good decisions and being ―good‖ people, we must follow and believe in 

Christ, focus on prayer, study the Bible, and participate in activities that bring us into 

the fellowship of other Christians.  And we must serve others.

IHN and David LaMotte 
Proceeds from the David LaMotte Concert will benefit the Interfaith Hospitality Network.  IHN brings shelter, meals, and support services to 

families without homes.  IHN is a cost-efficient, effective, and replicable community response to family homelessness. IHN makes use of 

existing community resources and can be implemented quickly, without major start-up costs.  There are five basic components to an IHN 

program.  Hosts:  Hosting rotates weekly among the 10 to 12 host congregations in a Network. In turn, each host congregation provides 

lodging, three meals daily, and welcoming care.  Day Center: Guests use a local day center from 8:00 am to 5:00 pm, where the IHN 

director, a professional social worker, provides case management services. There, guests pursue employment, tend pre-school children, 

shower, and do laundry. The day center provides guests with a mailing address and a base for housing and employment searches. Many 

guests are employed during the day, while older children attend school.  Volunteers: Volunteers provide various services, such as cooking 

and serving meals, playing with children or helping them with homework, and interacting with guests, with respect and compassion.  Social 

Service Agencies: Local social service agencies refer families to IHN and may also help guests find housing, jobs, and benefits.  

Transportation:  An IHN van transports guests to and from the day center and carries bedding and luggage to the next host congregation.

Dr. Boyce is the Associate Professor of Preaching and Pastoral Leadership 

at Union-PSCE in Charlotte, one of the theological seminaries of our 

denomination. Dr. Boyce served as pastor of First Presbyterian Church in 

Belmont, North Carolina before joining the faculty at Union-PSCE in 

January 2004.   He recently completed the Leviticus-Numbers volume of 

the Westminster Bible Companion for Westminster John Knox Press.  I 

hope you will join me in welcoming him here this Sunday.
