Church Officers Ministries 
The officers of the church, Elders and Deacons, are the elected leaders of our congregation.  Church officers are expected to demonstrate 

Christian faith in word and in deed, compassion for people of all nations, commitment to Unity Presbyterian Church and to the church 

universal, and willingness to serve our members through various teams and activities. 
 

Elders are responsible for leadership, government, discipline, and vision for our church.  Some of the ministry teams that are led by the 

Elders include Christian Education, Worship & Music, Stewardship, Congregational Care, Health, Outreach, and Food and Fellowship. 
 

Deacons have the primary responsibilities for providing care for members, oversight of the operating budget, oversight and care for the 

church property.  Deacons lead and serve on the following teams:  visitation, ushering, and facilities care.  Some deacons also serve on the 

ministry teams led by Elders. 
 

Church officers, both Elders and Deacons, have the responsibility to strengthen the church through prayer, worship, discipleship, and through 

nurturing.  New officers are nominated each year in the October/November time frame by a Nominating Committee.  This committee 

presents a roster of officer candidates to the congregation for their vote.  When officers are elected by the congregation, they serve three-year 

terms beginning in January.  If you believe you have gifts or if you know other members who have gifts that are in alignment with Church 

Officers, please contact a member of the Nominating Committee. 

Commitment Team 
Formed this year, this team is Unityôs newest ministry.  The stated mission for the Commitment Team is to deepen the practice of 

discipleship in the spiritual life of each member and deepen his/her personal relationship with Christ through inspiration, instruction, 

encouragement and support.  At this point, the team is focusing on educating themselves on what discipleship means and how other 

congregations have strengthened by becoming churches that develop disciples.  More information will be provided to our members in the 

near future as this team begins their assignments. 



Congregational Care Ministries  
Our mission is to coordinate ministries within the life of our congregation that strengthen our sense of fellowship and concern for one 

another.   

 

We support our congregation through visitation, providing meals, and through prayer.    Congregational Care members provide visitation to 

members in their homes if they are unable to attend worship for a while.  We have a ministry team that visits members who are in the 

hospital.  Several groups share their gift of compassion through our card ministry. We also have care teams that work as a group of 6 or 8 

members to support a member or a family with short term needs.   
 

 Our food teams support our congregation by working as teams of 6 or so to provide meals to members when needed. This could be an illness 

or injury, or due to a death in the family. We have a funeral support group that helps serve the meals that the food teams provide if the church 

is used at this time of need.   Most importantly, we support our church family through prayer.  Congregational Care coordinates our Prayer 

Chain either by phone or email.   
 

Congregational Care Ministry Team has a place for everyoneôs gifts.  Please consider becoming part of this ministry by cooking, visiting 

others, remembering a member with a card and most importantly supporting each other with our prayers. 

Presbyterian Women 
Presbyterian Women (PW) is the national womenôs organization of the Presbyterian Church U.S.A.  PW at Unity exists to nurture faith; build 

community; support Unityôs mission; affirm the call of women to leadership; and channel resources, information and opportunities supportive 

of our church.   Presbyterian Women meet monthly in small groups, called Circles, that enjoy ongoing activities such as Bible Study and 

prayer, fellowship and special ministries to the congregation and community.  PW also supports the missions of the Presbyterian Church USA 

through education and financial/ material gifts.  If you are unable to commit to monthly Circle meetings, opportunities are also available to 

serve on the Womenôs Retreat Team or the Mother*Daughter*Sister*Friend (MDSF) Planning Team.  The Presbyterian Women 

Coordinating Team (ñPWCTò) leads PW, and is comprised of 12 women serving in various officer roles, with the 8 Circle Co-Chairs 

completing the team.  PWCT meets on the third Monday of each month, September through May, and determines the programming and 

budget for PW.

Christian Education Ministries 

The PCUSA Book of Order describes the responsibilities of the Session with regard to education ministry in the following ways:  ñTo provide 

for the growth of its members and for their equipment for ministry throughé educational programs including the church school; and, to 

develop and supervise the church school and the educational program of the church.ò   
 

As the Session oversees the Christian Education Ministry Team, the team members view the instructions from the Book of Order as a guide 

for administering programs and responsibilities to further Christian Education Ministries. The CE Team currently consists of twelve members 

of the congregation and a pastor.   Each person brings a unique perspective to the table, as there are representatives from all ages:  those with 

small children, older children, and no children; those with interests in one of the specific subgroups; those who have been Unity members for 

many years, and those who have not.  The diversity of the group is a sampling of the entire congregation, so that a representative voice from a 

majority of the congregation may be heard as issues are discussed and decisions are made that may affect many.

Congregational Careð- Food and Fellowship Ministries 
At Unity Presbyterian Church, the Food and Fellowship Ministry is part of the Congregational Care Ministry Team. These ministries are 

mostly about participation in groups and at events; obviously, we need volunteers to plan and host these events.  Some of the group activities 

include Supper Clubs, Congregational Dinners, and 5th Sunday Breakfasts.  A couple of events sponsored by the Food and Fellowship 

Team include the Annual Ice Cream Social and the Church Picnic.  Quarterly, our Supper Clubs meet in small groups, either in the homes 

or at a restaurant of the groupôs choosing. This is a fun fellowship gathering and a great way to get to know other members of Unity.  

Monthly, Congregational Care supports the Congregational Dinner at church.  This is a great opportunity to have a meal with other 

members of our church, especially those who attend a different service than you do.  For the Congregational Dinner, we provide volunteers to 

help set the tables for dinner, to serve the meal, and to clean up after the dinner.  We also staff the name tag and cashier area.   Likewise, this 

team sponsors the 5th Sunday breakfasts.  During the months that have 5 Sundays, we host a 5th Sunday Breakfast, a time of fellowship 

with a light, continental breakfast.    The Ice Cream social is an annual event that is just a lot of fun; as the name implies, we make ice cream 

(the flavor of your choice) and meet in the fellowship hall to share with lots of other Unity members. Our other annual event is the fall 

church picnic, which takes place at Bethelwoods Camp and Conference center, our Presbytery camp. We meet there for an afternoon of 

games, swimming, and hiking and of course, food and fellowship.  We need members to plan and staff each of these events.  As needed, we 

have meetings to review planned activities and to brainstorm new ideas to serve the congregation of Unity Presbyterian Church.  Everyone 

has a gift to share with Congregational Care. We seek members who have a gift of hospitality and anyone who likes to cook, eat, or have 

conversations with other members.  Congregational Care always welcomes new members to the team.  Are you interested in joining us? 

Stewardship Ministries 
The mission of the Stewardship Ministry team is to provide direction and emphasis for all facets of stewardship development and growth 

within our church.  We have two primary areas of responsibilities:  service and fiscal.    God blesses us with gifts, sometimes referred to as 

ñtalentsò.  The Stewardship team helps you identify your gifts and presents opportunities for you to use your gifts in service areas through our 

many ministry teams.  As part of the annual stewardship campaign, information is shared about all of the ministry opportunities.  Then each 

member is asked to submit a Time and Talent sheet that indicates where you would be willing to serve in the next year.    The Stewardship 

Teamôs fiscal responsibilities include developing the annual Stewardship Campaign, oversight of annual operating budget, and oversight of 

debt reduction on any building projects.  This team also oversees long-term financial planning, including establishing an endowment and 

reviewing capital budget needs.  Each fall the Stewardship Team develops a Challenge Budget by working with each of the Ministry Teams.  

The Challenge Budget is the budget requests for the upcoming calendar year.  As part of the fall Stewardship Campaign, we present the 

Challenge Budget to the congregation and ask you to prayerfully consider your financial commitment to next yearôs operating budget.  Based 

on the commitments that are made through the campaign, the final budget is prepared for the Church Officersô meeting in December.  The 

officers review the total financial commitments and the budget recommendations to establish the new calendar year budget.  Some of the gifts 

needed to serve on the Stewardship Ministry Team include financial acumen, discernment, ability to plan and execute a financial and service 

matching campaign, or communication skills.  The scripture listed below provides a direction for our Stewardship Team.  We are to 

encourage our members to share their riches through tithes and offerings and to do good deeds by serving others as Christ commanded of us. 
ñAs for those who in the present age are rich, command them not to be haughty, or to set their hopes on the uncertainty of riches, but rather on God who 

richly provides us with everything for our enjoyment.  They are to do good, to be rich in good works, generous, and ready to share, thus storing up for 

themselves the treasure of a good foundation for the future, so that they may take hold of the life that really is life.ò  1 Timothy 6: 17 ï 19  

Health Ministries  
The Health Ministries Team (HMT) encourages the physical, mental, and spiritual health of Unity's members through a variety of health 

ministries.  In support of Unity's vision statement, "United in Christ's love, we glorify God through worship, nurture and service to all 

people," the HMT promotes health and wholeness in an effort to nurture and serve all people in Christ's love.    The HMT was formed in 

February 2000 in response to a need recognized by the Congregational Care Ministries Team.  This team has been instrumental in sponsoring 

programs and activities focusing on wellness, preventive care, education/training, and disease prevention.  Each meeting begins with a time 

of devotion and prayer as we focus on the Great Physician, our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ.  Training seminars have included CPR/AED 

certification to standards, Hospice volunteer training, a stress management workshop, and Red Cross babysitting classes.  Preventive and 

wellness activities offered are First Place weight loss program (a Bible study and nutritional education), blood pressure screenings, nature 

walks, bicycle rides, and core-strengthening exercise classes.  Services provided by this team also include maintenance of first aid kits in 

strategic locations at Unity, as well as the oversight of a medical supply closet for distribution of new and used medical equipment to Unity 

members and the community at large.    The Health Ministries Team is a diverse group of health professionals and lay persons who are 

interested in nurturing the health of our congregation.  Please prayerfully consider your gifts and interests as this ministry team welcomes all 

who desire to serve.   The apostle Paul spoke these words to the church at Corinth:  "Do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy 

Spirit, who is in you, whom you have received from God?  You are not your own; you were bought at a price. Therefore honor God with 

your body."   As the HMT continues serving to this end, we welcome your input and participation.   

Menôs Ministries  
The men of Unity have an opportunity to come together to strengthen spiritually and to serve others.  On the second Tuesday of the month, 

this group meets in the Fellowship Hall for a time of devotion, fellowship, and for breakfast.  Additionally, as a Menôs Group, others are 

served locally, regionally, nationally, and globally.  Locally, the Menôs Ministry team helps members of our congregation with maintenance 

items when assistance is needed.  Recently, this group assisted with two Providence Presbytery projects:  working on cabins at Bethelwoods 

and cleaning up a church cemetery in Indian Land.  Unity men have also served others by taking work teams to the Gulf Coast, by buying 

books for children in Honduras, by supporting mission work in Romania.  All Unity men are invited to join the monthly breakfast and to join 

the mission activities that are being supported.
