Shipments to Liberia by STS


Deadline for delivery to WRBC: Monday, August 11, 2008

Our on-going commitment made with the TogbaDoyas as Balama Project partners is to by re-supply needs for the ministry in the remote areas of Liberia. 

The Balama Project partnering churches have formed a working relationship with a Christian organization in Murfreesboro, Tennessee called “Service to Servants” (www.servicetoservants.com) they are a 501© tax exempt organization. They have an ongoing and aggressive and dependable operation in Liberia and ship containers on a regular basis by sharing space and cost with others. The next shipment is August 15th, therefore donations need to be at Wieuca no later than Monday, August 11th as Edd Littlefield and a couple of other volunteers will be driving a truck with donated items to Tennessee. Perhaps you can bring donations on the eve of August 7th, if you plan to attend the Balama Banquet at 6:30 p.m. at Wieuca Road Baptist Church. 


1.  All items must be boxed and sealed as much as possible. Larger items such as bicycles or large toys may be shipped un-boxed, but shipping labels must be creatively attached, such as in a zip-loc bag taped or attached securely to the item with tape. 

2.  All boxes must have two completed labels. One placed inside the box and one securely attached to the outside. Remember we are sharing the container with other groups. See label for specific information. Extra labels may be picked up in the church office, website, or email gcottrell@bellsouth.net for a copy.
