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The Ashes of Ash Wednesday
 
	 Soon, St. Luke’s will have a Columbarium, which will 
be a dedicated space with structures designed to hold the 
ashen remains of loved ones. Ashes are a sign, of course, 
of the end of human life. They are a symbol of our futility 
and finiteness, of our mortality. Indeed, Ash Wednesday, the 
first day of the Season of Lent, is the one day that reminds 
us that we are slowly wasting away. Although we might wish 
otherwise, the fact is ashes are a witness that everything 
that is not of God will be burned or plowed under. There will 
always be ashes.
 	 Nevertheless, it is important to remember that ashes 
are ashes as a result of fire. The Old Testament  scriptures tell 
us again and again of a God whose glory is so magnificent, 
whose beauty is so brilliant that to behold Him is to die. 
“God is a consuming fire,” Israel is told in Deuteronomy. 
For the Hebrew people who have been called forth on the 
mountaintop or have been led through the wilderness in fire, 
they know that to look on the Lord is to die. When what is 
glorious meets what is human, the result is ashes.
 	 Lent is the season of learning to live in the holy 
fire that would dare to turn us to ashes. Yet, in order to 
understand how this is possible, we will need to walk again 
with Jesus the jouney he took when he walked to the cross. 
It is a tough road, but we need to take it. For, thankfully, it is  
also the road that will take us to the Resurrection and to the 
Holy Spirit. May the fire of God’s love make you His, forever.
 

The King James Bible, 400 years old
 
	 Last year was the 400th anniversary of the 
King James Bible, also known as the English Bible. The 
circumstances of its writing are complicated - full of politics 
and religious conflicts, personalities and causes. Yet, people 
like William Tyndale, the great translator, and Johannes 
Gutenberg, the inventor of the printing press, set into motion 
this remarkable achievement. Once the Bible was translated 
from the Latin to the English, it was possible for the people 
(not just the clergy!) to experience the Word of God for 
themselves.
 	 At St. Luke’s on the Lake, Dr. Donald Keeney will 
offer a five-part class on the King James Bible, and how it 
changed the Church. Donald is the Director of the Library at 
the Seminary of the Southwest, and also teaches classes 
in research methods, Greek, Hebrew and Biblical Studies. 
These sessions will take place in the Parish Hall on Sunday 
mornings, beginning February 26th. Please see the inside of 
The View for more details. Also, two books on this topic can 

be found in our church library: In the Beginning, by Alister 
McGrath (an excellent read, I just finished it), and Wide as 
the Waters, by Benson Bobrick (I have not read this book, 
but it is highly recommended). Finally, the Harry Ransom 
Center has an exhibition of the King James Bible, which will 
open on February 28th.
 

Lenten Mission Series,

	 This year, the Wednesday night Lenten Series will 
focus on missions. Hosted by our Missions Commitee, this 
four-part series will introduce us to the important work of 
this committee, and teach us about some of the basics, like 
witnessing, evangelism, and the call to action. There will be 
two guest speakers: Rob Dixon, a senior at the Seminary of 
the Southwest, and Andy Campman, a trainer from Austin 
Stone Church. The program will be from 7:00 to 8:00 in 
the church nave, with dinner in the Parish Hall from 6:00 
to 7:00. Brochures are being sent to the households of the 
congregation.

Since 
my contact with most of you is limited to Sunday morning, 
I hope this column will connect us in a small way during the 
week. In fact, the title of the column will be “B.L.T.” (Blessed 
Little Thought). I will be offering some reflections on what I 
am reading, viewing, thinking and praying about - hoping to 
connect what God is doing among God’s people. As we get 
going on this, let me know what you think!
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CHILDREN AND FAMILY MINISTRIES

	 Suffer the little children to 
come unto me, and forbid them not: for 
of such is the kingdom of God. Verily 
I say unto you, Whosoever shall not 
receive the kingdom of God as a little 
child, he shall not enter therein. – Mark 
10:14b-15 (King James Version)

	 I grew up thinking that this 
verse meant the children were 
suffering and that is why Jesus wanted 
the little kids to come to Him. In fact, 
Jesus was telling His disciples that 
the children were important. That His 
Father’s kingdom was reserved for 
those who trusted the Word with the 
same innocent, unbiased belief that 
these children had. I have long held 
that children hold a special place in 
God’s heart. As well they should.
	 Unfortunately, there are 
children suffering in our cities and 
around the world. Children, who have 
no control over where they are or what 
will happen to them, suffer from hunger 
and disease. Wouldn’t it be wonderful 
to save just one child from this pain? 
Well, this Lenten season, we can. 
	 Last year, our Parish was 
introduced to the Nets For Life 
Inspiration Fund. This is a national 
church-wide effort to provide funds 
for life-saving, long lasting insecticide-
treated nets, each which can save 
three lives from suffering and death. At 
a cost of only $12 per net, this fund has 
already provided over 4 million nets 
over the last 4 years. Due to increased 
awareness, so many lives have been 
spared. And St. Luke’s showed strong 
support for this cause. 
	 This year, our Lenten program 
for kids will focus on this mission of 
saving lives through our “Rita Mosquito 
vs Real Heroes” series. Our message 
will encourage the children to have fun, 
even while they become aware of the 
serious needs in the world. They will 
be given the opportunity to become 
“Real Heroes,” empowered to take 
action to prevent the spread of malaria 
among friends across the world. 

	 Children helping children. And 
since our Mission here at St. Luke’s is 
to be a community (of friends) in Christ 
and Christ to the world, how more 
Christ like can they be? 
	 Our plan doesn’t end with 
Easter though. We will also focus on 
the Nets For Life ministry during our 
Vacation Bible School. Every summer 
we choose an area of ministry and 
serve the community and greater world 
at large with a focus on the children. 
Last year we made backpacks which 
were sent to our friends in Alabama/
Mississippi and Latin America. We 
raised funds for Spanish language 
Bibles to go to Latin America. This 
summer, along with hundreds of other 
churches across the nation, we will 
collect funds for Nets For Life and make 
cards and crafts to go to kids in Africa. 
Again, with increased awareness, so 
many lives will be saved! Children’s 
lives.

ADULT FORMATION

The King James Bible –
400 Years Old
The Parish Hall

Led by Dr. Donald Keeney,
Director of the Library,

Seminary of the Southwest
Feb. 26 – March 25

 
	 These five sessions will 
discuss the 400th anniversary of the 
King James Bible / Authorized Version. 
We will look at the role of translation 
which exists from when the NT writers 
used Greek to quote the Hebrew 
OT. Scribes copied the manuscripts. 
Reading was usually public. Examples 
include the Ten Commandments in the 
OT and how the NT mentions scribes 
and reading. The Vulgate becomes the 
most popular translation after the time 
of Jerome and Augustine. A millennium 
later, Wycliffe translates the Latin 
bible into English, and later Tyndale 
translates from Hebrew and Greek into 
English. We will look at the subsequent 
English Translations [mostly Protestant] 
that precede the King James. We will 
see the typeface through handouts with 
photocopies of the editions with their 
fonts and old spellings. We will learn of 
misprints, some quite serious, others 
laughable. In the history of printing 
the KJV, some spelling becomes more 
standard. Modern reprints omit the 
preface from the translators and we will 
see what they said about their work. 
The KJV was not well accepted until 
50 years after its publication when it 
became the readings in the 1662 Prayer 
Book [except for the Psalms]. Then we 
will skim some modern translations and 
how they relate to the KJV in style and 
philosophy of translation. There will be 
an exhibit at the Ransom Center Feb 28 
through June in celebration of the 400th 
anniversary, and we will definitely refer 
to that as we are able. A book based on 
the exhibit gives a great guide.

	 Faith in Action Caregivers 
Northwest is a volunteer organization 
based in the northwest area of Austin 
serving seniors age 60 and over with 
transportation for errands, medical 
appointments and organizational social 
events.  Our mission is to help seniors 
live independently and lead active 
lives.  FIA Caregivers Northwest is 
the premier transportation service for 
senior adults in the Austin area, with 
door through door service and at no cost 
to our clients.  Caregivers Northwest 
provides service to the largest 
geographical area of the nine caregiver 
organizations in the Capitol area, and 
to the largest number of clients.  In 2011 
the Caregivers Northwest provided 
6300 medical and errand rides totaling 
over 75,000 miles!!  Our volunteers, 
handymen, board members and caller/
visitors provided over 12,000 hours of 
service to 310 clients. 
	 Caregivers Northwest’s 
greatest need in 2012 is for more 
volunteer drivers, especially in the 
Steiner Ranch/ Grandview Hills/ 
Riverplace area.  We currently have 19 
clients living in this geographical area, 
but because we have no volunteers in 
the area, it is very difficult to provide 
service for them.  This volunteer 
program is a self-designed program.  
You choose the day, the type of drive and 
the number of times in a month (even 
if it is only once) that you are available 
to drive one of your neighbors to the 
doctor, dentist or grocery store.  You 
could possibly find yourself driving one 
of them to church- a great opportunity to 
evangelize!!
