Ministry at End-of-Life

Church members know how to minister to young
families when anew baby is born, but we are not as comfort-
able ministering to people who are approaching end-of-life.
Research suggests that people for whom cureis unlikely and
who are receiving palliative (comfort) care often feel isolated
and lonely. They sense the discomfort and withdrawal of those
who love them and would like to be able to minister to them
through the | etting-go process. So often we simply don’t know
what to say, what not to say, how to act, or how to just be.

Mercer University is sponsoring a community training
project designed to teach lay church members how to effec-
tively minister to individuals at end-of-life. Most communities
of faith, including ours, are significantly affected by illness,
care giving issues, end-of-life needs, and grief. These seasons
of life can extend for months or years, and as church members
we can help each other prepare for and deal with these difficult
times.

Six 90-minute sessions will be provided on Wednes-
day nights from 6:00 until 7:30 at our church beginning Febru-
ary 17. Training sessions at our church will be facilitated by
Elaine (Grier) Harris and Dr. Janet Timms, both of whom are
Professors of Nursing at Mercer University. Many communi-
ties of faith throughout the metro Atlanta areawill be partici-
pating in this free program.
