assess the action that is happening.  Third, 

there is little narrative action in the Minor 

Prophets (excluding Jonah) and our minds 

and hearts are drawn to stories.  The  

stories of the Minor Prophets, however, are 

often in the background and hard to  

decipher.   
So, if the Minor Prophets are intimidating 

and even difficult, why would we preach or 
study them?  First, the entire Bible is the 

word of God and we do not want to grow 

careless with the portions that are not  

familiar to us.  Second, there are many  

profound applications to our present day 
lives embedded in the words of these  

prophets of old.  They are nuggets of Godõs 
wisdom ready to be discovered.  

 Finally, if we are going to grow deeper in 

our walk with God, then we must chart out 
into deeper water, and that includes our 

habits of Bible study.  We are not going to be 
a church content with the comfort of the 
shallows when God calls us to embrace the 

As a pastor, I am 

often aware that 

there are portions of 

the Bible that are 

rarely touched upon 

during preaching, 

and unread even by 

persons with a developed spiritual maturity.  

So, I would like for us to spend our winter 
together studying one of these neglected 
sections known as the Minor Prophets.  You 

will find them in the Old Testament portion of 
your Bible beginning with the book of Hosea 

and concluding with Malachi. 

The Minor Prophets remain unread in so many 

Bibles for a number of reasons.  First, it is 

difficult to gain an understanding of the  
context of the writing. The Minor Prophets 

move around historically, and in many cases, 
there is great debate regarding the historical 

context of each book.  Second, there is little 
explanation in the text regarding the words of 

God and the prophets so it is very difficult to
