A Road Map For Paying Off the Ministry Center Debt By
December 31, 2010!

In the August 15, 2010 regular church conference, our Finance Committee challenged our congregation to pay
off the debt on our Ministry Center by the end of this calendar year. As of August 15, our remaining debt was
$63,986.20. So, how can we pay off this building in only four more months? Here is a simple road map:

Remaining Monthly Principal Payments for 2010 $14,400
Ongoing Contributions from church members (6 month average) 10,000
Additional Gifts aside from regular debt repayment giving 30,000
Matching Gift 25,000
Total Given by December 31, 201( $79,400

Let me explain briefly. Our remaining principal payments include all of the money that we pay on the loan as
a part of our monthly payments. The ongoing contributions from church members include all of the monies
our people give on a regular basis toward the retirement of our debt. In order for this plan to work, these
regular gifts must continue. The additional gifts refer to monies beyond the tithe and beyond current debt
retirement giving that will be needed to retire the debt. Finally, the matching gift refers to moneys that have
been promised to our congregation for debt retirement. If we give $25,000 of additional giving, then we will
receive a $25,000 matching gift which will put us over the top and help us pay off the debt before the end of
this year.

So, here it is in simple terms: whatever you have been giving regularly to retire the debt, keep on doing it! In
addition, consider adding a new gift before the end of the year. This gift will go to our $30,000 portion of the
map and will help us gain the match. If you have never given to pay off this debt, then why not start now?
Give a gift now, give a monthly gift until December, or give your gift in December. Think of the ministry and
renovation we can do with the money we will save once the Ministry center is paid off! Please join me in
giving sacrificially to this cause. Onward and Upward!
