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Why do we celebrate Eucharist every Sunday?
by The Rev. Canon Leonel L. Mitchell
excerpted from the National Episcopal Church Website

History
At the time of the Reformation (16th

century), the authors of the Book of
Common Prayer, like the Reformers Luther
and Calvin, were concerned to restore the
weekly reception of Holy Communion to the
Church.  They all realized that this had
been the practice of the Early Church, but
in the Middle Ages most lay people received
Communion only on Easter.  They attended
Mass weekly, or even daily, but only the
priest  received
communion.  The ful l
Sunday service of The
Book of Common Prayer
was Morning Prayer,
Li tany, and Holy
Communion.

As with most
radical shifts in practice,
receiving Communion
weekly was strongly
resisted by many people,
and, since the English
Prayer Book forbade the
celebration of the Eucharist without
communions, the celebration of the
Eucharist became less frequent, monthly,
or even quarterly.  On the Sundays on which
there was no Communion, the presider
stopped after the Prayer for the Church
(Prayers of the People); this was called
Ante-Communion.  In the 19th century, in
the interest of shortening the service, the
Litany and Ante-Communion were omitted
and the sermon and the collection tacked
onto Morning Prayer, creating the new
service of Morning Prayer and Sermon.  On
Communion Sundays, Morning Prayer and
Litany were omitted.

The Catholic revival associated with
the Oxford Movement in the 19th century
restored the weekly celebration of the
Eucharist as normative in Anglicanism, but
this frequently took the form of an "early
Communion service" without music or
preaching, attended by "the devout", early
risers, and those determined to avoid
music, preaching or both.  The usual worship
experience of Episcopalians was either
choral Morning Prayer or, in Anglo Catholic
parishes, High Mass, at which the majority
of the congregation did not communicate.
The Liturgical Movement in the middle of
20th century made the Family Eucharist a

fixture in the majority of Episcopal
congregations.

Today
Most Episcopalians attend a Sunday

celebration of the Eucharist with both music
and preaching, and with the general
communion of the entire congregation.  It
is held weekly as "the principal act of
Christian worship on the Lord's Day•  (Book

of Common Prayer, p. 13)
Families are urged to attend
together, and participation
in the service is frequently
an integral part of the parish
Christian education program
for both children and adults.

This service of both
Word and Sacrament is
intended to be a
comprehensive service of
Sunday worship.  The Holy
Eucharist, the Prayer Book
says, "is the sacrament

commanded by Christ for the continual
remembrance of his l ife, death, and
resurrection, until his coming again."  It is
also the service in which we hear the word
of God proclaimed in the Gospel, in the other
readings from Scripture, and in the sermon.
We read from the Old Testament, the
Epistles, and the Gospels.  We recite or
sing a psalm, and listen to a sermon.  Then
we pray for the Church and the world, and
ask God's forgiveness for our sins.

Finally, we greet one another in the
peace of Christ and move to the
sacramental service of the Holy Communion.

In some periods, such as the Middle
Ages, the Church has emphasized the
Sacramental presence of Christ and largely
ignored the proclamation of the Word.  In
others, such as the 17th and 18th
centuries, the pendulum swung in the other
direction, the Word and the sermon were
emphasized and the Sacraments celebrated
only occasionally.

Today we attempt to strike a
balance and follow the example of the
earliest Christian centuries and of the great
Reformers, as we obey Christ's command,
"Do this for the remembrance of me."

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Receptivity to Care
by Sallie Cross

Most people are much more open
to giving care than to receiving it.  When
a person is giving care, he or she is in a
position of strength, stability and authority.

When a person is receiving care,
he or she is acknowledging

weakness, insecurity and
vulnerability.
As a resul t,  there are

countless people today who,
though they real ly could

benefit from a Christian friend who
would listen and care for them,

instead tough it out on their own.  They
remain the strong silent type or wear a
smile across a face that is holding back of
flood of tears.  Society encourages this
(particularly for men). To ask for help is to
admit weakness.  To show weakness is to
admit inferiority.

But God did not create us to be
independent. We were created to be
interdependent .  God‚s Word is clear on
this all the way back to Genesis: €It is not
good for man to be alone, I will make a
helper suitable for him• (Genesis 2:18). The
New Testament underscores this theme
with more than 50 verses that contain the
words €one another.•  These verses include
admonitions such as €love one another,•
€encourage one another,• build up one
another,• and €pray for one another.•

What these verses don‚t say is that
we alone are to love, encourage, build up
and pray for other people.  The €one
another• wording gives them a reciprocal
meaning.  It also tells us that we are to
allow other people to love, encourage, build
up and pray for us!

It is most difficult for people to ask
for help.  Whether it is because of guilt,
shame, inadequacy or fear of rejection,
many would much prefer to suffer alone
than ask for help.

But suffering alone is not God‚s
intent for us.  Jesus promises, €Come to
me, all you who are weary and burdened,
and I will give you rest• (Matthew 11:28).
We can receive this promised rest when
we turn to one another for comfort and
help.

Our Stephen Ministers know all
about receiving care.  Many of them have
been on the receiving end of care at an
earlier point in their lives, something that
has motivated them to give care now.
They know how difficult it is to ask for A
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... € love one another, encourage one
another, build up one another, and pray
for one another.

It has been ten years since the Rev.
Mollie Douglas Turner first swept down the
aisle of Bruton Parish Church and began a
ministry that has touched us all. Born in
Ticonderoga, NY, in 1948, this cradle

Episcopalian was the
oldest of five children.
After several years in
upstate New York,
the family moved to
Tryon, NC, where
Mol l ie spent her
childhood. In 1970,
she graduated from
Agnes Scott College
in Decatur, GA, with
a major in dramatic
arts.
After marriage and

three children, Mollie
balanced her family

duties with church activities such as the
choir, altar guild, lay reading, vestry and
search committee terms, parish secretary,
and the Education for Ministry (EFM)
course. Finally, in 1991, she entered
Candler School of Theology at Emory
University in Atlanta. After she finished her
studies and was ordained deacon then
priest in 1994, she served at two parishes
in northeast Georgia.

When Bruton‚s new rector, the Rev.
Herman (Holly) Hollerith IV arrived in 1999,
he had to build a staff and quickly hired
Mollie as an associate rector. She was the
second female priest to serve at Bruton.
Mollie soon became an integral part of the
Bruton family. We have learned from her
theological ly deep sermons and her
exuberant celebration of the l iturgy
(always ending with a rousing €Thanks be
to God!•)  She has married our children,
baptized our babies, and buried our dead…
all with compassion and skill.

Mollie‚s main responsibility has been
pastoral care. She has prayed at the
bedside of the sick, given solace to the
hurt or grieving, and provided sensitive
understanding of the myriad of problems
facing parishioners. Adult education has
played a large role in her ministry, and Bible
study and programs such as Education for
Ministry and the new Stephen Ministry of
€walking with• someone in crisis are
prominent. She has taken a keen interest

in the altar guild at Bruton and insisted
that the Lord‚s Table must always look
perfect. In the wider community, she
served on the Hospital Chaplain Advisory
Board, the diocesan Executive Board, and
the diocesan Standing Committee.

Now it‚s time for Mollie to slow down
after a busy career as a priest. She and
husband, the Rev. Claude Turner, plan to
travel; visit children, grandchildren, and
friends; and spend some t ime on
themselves. We won‚t say €goodbye,•
Mollie…just au revoir. We hope you‚ll come
back often. We will miss you and wish you
well in this new phase of your life.

The rain was still pouring down,
but that did not stop us from partaking in
an amusing game of €Cranium.•  That night,
we ventured out into town for a fun game
of bowling in an old, retro-themed bowling
alley. The next day, we packed up our stuff
yet again to make the long car ride back
to Camp Chanco. We
spent the last two days
part ic ipat ing in
stimulating activities such
as swimming and arts and
crafts, as well as the
inevitable cleaning out of
the vans. The Out-Trip
culminated in Indian
Night,  the evening
program in which campers
learn the story of the
Indian man Chanco and
4th year campers are
inducted after an
initiation the previous
night.
