Mystery Bag

class to have one, announce, “It’s time for Mystery Bag.”

• Gather children on the carpet, and allow children to select
one item from the bag without looking.

• Each child matches the item to a center and goes to clean up
that area.

• This activity not only helps manage the clean up transition,
but also facilitates matching, symbolic thinking, a sense of
community responsibility, cooperation, and turn-taking!
