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Isaac Smith to Serve in  
Global Mission Program 

  
Dear Friends in Christ, 
 

Thank you all so much for your continuing prayers and support while I have been away 
at school!  After four great years at Lenoir-Rhyne University in Hickory, NC, I graduated 
on May 14 with degrees in biology and Spanish.  My senior year has been full of 
surprises (not the least of which is my dadôs move to Atlanta), and thanks to some 
recent developments, I have exciting news to share with you about my plans for next 
year! 
 

After much prayer and discernment, I have decided to accept a call from the ELCA to 
serve as a volunteer in the Young Adults in Global Mission Program (YAGM).  The 
YAGM Program is designed to give ELCA young adults, ages 19-29, an opportunity to 
participate in a yearlong global mission experience.  This year I, along with 42 other 
participants in the program, will serve in Argentina, Uruguay, Mexico, Israel-Palestine, 
Slovakia, Hungary, South Africa, and the United Kingdom. 
 

Though I am unsure of my exact placement, I know that I will either be serving in 
Argentina or Uruguay this coming year beginning in late August.  I will be working in a 
church, school, or social service ministry and am very excited about the opportunity to 
use my Spanish language abilities to meaningfully serve a fellow faith community in 
Latin America! 
 

During my time abroad, I will be sending monthly updates for the newsletter and tons of 
pictures!  I hope that you will follow me through my faith journey and participate in global 
mission with me during my YAGM year.  
 

ELCA Global Mission contributes up to $6000 for each young adult participant, but I am 
expected to raise $4000 towards my year abroad. This $4000 provides transportation, 
housing, a food allowance, a small stipend, health insurance, U.S. and in-country 
orientation, and a re-entry retreat. Any contributions that you might be willing to make 
would help me reach my goal of raising $4000. Information follows with instructions 
about how to make contributions towards my global mission year.
