Were we to enter into a project such as this 
again, what would you continue and what 
would you change?

Youôll hear 

testimonies from those who serve with The Micah Initia-

tive, a partnership program between churches, syna-

gogues, mosques and other communities of faith in met-

ropolitan Richmond and the Richmond Public Schools 

for the purpose of supporting the education and the nur-

ture of the children of Richmond.  You will hear stories 

of Habitat for Humanity and Rebuilding Together bring-

ing volunteers and communities together to build and 

improve the homes and lives of low-income homeown-

ers.  A volunteer youth will share her story of The Peter 

Paul Development Camp, a camp that transports under 

resourced youth to our campus June 27-July 1 to build 

relationships with our youth, and teach basic life skills.  

This past week we hosted The Rev. Pierre Henry Fritz 

Valdema and his lovely wife, Carmel, building  our part-

nership with Haiti, where weôll be rebuilding the earth-

quake destroyed church and school of St. Marc, Lilavois 

in mission July 11-18.   

 

 

 

In addition, youôll witness the commissioning 

of our Sudan Mission team departing for  Southern Su-

dan May 22 to serve with Hope and Resurrection Secon-

dary School, the hope for the future of Southern Sudan.  

The first full weekend of every month, including May 7-

8,  we remember those who are hungry and bring non 

perishable canned foods for the Central Virginia Food 

Bank, and our dollars to feed families in need ($20.00 

feeds a family for a week).  Soon opportunities will be 

available to serve with CARITAS (Congregations 

Around Richmond Involved to Assure Shelter), single 

male guests scheduled for Jul 16-23.  The team support-

ing our friend, Roman, from Ethiopia and her children, 

are always happy to have help in tutoring, teaching, 

driving and helping out a single mom with six happy 

children.  Richmond Hope Foundation needs steady 

runners to jog along side children practicing at losing 

the training wheels.  Coal Pit Learning Center is grateful 

for help in providing quality preschool to at risk chil-

dren.  Boaz and Ruth restores lives and communities 

through relationships, training, transitional jobs and eco-

nomic revitalization, all with your help.  Serve with 

Comfort Zone Camp in helping grieving kids to heal and 

grow.   

As Christ Church, we are active, busy people, 

caring deeply about those in need in our very neighbor-

hood and in the world.  We serve with generous hearts.

The next Parents With Special Needs is scheduled to meet

Who comes to Parents With Special Needs?   

Parents who spend their days and nights caring for a child or children who re-

quire special attention because of a learning disability, or a physical or emo-

tional challenge.  The parents attending spread the gamut, parenting young 

preschoolers to adult children with challenges.  Either way, all parents have 

special needs, and these parents, in particular have a unique set of challenges.  

They find support and comfort in this caring community and as is typical of lov-

ing parents, they first think how they can offer support to more parents with spe-

cial needs.  

Sometimes it is that parents are so thorough in meeting the needs of their chil-

dren who require special needs and attention, they find it difficult to carve out 

time for themselves.  Over the past several months, a group of parents with spe-

cial needs have been meeting.  When asked what they need, parents ex-

pressed they needé 

*to know theyõre not alone 

*to have a òsafeó place, a community to rely on 

*to be with people who donõt judge 

*to laugh  

*to ask how God understands special needs  

*to explore what  is ònormaló

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Help!  My child is going to 6th grade !  

 
Nervous about your child going into middle school? You are not alone. Fortunately, we have some helpful information to share 

with you about easing the transition from childrenôs ministry to youth ministry. Here are some common questions we hear from 

parents like you. 

 

Why is this transition important?  
There are a few times in the course of a faith journey when people commonly stop being actively involved in building their 

relationship with Christ. The transition between 5th and 6th grade is one of those times. In 6th grade, youth begin to find their 

niche and decide what their extracurricular priorities will be. Itôs easier to start with your peers when they are also new to youth 

group than to realize itôs important in 8th grade. 

 

How is youth ministry different than childrenôs ministry? 
One of the major surface differences is our meeting times. Middle school youth meet from 3:30 to 5:30 on Sundays and have 

small groups that meet at various times during the week. This means that you will have to make an extra effort to make sure 

your child is involved. Another major difference is the content. A typical Sunday youth group looks like this: active games, a 

worship band, a message given by Joe or Jenna, and occasionally discussion group time. Finally, youth have more events and 

trips than children. 

 

What are some important dates and times for me to know?  
Å Moving on up picnic: May 15th at 12:30 

Å First youth group that rising 6th graders can attend: June 26th 

Å Volunteer or participate at Vacation Bible School (July 11-15) 

 

How can I help my child get acclimated to the youth ministry?  
Å Come to youth group. Talk you your youth about coming to youth group and decide to try it at least three times before you 

even come. 

Å Join a small group. Small groups will start in the fall. This is a time when youth will be with peers closest to their age and 

have the opportunity to make friends in a more intimate (and possibly less intimidating) way. 

Å Meet with Joe and Jenna. You can come by yourself or bring your youth. This will help us to know you better and help you 

and/or your youth to feel more comfortable. You can also share with us any concerns and alert us to things that might be helpful 

to know about your youth. 

Å Plan to send your youth on the Fall Retreat. This is a great time for youth to develop deeper relationships with one another, 

their leaders, and God. Although many parents are nervous and unsure about whether their child is ready to be away from 

home, itôs only a two-night event and your child will not be far away. Additionally, itôs a critical time for them to get connected. 

 

How can I get connected for information?  
Å Join the parent e-mail list. Contact Joe or Jenna to get signed up. 

Å Visit our website: www.ccgarage.org.  

Å Check the church bulletin and email blast for announcements. 

Å Talk to Joe or Jenna. Jenna works most closely with the middle school youth, but you can talk to either of us. 

 

How can I help with youth ministry?  
Å Be a greeter and check students in. This only requires that you come for the first 30 minutes. 

Å Participate with Service Saturday monthly. 

Å Come with us on retreats and other trips.  

Å Be a part of our Youth Ministry Team. 

Å Look out for easy ways to help in the email blast. 

 

Hopefully, these things will be helpful as you begin to help your child transition from childrenôs ministry to 

youth ministry. Please feel free to contact either of us with any questions or concerns that you might have, 

and remember to come to the picnic at 12:30 on May 15th!
