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St. Philip’s Men’s Club
St. Philip’s Church Men’s Club is open to all men of St. Philip’s Episcopal Church.  This organization provides a vehicle for the men of the parish to share their talents in numerous activities to serve the greater community while strengthening the fellowship of the men of the church.
MEETINGS are held on the fourth Tuesday of each month at 7:00PM in the Parish Hall and normally include a social gathering, presentation on a topic of interest from a member or local expert, and business related to activities and outreach opportunities.

ACTIVITIES are intended to enhance fellowship among the men of the church through social activities, to provide assistance to members of our St. Philip’s family during difficult times and to raise funds to support outreach opportunities.

· Social activities include the monthly meetings, and golf outings.
· Assistance to the church family is provided by the Odd Jobbers Ministry where volunteers perform odd jobs which need to be done, or would make a difference in the person’s life, but cannot easily be found through a commercial service.
· Fund raising is achieved via the annual via lobster sale in June, pancake dinner at the beginning of Lent, 4th of July hot dog sales, buffet style breakfast for all members of the parish on the first Sunday of each month, and the Tree of Lights during Christmas

OUTREACH funding is generally focused on the numerous needs in the church, local community and Brunswick County.  Funds raised throughout the year are distributed as determined by the Men’s Club during meetings throughout the year as emergent needs are determined.  The Men’s Club also contributes to the St Philip’s Church Outreach Fund distribution and has a representative on the Mission Fund Management Team to provide input regarding Men’s Club preferences for funds distribution.  Additionally, the Men’s Club actively supports the New Hope Clinic with periodic maintenance and odd job projects.
