Answers to Frequently Asked Questions about Stephen
Ministry

What exactly is Stephen Ministry?

Stephen Ministry is a ministry in our congregation in which trained and
supervised laypersons, called Stephen Ministers,provide one-to-one Christian
care to individuals facing life challenges or difficulties.

Who Is Involved?

Stephen Leadersare the ones who overse and direct our Stephen Ministry. They
recruit, select, train, organize and supervise our Stephen Ministers, identify people
In need of care and match them with a Stephen Minister.

Stephen Ministers are the caregivers. They have engaged in 50 hours ofraining in
Christian caregivers.

Care Receiversar e t he recipients of Stephen Min
our church or community who are experiencing divorce, grief, loss of a job,

loneliness, hospitalization, or any number of other life diffi culties. Stephen

Ministers usually meet with their care receivers for an hour a week for as long as

the care receiver will benefit from the relationship.
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What do Stephen Ministers Do?

Stephen Ministers are caring Christian friends who listen, understan d, accept, and
pray for and with care receivers who are working through a crisis or tough time.

Are Stephen Ministers Counselors?

Stephen Ministers are not counselors; they are trained lay caregivers. Their role is

to listen and cared not to give advice or counsel. Stephen Ministers are also
trained to recognize when a care receiver
When that happens, they work with care receivers to help them receive the level of

care they need.

Can | Trust a Stephen Minister?

Trust is essential to a caring relationship, and Stephen Ministers are people you
can trust. Confidentiality is one of the most important principals of the Stephen
Ministry, and what a care receiver tells his or her Stephen Minister is kept in
strictest confidence.

What 6s the Pastorodés Rol e?

Pastors will always be the primary caregivers, but there is no way pastors can meet
all the needs for care. God has called all of us, not just pastors, to minister to one
another. Stephen Ministry multiplies ministry by turning pastors into equippers

so they can enable lay people to provide caring ministry as well.

How Can Someone Become a Stephen Minister?

First pray about it! Being a Stephen Minister requires an initial two -year
commitment. Then talk to Father Barry , Gene and Martha Myers or Andrea Veri
and they can tell you more about the program. Watch for upcoming Philippian
articles and bulletin announcements.

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Fostering Self-Reliance with Livestock

This month, I've included a story from Epicopal Relief and Development (ERD) that
demonstrates some clear development principles at work. How can low-income earners in
developing countries be assisted so that the benefits are sustained, and in fact grow and
spread in local communities?

| know from my years overseas that livestock are one of the critical assets that people
rely on. It's often their "local bank and insurance company". Livestock are used to generate
more assets, sold for family medical emergencies, help multiply the family workforce (as in
the article below), and often provide nutrition. Animals reproduce as well, which means that
as an asset class benefits naturally multiply. If managed properly, some animals actually can
help to improve the environment by the ways they graze, break up and fertilize the soil. Some
practitioners of holistic resource management have taught such methods to help transform
near desert-like conditions into flourishing farm land, contrary to common expectations about
the impacts of cattle. Animals can also be "re-gifted" as they are in the project example, so
that benefits grow throughout the community. I've evaluated projects of Heifer Project
International, and have seen first hand how effective they are.

Renting the oxen to the family, as in this case, adds another element of sustainability.
I've seen that many people prefer such arrangements rather than receiving handouts. Being
poor doesn't mean people want everything free, unless they've been conditioned by previous
programs of well-intended but poorly designed largesse. People generally value an asset
more when they have a stake in it. Purely gifted assets are often suspect, and for good
reason, since gifts are often surplus and of inferior quality. We can often underestimate the
people who happen to be poor, and that leads to generalizations that often cloud our minds
about those living in poverty. Programs need to keep this in mind. People living in poverty are
their own major asset when it comes to achieving self-reliance and helping their neighbors,
but well-designed assistance such as given in this example, can make a critical difference.

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Raising Buffalo, Growing Wealth - The Church of the Province of Myanmar

Nam lives in the remote village of Saw Mah in Burma/Myanmar. A widow and mother of
three, she has spent many years struggling to support her family. Like most others in the
region, Nam survives by harvesting rice, which she sells at the local market and also uses to
feed her family.

Before participating in a community buffalo bank run by
the Church of the Province of Myanmar (CPM) with support
from Episcopal Relief & Development, Nam worked her land
hand. She was able to harvest only 130 baskets of rice each
year, 80 of which she had to use for rent or else face losing

At times, two of her children had to work as
day laborers to supplement the household income.

pays 50 baskets of rice annually for four years. At the end of that
: time, she will own the two buffalo. By using the animals to work the
| %9 land, Nam has doubled her yearly harvest for a total of 260 baskets

o"“ a year. After paying rental fees for both the land and the buffalo,
