Those who were there, and were able to talk with Eric, received first-hand updates on the
progress of the library in Uganda. But for those who were unable to attend, I will provide a
status update, as of May 1st. The library building itself is under roof, the windows are in
place, and the inside of the brick walls have had concrete spread and smoothed over them,
much like plaster. Electrical work should be nearing completion, and much of the furniture
has been built. Some of the older students have been able to learn a trade through this
project, by helping to build the benches, shelves, and tables for the library.

During the last school term, Eric used his own books to begin teaching the students how to
use books, including how to open them properly, turn pages, and locate specific information.
He will continue this instruction during the next school term, as well as instruct students
and teachers on the operating procedures for the library. Along with the headmaster, Eric
will be involved in interviewing, hiring, and then training a full-time librarian who will
take over when he leaves.

The last, and now most important, piece that remains is the books themselves. We are
