S A B B A T I C A L 

 A sabbatical is defined as an extended period of absence from one’s work for the 

purpose of relaxation and additional education.  As you already know, it is precisely for 

those purposes that I will be ‘absent’ from you during the months of June and July.  

And, as I prepare for, and look forward to, my time away, I want to take this oppor-

tunity to say thank you.   

 As part of my covenant to become your rector in 2004 the vestry agreed to 

provide me with a sabbatical after five years.  A traditional sabbatical is usually three 

months in duration, with some shorter, and some longer, extending in some cases up to 

a year in length.  As you can imagine, providing for such a sabbatical requires 

considerable financial and administrative planning.  Your vestry and I have been 

diligent in doing that.   

 The funding for the sabbatical, which amounts to approximately $16,400.00, was 

provided by, and through, the generosity of many of you; outside the normal budgeting 

and pledging process we go through each year.   In these economically lean times that 

generosity is no small feat, and one I am very aware of and grateful for.  Again, thank 

you, to all of you, for making it possible for me to take this time off.  

 In my absence, The Rev. Gerald Blackburn, a retired priest in this diocese, who 

has supplied on several occasions here, will be Priest-in-Charge.  Father Blackburn will 

oversee sacramental, worship and pastoral responsibilities.  The Rev. Fiona Bergstrom, 

a retired priest, who with her husband, Lars, have made their home here in Southport, 
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and at St. Philip’s, will assist Father Blackburn with pastoral care.  I thank them both for 

their willingness to shepherd this flock while I am gone. 

 St. Philip’s administrative work will continue under the oversight of our Vestry, 

led by Mo Beers, our Senior Warden, and our very capable staff.  To ensure a smooth 

transition, the staff, vestry, deacon Henrietta, Fiona, and I, will be meeting with Father 

Blackburn to go over the nuts and bolts of things prior to my departure.   

 As to the details for my sabbatical, it’s really pretty simple.  It will be a time for 

both personal and professional reflection and renewal.   

On the personal side, I plan to spend time with my wife and family, taking daily 

naps, doing a little golfing, some reading and, in general, just relaxing.   The goal here is 

to come back refreshed and re-energized.     

On the professional side, I am taking a break from the day-to-day obligations of a 

parish rector.  As I have previously reported in an earlier Philippian, I will be visiting a 

number of what are called emerging churches in the mid-west, Georgia and North 

Carolina.  My goal is three-fold.  To find out what it is that attracts the younger 

generations (those 40 and under) to those churches; discern more clearly the 

service/outreach aspects of their stewardship programs; and, hopefully harvest some 

ideas that we might use here at St. Philip’s to expand our own evangelism and outreach 

programs.   

My suspicion is that the months of June and July will go by quickly.  And, though I 

will miss you while I am gone, I do know that you will be in very capable hands.  I am 

also aware of the old adage that, ‘when the cat is away, the mice will play.’  I pray that 

you will be diligent in maintaining your regular attendance in church and your 

customary faithfulness in the giving of your time, talents and treasure. 

And finally, again, thank you.  While there are many priests in our church who 

would welcome the opportunity for a respite such as you are providing me, circum-

stances do not work in their favor as they have here at St. Philip’s.  That speaks 

volumes to me, and I hope to you.  It is a reminder for me of one of the principal 

reasons why I accepted your call to be your rector.

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What I’ve Learned from St. Philip’s History  

This month we are spending a lot of time focusing on the history of St. Philip’s. Being both a 

history geek and a long-time member of St. Philip’s, let me share some memories and thoughts. I’ve 

been a member of St. Philip’s for 38 years and like most things around the Southport area, things have 

changed a lot since the early 1970s.  But some things never change. 

 I remember a time when we were an aided parish in the diocese and to think that we are now 

among the largest parishes in the diocese is still amazing to me.  When the parish was no longer an 

aided parish, there was a big celebration. One of our parishioners was Armenian and her mother was a 

belly dancer who provided entertainment for the party. The party was held at what is now Cape Fear 

and there was going to be wine. Because of the alcohol and belly dancing, this celebration was deemed 

inappropriate for the younger members of the parish. Even though I was a young teenager at the time, I 

wasn’t allowed to go. This was the only time I ever remember something happening at church where I 

wasn’t allowed to go and one reason why I try very hard to be sure our younger members are included 

as much as possible.  

Being the Christian education director at the parish in which I grew up is a real honor. Many 

times I’ve said I don’t believe in recreating the wheel so I have tried to go back to some of the activities 

we did back when I was a child. One of my earliest memories was movie night. My mother went down to 

the library and checked out a movie (and the reel to reel projector). A sheet was hung in the parish hall 

which was much smaller than it is now. We all gathered to watch the movie and eat popcorn. What I 

remember most about this event was Jean Fairley, who came and sat on the floor and watched the 

movie with us even when her children were away in college.  

It used to be necessary for all the members of the congregation to be involved. Oh, I’m sure that 

there always were some of those who didn’t do anything but for the most part, everyone had to be 

active to accomplish what needed to be done and what we wanted to do. This is one aspect that I feel 

we have lost over the years. We tend to grow quickly in short bursts. Now, though there are plenty of 

people to help share the load, both physical and financial, we still see a small core group who take on 

the bulk of the responsibility.  

I encourage you to keep St. Philip’s a place where intergenerational activities are the norm; a 

place where children are welcomed and know that non-parental adults know them and care for them. 

Don’t let our physical space limit what we accomplish. Great things were done when the parish office, 

nursery, and Sunday school were all above the parish hall (and that was before the renovation/addition 

to the parish hall). We have a long history and hopefully we are leaving a legacy for those who are to 

come. May they look back on this time in our history and be able to say they come from a parish family 

that put God first, others second and self third.  

Thank you St. Philip’s. You have helped to make me who I am today. You have helped to form my 

children. May you help to form generations to come.

These 13 people have been through 50 hours of specialized training in Christian caregiving, 
under the leadership of Fr. Barry, and Gene and Martha Myers, and proudly form our first team 
of Stephen Ministers. Just as Jesus commissioned his disciples to go out to minister to others in 
his name, we have commissioned our Stephen Ministers to extend Christ’s care on behalf of our 
congregation to those in our midst who need it most. 
 
Stephen Ministers provide confidential one-to-one Christian care to people experiencing a crisis 
or going through a difficult time. Stephen Ministers meet weekly with their care receiver for 
approximately an hour to listen, care, encourage, pray, and provide emotional and spiritual 
support for the person. Caring relationships last for as long as the person’s need persists. 
 

 
The Caregiver’s Compass, pictured above, is a common thread in the training and service of our 
Stephen Ministers. The symbol in the center of the compass is a Chi-Rho, an ancient symbol for 
Christ. It reminds Stephen Ministers of the Christ centered nature of their caring ministry. The 
four points of the compass guide Stephen Ministers to be compassionate, full of faith, skilled, 
and trustworthy. 
 
Please lift up our new Stephen Ministers in your prayers, asking that God bless their ministry 
and work through them to bring hope and healing to those they are serving. When you see 
these people, remember to offer them support and encouragement as we celebrate the 
beginning of this caring ministry.

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Presiding Bishop's 2011 Easter Message 

 

 The Resurrection must be understood in 

significantly different images and metaphors 

in the southern hemisphere, when Easter 

always arrives in the transition from summer 

to winter. Even as a hard, hard winter lingers 

on in northern climes, with unaccustomed 

April snow in many places, we yearn for the 

new life we know is waiting around the 

corner. As Christians, we're meant to have 

the same hunger for the new creation 

emerging all around us. 

 We can see the broken places of our 

world either as complete and utter disaster, or 

as seedbeds -- graves, even -- in which God 

is doing a new thing. The situation in Haiti is 

dire, yet day by day and person by person 

hope lightens and leavens. Plans are 

emerging for civic reconstruction in Port-au-

Prince that would bless the nation with pride 

in its heritage and more effective 

government. The Episcopal Church is a 

partner in those possibilities, as the vision for 

a rebuilt cathedral takes form. The graves are 

becoming gardens, at Cathédrale Sainte-

Trinité and Collège St. Pierre. New and more 

life-giving relationships are emerging 

between development ministries and the lives 

of the people. Resurrection is happening in 

many places, even if one must search for it, 

like looking for the first buds on the trees as 

ice and snow give way to the warmth of 

spring. 

 The aftermath of earthquake and 

tsunami in Japan continues to look a great 

deal like winter, and the trials and failures at 

Daiichi Fukushima currently resonate more 

with apocalypse than Easter. Yet across 

northeastern Japan the work of the faithful is 

feeding senior citizens, ministering to 

displaced persons in shelters, and prompting 

challenging questions about social priorities, 

energy use, and consumerist lifestyles. 

 The gift of Easter insists that human 

beings are capable of divine relationship, for 

as Athanasius put it, "God became human 

that human beings might become divine.” 

The life, death, passion, and resurrection of 

Jesus are the cosmic insistence that nothing 

can separate us from the divine passion for 

humanity. Easter people are imprinted with 

the assurance that God is always working 

some new grace of creation out of death and 

destruction. 

 For most of us the dying is not cosmic. 

It may start with a small willingness to set 

aside self, or a new opportunity for grafting 

onto a greater whole. Or it may involve 

lowering the barriers between self and other 

to become more readily aware of our 

fundamental oneness, our common heritage 

as offspring of the Holy One. If we are to be 

followers of Jesus, we share the work he did 

on our behalf. We give thanks for the 

Resurrection, and we become part of Jesus’ 

ongoing work, as we become aware of its 

power in our own lives. 

 May your Eastertide be filled with the 

grace of new life. Go, discover, and BE 

resurrection for the world around you.

  Avie Nubel had many a “golden” story about her experiences during the Great 

Depression, World War II and her home state of West Virginia. 

      Growing up in a West Virginia farmhouse, the family of 

five ate well during the Depression with the help of a large 

garden on five acres. Still people were desperate.  Once, 

when the entire family was away visiting a relative, her dad 

(a station master for the railroad) had a premonition of 

trouble, so he returned home to find the property stripped of 

everything, even the light bulbs!  Avie feels that Americans 

need to be more patient with the present economy because 

it took many years to get out from under, in her day.   

     In the early ‘40’s Avie wanted adventure in the navy but 

her parents disapproved.  Nevertheless she landed a job she loved even better.   After 

just 6 months training she became the civil emergency services coordinator for the entire 

state of West Virginia.  Instead of Rosie the Riveter it was Avie the Dispatcher - seven 

years of handling fire and ambulance emergencies for the West Virginia Police!  And she 

added that, by reputation, women handled this job better than the men! 

    Avie considers Elkins, West Virginia her home town.  Her husband Robert attended 

Davis and Elkins College.  They had two sons, Robert and Richard. After her husband’s 

death in Southport, Avie considered senior housing but Richard and his wife Lynn insisted 

they build a place to live together.  Hence they tore down the smaller home on East Bay 

(right across from Moore Street from St. Philip’s), and in its place stands a larger place 

which is contemporary and fresh inside yet keeps with  traditional Southport architecture 

on the exterior.  

     Avie enjoys reading, bible study, lunch with friends, and is just considering retirement 

from her 42 years of volunteer hospital service!      
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 Joe Hauer is enjoying his new home, shared with two lively pooches, perched above the 

lush live oaks of Caswell with a great view of the ocean.  

  Born in California but firmly footed in Alabama, Joe was 

baptized & confirmed at All Saints Episcopal in Mobile; 

attended military grammar and high school in Mobile; 

graduated from Auburn , where the ROTC program 

propelled him to the U.S. Army Field Artillery Corp, before 

coming out as a Captain and moving on to his business 

career. 

  With the Bemis Company now for over thirty years, Joe 

has done sales and marketing of flexible packaging materials.   The company sent him to 

some 7 states (Indiana twice/Miami, Fl etc.) and is still keeping him busy.  However his 

retirement goal is June 1, 2011, after which he believes Father Barry has some plans for 

him!  

   Joe shared with me some special personal goals, including a trust in God’s strength, 

good communication with family, positive attitudes and healthy life style.  That was very 

special.
