We welcome children in worship by:
Encouraging Families to bring their children of all ages to worship. 
Youth Sunday on the first Sunday of each month during the 10:30 service includes a children’s sermon
Providing childcare for infant and children through age 6 during the worship services and urge parents to slip out at the time of the Communion to pick up their children so they can come to the altar rail as a family
Encouraging older children to participate in Youth Sunday and regular worship by service as acolytes, lay readers, etc. 
Modeling appropriate church behavior for children by teaching them to stand, sit, or kneel with the congregation.

Annually our children participate is various activities including Advent Wreath making, movies, trips

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It is through our Sunday worship that we, at St. Philip’s Church, experience community and learn what it means to be a Christian.
We mark the first Sunday of every month with Youth Sunday at 10:30 AM, where you participate as ushers, greeters, readers, etc.  Youth Sunday also provides a children’s sermon. 
We at St. Philip’s embrace Jesus’ view that the young are our most precious asset. 
Children learn worship by worshipping with the congregation Sunday after Sunday
They learn they belong to Christ and are welcome in God’s church
They learn to know the Lord’s Prayer and other parts of the liturgy from memory
They build a collection of memorable, shared experiences of Christian community
They witness the drama of baptism and Eucharist as signs of God’s kindness and favor
They discover they are valued as persons by God and by the people of God at Church
Bringing children to worship may not always be easy- and certainly not quiet- but it is an essential part of their growth in Christ. The Body of Christ assembled is incomplete in their absence.
