• Jan. 17        We  will conduct a Class Preference Survey  for all 

children in the current 3 & 4 Year Old classes.  This survey will 
determine the  placement priority for the 4 and 5 Year Old classes for 
Fall 2012.  Four  and five year olds may attend two, three, or five days.   

• Jan. 23          PREFERENCE FORMS MUST  BE RETURNED TO 
PRESCHOOL OFFICE.  (This is not a Registration Form but a planning 
form. Those families returning Preference forms will have priority.  

• Jan. 30 and 31      Registration for Fall 2012 for ALL currently enrolled 
families.  Registration forms will be given to currently enrolled 
families ONLY.  Children in the Infant, Toddler and 2 Year Old classes 
will be registered for the same number of days they are  currently 
attending.  

•  Feb. 6         Registration forms and fees are DUE in the Preschool 
office  

• Those children placed on a Wait List at the 2011 Registration to 
change days of attendance will be moved as space is available.  You 
will be notified by the Office.  Children wishing to change days of 
attendance must enroll for days currently attending and be placed on 
the Wait List to change class days.

Big Body Play,  
In the book, Big Body Play,  Francis Carlson states, “when teachers involve children in physical exer-
cise with intentional planning, children can practice and develop a variety of physical skills and gain 
optimum health benefits. But big body play is not just physical activity with physical benefits.  During 
such play, children also use increasingly sophisticated communication skills—both verbal and non-
verbal– and social skills.  It is also one of the best ways for children (especially boys) to develop empa-
thy and self-regulation.  And creativity and thinking skills are enhanced as children determine and 
solve problems as they arise in the course of active play.”
