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30 Hour Famine

The 30 hour famine began with the participants starting at 1pm on Friday the 27%
on their own, and met at the church at 6pm.

That night we had a scavenger hunt to Wal-Mart for personal care items to donate
to the pantry. We were split up into two groups and each group was given 25 dollars
and a list of items with point values. The team with the most points won.

Throughout the entire 30 hours we played “Tribe Games” which highlighted the
struggles of those living in Africa who didn’t have adequate food and water. We

also covered a wall in the Youth Room with 19,000 dots. Our goal for next year is to

reach 29,000 to represent the number of people who die each day from hunger. We
are also constructing a paper chain, 1 link for each dollar we raised. The money the
kids raised will either be donated to World Vision or to the Pantry. A “temptation

room” was also put together and each participant spent 1 minute in the room filled
with fresh baked brownies, chips and other goodies.

We ended our first day with a very moving candle light devotional in the sanctuary.
100 candles were lit around the sanctuary, and were slowly put out throughout the
devotional, to represent those who die from hunger.

On Saturday the 28t we had our speaker Gretchen McPike come in and talk to us
about World Vision and what they do. Their family had traveled to Africa in the
past with World Vision and sponsors children there. Gretchen also brought along
various items from Africa to show us along with a PowerPoint presentation.

After the speaker we headed to Woodside Lutheran Home on Pilgrim Way for our
mission project. We spent a few hours playing Bingo with the residents there.

We ended our fast at 7pm on Saturday with a meal that included Unimix which is
given to extremely malnourished children in relief centers.

Highlights from Finance
Committee Meeting
March 2, 2009

The Finance Committee will be pro-
ceeding with retaining an accounting
firm to conduct a financial review of
First Church referencing 2008. There
was also discussion regarding investment
vehicles being used for the First Presby-
terian Church investments and the fu-
ture of these funds.

The Ministry Budget Balance Sheet for
February 2009 was reviewed. The total
Ministry Budget for 2009 is $326,609.
Budgeted Ministry giving at the end of
February 2009 is $26,751.00, which is
short $7,232.00 of the budgeted amount
of $33,983.00.

Our budgeted expenses are down by
$8,288.30. This year, to date (February
28, 2009), we have used $14,500 of be-
queathed funds ($18,000. budgeted for
the year). Balance sheet interest or prin-
cipal was also budgeted ($71,859) to
meet our monthly obligations. To Date,
February 28, 2009, none of these funds
have been used.

“Securing the Future of Your Church”

Instead, by
donating the stock itself instead of the
proceeds from the sale of the stock you
will avoid capital gains tax altogether,
amounting to substantial cash savings for
you. And the full value of the stock will
be available to use as a gift and conse-
quently the value of the charitable deduc-
tion you claim will be higher.

Gifts of stock have become increasingly
popular for donors of all ages:

A young donor saves through both
the charitable deduction and the hard
cash he or she is freeing up.

The middle-aged donor can create
a charitable remainder trust (CRT) with
donated stock with the income received
from such a CRT is able to fund his or
her child’s or grandchild’s education.

The retired donor escapes the risks of
the market and by establishing a life
income gift with the charitable organi-
zation, can receive yearly payouts, often
larger that the return they were receiv-
ing on the stock.
