When was the last time we 
forgot to check our watches, but 
begged a pastor to not walk off 
stage and to keep preaching?  
Friends, worship begins not in the future, 
but now.

June 2010 in Sisseton, SD (on the     
Sisseton-Wahpeton Oyate of the Lake 
Traverse Reservation) was my first    
mission trip and absolutely loved the 
experience.  I was elated to participate 
with my entire family.  I feel the        
occasion brought us closer as a         
family.  The daily prayer, singing, and 
worship were something I have not   
experienced since a youth at Triennium. 
I enjoyed getting to know others better 
within our congregation as well as other 
Presbyterians from Pullman, Knox and 
the Ymen from North Lawndale.  I 
learned a great deal about the Native 
Americans as well as myself.  I know we 
made a difference in people’s lives.  I 
encourage others to step out of their 
comfort zones and set out on a mission 
trip! 

Some observations and experiences were 
shocking, however. 

On Monday June, 21, we drove out to the 
various neighborhoods to recruit children 
for Vacation Bible School (VBS).  As 
Carrie, Olivia, and I were petting a tiny 
puppy chained to a tree, a little girl, 
maybe 1.5 years old, become interested in 
us and stumbled slowly across the street 
to us.  There were no adults around at all.  
Two 10 year old girls noticed her and 
yelled for her to come back towards 
them.  Olivia and I each grabbed one of 
her hands and walked her back to where 
she came near the girls.  

A few of the homes we approached, 
young children would answer the door 
and when asked to speak with an adult, 
said no one was home. 

Much of the Indian Reservation’s     
housing is in desolate locations made up 
of cookie-cutter houses with yards filled 
with weeds and knee-high grass. There is 
an abundance of litter and garbage 
throughout the yards and streets.  The 
children really don’t have much to do  

there.  Drug abuse and alcoholism runs 
ramped on the reservation; in fact, we 
were advised not to be out on the roads 
after dusk.  The casino seems to be the 
only real “industry” there, besides the 
farms.  I was told that the average   
family only has to pay $50 - $85 per 
month for housing, and the Native 
Americans have free Health, Dental 
and Vision care. Yet, we observed  
evictions, much obesity, and many 
missing or silver-filling teeth even 
amongst the youngest children. Most 
households are broken homes with 
missing parents.  Not having step-
parents would be out of the             
ordinary.   The children do not have 
the best role models to look up to and 
male influences are not prevalent.  This 
was obvious at the pool each afternoon 
where any adult (especially the men) 
showing any bit of interest in the chil-
dren were swarmed.
