Remains of pilot lost in WWII 
returned, laid to rest 
(By Paul Srubas; 
Green Bay Press Gazette) 
Sixty-six years after her brother disap-
peared while flying a World War II re-
connaissance mission, Joyce Clark has 
gotten good at waiting and at not know-
ing. 

That all changed this spring, when the 
remains of the U.S. Army Air Corps 
lieutenant had been found and were go-
ing to be sent home to Green Bay. 

―Those first few years, as long as the war 
was still going on, I think my family, my 
mother, my dad, my sister—we didn‘t 
talk about it much, but we all thought in 
the back of our mind, maybe they‘ll find 
the plane,‖ said Clark, now 81.  ―But 
after five years, 10 years, 20 years, 30 
years go by, you figure, well, this is it; 
he‘s missing and that‘s the end of it.

―But then, to have all this thrown 
back on you.  It‘s something else 
again.‖ 

Lt. Robert Streckenbach Jr., 21, was a 
navigator flying a reconnaissance mis-
sion over Papua New Guinea with 10 
other people when their plane disap-
peared in a storm Nov. 20, 1943. 

Clark was 15 at the time, but ―I can 
see it like it was yesterday.  I was still 
in bed, hadn‘t gotten up yet.  

I remember hearing someone knock 
at the door, and my mother went to 
the door, and I hear her say, ‗Oh, my 
God.‘ 

―It was someone with the telegram, 
saying he was missing in action.‖ 

The Army would give it another year 
and one day before declaring Streck-
enbach ―presumed dead.‖  With the 
war continuing, his family assumed 
someone would spot the plane wreck-
age and that the remains would show 
up. 

―But through the intervening years, 
for 60 years, we didn‘t hear anything,‖ 
Clark said.  ―All these years went by - 
nothing, nothing, nothing, nothing.  
We just assumed that was it, that he 
was missing and that‘s it. 

―My parents passed away, my sister 
passed away.  I‘m the only one left.‖ 

Then, five years ago, she was con-
tacted by a genealogical organization 
that the Army had hired to track 
down family members of those killed 
in the plane crash. 

―They contacted me and said yes, 
they had identified the airplane and 
could they come and take a DNA 
sample, because there were remains 
that had been found.‖ 

Someone spotted just part of a left 
wing of the aircraft, all that was left 
after the plane crashed into a moun-
tainside.  Landslides had obscured the 
crash site. 

Salvage workers discovered that native 
islanders had moved most of the hu-
man remains to another site, but the 
islanders turned them over.  All that 
was positively identified as Strecken-
bach‘s was a single bone fragment, 
which tested as a positive match to 
Clark‘s DNA.  That information came 
out after a five-year delay. 

―The DNA samples were sent to a lab 
in Hawaii...you can imagine through 
Vietnam, Korea, and even Afghani-
stan, there were some things that 
probably had more priority,‖ Clark 
said.  ―If  you get the remains of some-
one presumed dead for five months, 
you‘re going to want to indentify it 
before you identify someone missing 
for 60 years.  Clark has nothing but 
good things to say about the Army, 
which has assigned her a casualty assis-
tance officer and an honor guard to 
accompany her brother‘s remains to 
their final resting place at Fort Howard 
Cemetery. 

Streckenbach was buried September 
23, and Clark is glad the ordeal is over. 

―It‘s been quite a summer for me, and 
I‘m not a young chicken anymore,‖she 
said.  ―I‘ll be happy to be back in my 
own little world.‖ 

The Army gave her Streckenbach‘s dog 
tags, and she fondled the one that she 
keeps in her pocket as she talked. 

―The first night I got it, I put it inside 
my pillow case,‖ she said.  ―I just felt I 
had to be close to him in some way.  
Now I just keep it in my pocket.‖ 

―I‘m just glad he‘s home now,‖ she 
said.  ―You know, we had our mourn-
ing period within the first year, the first 
two years.  Now it‘s happy.  It‘s sad, 
but it‘s happy, also.  I‘ve done all my 
mourning, but still certain things will 
touch me, and I‘ll start bawling like a 
baby, but it‘s mostly happy.

ñSecuring The Future of Your Churchò 

Whether we are nearing the ends of 
our lives, contemplating retirement, or 
younger with a growing family, estate 
planning boils down to determining 
how, when, and to whom we will trans-
fer the stewardship of what God has 
entrusted to us when we can no longer 
serve as stewards ourselves. 

Since everyone has the same tools 
and techniques available to them 
from the tax and legal professions, 
what is it that makes an estate plan 
“Christian”? 

How can I assure that the plans I‘ve 
made to transfer property will be pleas-
ing to God, enabling me to stand before 
God one day and hear, ―Well done‖?  
The design of the estate plan, the prayer 
and careful thought you put into it, will 
determine how well it reflects biblical 
priorities. 

Execution must be done with excel-
lence, so you‘ll want to work with pro-
fessionals who care passionately about 
getting the details right.  However, the 
process that you go through in deciding 
how to allocate the estate God has en-
trusted to you is far more important in 
arriving at a plan that will honor God 

reflecting your priorities for your es-
tate design. 

Another word for capital is 
“endowment," An endowment of capi-
tal is simply assets that are invested to 
produce income.  We hope to accumu-
late enough capital over our working 
years so that we can live off the income 
it produces when we grow too old to 
earn further income from our work. 

Today, we think of endowment as 
financial investments, but the Old 
Testament contains other great exam-
ples of God using capital to advance the 
Kingdom. 

Early in Israel’s history, God used 
Joseph to cause the King of Egypt to 
order an unprecedented storage of grain 
against the coming seven years of fam-
ine.  Through that endowment, the peo-
ple through whom the Savior of the 
world was to come were kept from star-
vation. 

Later, when Nehemiah was given per-
mission to rebuild the ruined walls of 
Jerusalem, he received permission to 
harvest timber from the forests of King 

Artaxerxes; properly stewarded, the  

forest was a renewable resource - one 
that would grow and be available again.  

So, the first thing to realize is that for 
each of us, there are only three possible 
destinations for our estate. We can leave 
it to loved ones; we can leave it to min-
istries that have made significant im-
pacts on our lives; or we can leave it to 
the Internal Revenue Service and other 
taxing and administrative authorities.   
When you are creating your estate de-
sign, you are considering the steward-
ship of the capital you have accumulated 
during your life. 

To learn more about how to create or 
update your will, contact your Presbyte-
rian Foundation development officer, 
Karen Krum at 1-815-837-1305 or visit 
the website.   We do hope that you will 
find this service a blessing to you and 
your family. 

The Annual Ministry Campaign for 
2010 was presented.  This is a separate 
Committee to do the informational part 
or marketing of the pledging.  The pro-
ducing of the annual budget is a separate 
process.  Members of the Finance Com-
mittee and all other Committees were 
requested to have their pledges com-
pleted for the 2010 Ministry Steward-
ship Campaign prior to Commitment 
Sunday, October 24, 2009.  Church 
Committees are to submit their 2010 
budget requests prior to the November 
Session Meeting.  The Finance Commit-
tee also discussed the amount be-
queathed funds used to balance the 
Ministry Budgets. 

A check has been received from the 
Leicht Estate and will be deposited into 
the perpetual endowment fund.  On 
January 1st of each year, 3% of the  

principal balance of the fund will be 
transferred to the ministry budget to 
support the on going mission of First 
Presbyterian Church of Green Bay. 
In September our Scrip Program trans-
ferred $1,000 to the Ministry Budget 
income.  The Scrip contribution is 
$2,000 year to date.  A SPECIAL 
THANK YOU to the Scrip Committee 
for all their volunteer hours.  It takes a 
lot of time and sales to make $1,000.  To 
make $1,000 at 5%, $20,000 of Scrip 
must be sold.  Thanks to all who pur-
chase Scrip. 

The Ministry Budget Balance Sheet for 
September 2009 was reviewed. The total 
Ministry Budget for 2009 is $326,609. 
Ministry giving at the end of September 
2009 is $132,559.25, which is short 
$20,364.25 of the budgeted amount of  

$152,923.50.  A special gift of $10,000 
was received this year and 
$3,996.79,from previous years expenses 
not used for pensions, totaling 
$13,996.79, has been used for the cur-
rent Ministry Budget. 

Our budgeted expenses are down by 
$34,990.84. This year, to date 
(September 30, 2009), we have used 
$18,000 of bequeathed funds ($18,000. 
budgeted for the year).  Balance sheet 
interest or principal was also budgeted 
($71,859.00) to meet our monthly obli-
gations.  To Date, September 30, 2009, 
we have used $28,000.  The Ministry 
Budget has used a total of $59,996.79 
of bequeathed funds, special gifts, 
previous years expense allocated (not 
used) and balance sheet interest and 
principal.

LAMININ: Look it up or Google it. 

A doctor-friend wrote:  

A couple of days ago I was running (I use 
that term very loosely) on my treadmill, 
watching a DVD sermon by Louie Gig-
lio...and I was BLOWN AWAY! I want to 
share what I learned....but I fear not being 
able to convey it as well as I want. I will 
share anyway. 

He (Louie) was talking about how incon-
ceivably BIG our God is...how He spoke the 
universe into being...how He breathes stars 
out of His mouth that are huge raging balls 
of fire...etc. etc.  Then he went on to speak 
of how this star-breathing, universe creating 
God ALSO knitted our human bodies to-
gether with amazing detail and wonder.  At 
this point I am LOVING it (fascinating 
from a medical standpoint, you 
know.) ....and I was remembering how I was 
constantly amazed during medical school as 
I learned more and more about God's handi-
work.  I remember so many times think-
ing....'How can ANYONE deny that a Crea-
tor did all of this???' 

Louie went on to talk about how we can 
trust that the God who created all this, also 
has the power to hold it all together when 
things seem to be falling apart...how our lov-
ing Creator is also our sustainer. 

And then I lost my breath.  And it wasn't 
because I was running my treadmill, either!!!  
It was because he started talking about 
laminin. 

I knew about laminin. Here is how wikipedia 
describes them: 'Laminins are a family of 
proteins that are an integral part of the struc-
tural scaffolding of basement membranes in 
almost every animal tissue.' You 
see....laminins are what hold us to-
gether ....LITERALLY.
