All that is left in the chamber (where the 
pipes are) are the pipes that we are    
reusing. Each one of the pipes (about 
400) has to be measured and sized so 
that they fit on the new wind chests 
(where the pipes sit on top of).

The 
new oboe rank and trumpet extension 
for the pedal division are ready to go as 
well. Not to mention our cute little   
zimbelstern (the bells) are ready to go 
also.

I 
will put some diagrams up with some of 
the terminology so that you know      
exactly what is going on along with      
pictures of the dismantling process. If 
you have any questions or want a tour 
of what is going on with the organ, 
please donõt hesitate to ask me.
