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FROM THE INTERIM PASTOR
Dear Friends in Christ,

As Easter people we learn who we are in the stories of Scripture heard again
and renewed in a community of faith.  Rarely do we have the opportunity to share
our stories in small or large groups.  This Easter season you are invited to do both
on our parish history day, April 17 th, and in homes around our parish.

Christian educator, John Westerhoff reminds us that our identity is
dependent on having a story that tells us who we are.  How do we understand life’s
meaning and purpose unless we have a story that tells us truths about what the
world is like and where we are going?  People of faith are people with a story, a
common memory and vision.  Our rituals and symbols are expressive of our
memory and vision. Finally, we are called to have a life together that witnesses our
memory and vision.

As Stanley Hauerwas writes, we require a true story. By learning our part in
Christ’s story, we claim to have a narrative that can provide the basis for a self
appropriate to the unresolved and often tragic conflicts of this existence.  The unity
of self or community is not gained by attaining a universal point of view, but by
living a narrative that does not betray the diversity of our existence. In our own
day and in the story of St. Andrew’s living out her narrative in recent years, we find
a community working hard to stay faithful to such convictions, sometimes falling
short but always moving forward.  We are called, however, to remember always
that we are who we are through the gift of a loving God.

This Eastertide, take time to recall these words of an old Shaker hymn:

Gospel kindred how I love thee!
Tongue nor pen can never say
All feelings of affection
Growing stronger day by day.

Together we travel with the gospel
And bow down to what is true
And tell the world that Christ our Savior
Is creating things anew.
