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Dear Archbishop Williams,

We are writing to you as the Presiding Officers of the two Houses of The General
Convention of The Episcopal Church. As your friends in Christ, we remain deeply grateful tc
you for your gracious presence among us recently during our 76th General Convention |
Anaheim.

Asyou know, The General Convention voted this week to adopt Resolution D025,
“Commitment and Witness to the Anglican Communion” - a multilayered resolution that
addresses arange ofimportantissues in the life of The Episcopal Church that clearly ha
implications for our relationships within the Anglican Communion.

Because this action is already being variously interpreted by differentindividuals anc
groups, we want to offer our perspective to you with the hope that some background, contes
and information will be helpfulin understanding this action of our General Convention. Ifyou
have not already had an opportunity to read it, a copy of the resolution is attached.

We understand Resolution D025 to be more descriptive than prescriptive in nature
a statement that reaffirms commitments already made by The Episcopal Church and th
acknowledges certainrealities of our common life. Nothing in the Resolution goes beyond wh:
has already been provided under our Constitution and Canons for many years. Inreading t
resolution, you will note its key points, that:

+Our Churchis deeply and genuinely committed to our relationships in the Anglican

Communion;

+We recognize the contributions gay and lesbian Christians, members of our Churc

both lay and ordained, have made and continue to make to our common life and

ministry; .



+ Our Church can and does bear witness to the fact that many of our gay and lesbian brothers and sisters i

faithful, monogamous, lifelong and life-giving committed relationships;

+ While ordinationis nota “right” guaranteed to any individual, access to our Church’s discernmentand ordinatic

processis opento all baptized members according to our Constitution and Canons; and

+Members of The Episcopal Church do, in fact, disagree faithfully and conscientiously about issues of human

sexuality.

Itisimportantto understand the process through which this Resolution came into being.

In 2006, the 75th General Convention adopted Resolution BO33 which “called upon Standing Committees a
Bishops with jurisdiction to exercise restraint by not consenting to the consecration of any candidate to the episcopate w
manner of life presents a challenge to the wider Church and will lead to further strains on communion.”

While adoption of that resolution was offered with a genuine desire “to embrace The Windsor Report’sinvitationto enge
inaprocess of healing and reconciliation” within the Anglican Communion, ithas also been a source of strain within the |
of our own Church.

This year at least sixteen resolutions were submitted asking the 76th General Convention to take further ac
regarding BO33. These resolutions fellinto three categories—those calling for the repeal of BO33; those restating or see
to strengthen our Church’s nondiscrimination Canons; and those stating where The Episcopal Churchistoday. Fromt
options, our General Convention chose the third—along with reaffirming our commitments to the Anglican Communiol
with the hope that such authenticity would contribute to deeper conversation in these matters.

The complex and deliberative nature of our legislative process involving bishops, lay deputies, and clerical depu
prevents the General Convention from acting rashly. However, itdoes lead eventually to a profound consensus. Somet
this consensus takes years to achieve. As Resolution D025 itself states, we are still not all of one mind. Passage c
Resolution represents another stepin a conversation that began with the 65th General Conventionin 1976 which state
homosexual persons are “children of God and have a full and equal claim with all other persons upon the love, accepte
and pastoral concern and care of the Church.” The discussion of these issues has continued consistently through «
General Convention for the past thirty-three years, and we understand it to be an important contribution to the lister
process invited by the successive Lambeth Conferences of 1978, 1988, and 1998.

Some are concerned thatthe adoption of Resolution D025 has effectively repealed Resolution BO33. Thatis
the case. This General Convention has not repealed Resolution BO33. It remains to be seen how Resolution BO33 w
understood and interpreted in light of Resolution D025.

Some within our Church may understand Resolution D025 to give Standing Committees (made up of elected cle
and laity) and Bishops with jurisdiction more latitude in consenting to episcopal elections. Others, in light of Resolution BO:
willnot. In either case, we trust that the Bishops and Standing Committees of The Episcopal Church will continue to exer
prayerful discernmentin making such decisions, mindful and appreciative of our relationships in the Anglican Communi

In adopting this Resolution, itis not our desire to give offense. We remain keenly aware of the concerns a
sensibilities of our brothers and sistersin other Churches across the Communion. We believe also that the honesty refl
inthisresolution is essential ifindeed we are to live into the deep communion that we all profess and earnestly desire

Please know that we continue to hold you in our prayers even as we invite yours for us.

Living Ubuntu: feast day of William White

The Most Rev. Katharine Jefferts Schori, Presiding Bishop and Primate

We've heard lots of words these last 11 days. We’'ve used those words to make policy, to claim
our missionary heartbeat, to bind ourselves in solidarity with the least, the lost, and the left out.

Some of us have even had to eat our words — unexpected things have happened, we’ve made
mistakes, and we may even have misused our words. We have eaten Word, sacramental word becoming
flesh in us, that our words might come closer to that original Word.

We keep coming back to where we started, as Eliot put it, we arrive at the place where we started,
and know it for the first time.

Jeremiah speaks the word of God: “Now | have put my words in your mouth. See, today | appoint
you over nations and over kingdoms, to pluck up and to pull down, to destroy and to overthrow, to build
and to plant.” We are having words again.

Our words have gone to build up and to plant, in compassion for human beings within and beyond
this church. Our words have also focused on plucking up and pulling down injustice, destroying and
overthrowing systems that oppress, from the union demonstration on Tuesday to resolutions that
challenge us about continued racism and discrimination.

Words have also reconciled — I've watched my brother and sister bishops struggle to craft words that
would draw others in, rather than shut them out.

The prophet is appointed to speak words to nations and kingdoms, to challenge and critique the
enormities of power, and to nourish and encourage the despairing. Jeremiah spoke to a people struggling
with leadership, who remembered their centuries old controversy over having kings.

William White did something similar, with a people just as divided over the idea of bishops. In White’s
case it was the northern Anglicans and the southern ones, and the passion had a lot to do with their fears
about monarchical power and its misuse. The Anglican Communion is in a dither like that right now:
do we need more centralized authority, or do we need to honor the gifts and voices of every member of
our churches?

Our budget decisions at this Convention have challenged us to move from more centrally authorized
mission toward more local mission support. Indeed, how do our structures serve God’s mission?

We remember William White not just because he presided at the first Convention, but, as the collect
says, because of his gifts of “wisdom, patience, and areconciling temper.” Not long ago, the rector of the
church in Philadelphia where William White is buried wrote me to say that White isn’t “just another DWM
clogging up the calendar.”

DWM, referring to his status in the church triumphant, his family name, among other things, and
the gender he shares with the majority of figures on the calendar. But his gift of a reconciling temper
is the kind of word | want to leave with you. White modeled the gift of Anglicanism — holding together
in tension polarities that some are eager to resolve. He was a master of “both/and” thinking and living.
He had the audacity to change his mind — you only have to compare his early writings with his later ones
to see how far he moved in his understanding of what this Church might become. His both/and thinking
is the kind of tension that keeps our hearts pumping and mission thriving. It's also the kind of tension
thatdrives some of us crazy —what's more important—justice or mercy? Inclusion or orthodoxy? Ministry
grounded in bishops or in baptism? Most of those polarities are false choices. The long view says that
if we insist on resolving the tension we’ll miss a gift of the spirit, for truth is always larger than one end
of the polarity. Tension is where the spirit speaks. Truth has something to do with that ongoing work
of the spirit, and it can only breathe in living beings capable of change and growth.
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Jesus is prodding Simon Peter into that kind of tension when he asks him if he loves him more than
these. Do you love me? Do you really love me? Can | trust that you love me? Then go out there and
feed my sheep! What are the lesser loves, what does Jesus mean when he asks if Peter loves him more
than these? Does he mean the other disciples? The fish they’'ve just had for breakfast? The vocation
of fishing? Or maybe the whole package? Whatever itis, it has to move into the background if Peter is
going to feed and tend the flock. Around here I think it has something to do with how right we think
we are. What or who are we more in love with, than Jesus? The job is to feed the sheep. Nothing else
mattersawholelot. AndJesusisclearthatit’snotjustthe flockrightinfrontofus. There are otherhungry
sheep that we don’t see every day, which is one reason for many shepherds. We may all be sheep, but
we all also share in the work of shepherds. How will the work that’s been done in this gathering feed
the sheep that you see week by week? These resolutions only have life as they’re implemented around
this Church, in French, in Tagalog, in Viethamese, in Hmong, Lakota, Spanish or English. Your job is
to go home and help this work we’ve done become food in your own context. Atleastin partit's a work
of interpreting. You will have to bring digestible food, and tell the story of this Convention, in ways that
your local sheep and shepherds can understand. Thatis anactoflove. What or whom will you love most
inthe process? Will you love Jesus more inthe telling? What you've learned here about Public Narrative
may help your work of feeding your neighborhood sheep. The food you have to offer has to be digestible
and attractive — it needs to be good news, if you're going to tend the sheep around you. Going home
with alist of complaints, or full of anger about what you wanted that didn’t pass, is only going to generate
indigestion. That is not an act of love. Sure, every flock finds a few noxious weeds in the pasture, but
healthy sheep learn to how to avoid them. Tending the sheep means leading them to good pasture, and
caring that they might grow. What food will you take?

Even more, the work we share is how to let the Word, the sacramental Word we receive here, become
sustenance for those we meet—how does Word become hope, how does it fill stomachs as well as hearts,
how can it strengthen the heartbeat of this Church? We’re going out there to be that nourishing word.
Speak aword of peace and healing to a world desperately in need of it. Become what you eat here today,
and feed the world, tend the flock, feed all of God’s sheep.

Parish History Part 11
In the late 1950s and '60s,

the new parish had outgrown its
facilities. The parish boughtthe two houses nextto
the parish property on Victoria Drive to house the
rector and an assistant. (Those houses were later
sold as the clergy sought their own properties).

Overflowing church Sunday school and
crowded seating for congregation and choir led to
the enlargementofthe sanctuarytoits presentsize.
One can see where the widening and lengthening
took place. Also the construction of Moody Hall (the
Fireside Room and classrooms) took place.

There were differences of opinion about the
worship services and style. The priest, who was
vicar of the mission church and became the rector
of the new parish, was an Englishman of Anglo-
catholic persuasion. He added to the prayer book
services, read from unfamiliar bible translations,
wanted to be addressed as “father” rather than
“mister” by acongregation, whichhad notused that
title. When he decided to move along to Australia his
replacement was the Rev. Carl Smith, a former
Congregational minister, who had been accepted
into the Episcopal priesthood. He returned to the
traditional prayer book services and brought his
substantial family tothe parish as growth continued.

The difference of opinion about
"churchmanship" led to the departure of perhaps a
dozen families to form a new mission in Placentia,
Blessed Sacrament church. But notwithstanding,
the parish continued to grow and there was a
movementto startanew missionto belocatedinW.
Fullerton, thus enlarging the Episcopal presence in
the area and taking some of the pressure off of St.
Andrew’s facilities.

The new mission had the support of the
rector and vestry of St. Andrew’s, including some

financial assistance. The Rev. Wesley Havermale,

Dean of the area, came to the Fullerton YMCA
building chapel for Sunday services withabout 40
families, some who had moved to Emmanuel mis-
sion; some newtothe church. Growthovertimeled

to afull time vicar and eventually to the purchase of

property on W. Valencia Mesa Dr. and later a new
building program there.

Meanwhile St. Andrew’s reached a new peak
ofmembership andthenachange of clergy withthe
Rev. Charles Wiedemann as rector. Regionally,
there were new missions in E. Whittier/La Habra,
briefly in Brea and La Mirada (unable to
sustain themselves) and later in Buena Park.

In its interesting geographical makeup,
today’s St. Andrew’s draws its congregation from a
wide variety of other areas besides Fullerton. These
include over 100 households in Orange, Los Ange-
lesand Riverside counties, aswellas Fullerton. The
parish thus survives in a national church and a
diocese with shrinking Episcopal populations.
