Advent and Christmas Pe?

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Bishop Bruno Issues a Statement on the Passage of Proposition 8

Bishop J. Jon Bruno of the Diocese of Los Angeles issued a statement on November 5 concerning
the passage of Proposition 8, the California ballot initiative that amends the state constitution to define
marriage as only the union of a man and a woman, therefore outlawing gay or lesbian marriage.

Bruno, along with Bishop Suffragan Chester Talton and Bishops Assistant Sergio Carranza and
Robert Anderson, joined bishops of the six Episcopal dioceses of California in publicly opposing the
measure.

Text of the bishop’s statement follows:

| call upon Californians who supported Proposition 8 to make an honest and dedicated effort to
learn more about the lives and experiences of lesbian and gay humanity whose constitutional rights are
unfairly targeted by thismeasure. Look carefully at scriptural interpretations, and remember thatthe Bible
was once used to justify slavery, among other forms of oppression.

It is important that we understand that we are a state that lives with freedom of religion - and
freedom from religious oppression. In my view, and in that of many Episcopalians, Proposition 8 is a
lamentable expression of fear-based discrimination that attemptsto deny the constitutional rights of some
Californians on the basis of sexual orientation. It is only a matter of time before its narrow constraints
are ultimately nullified by the courts and our citizens’ own increasing knowledge about the diversity of
God'’s creation.

Too oftenthe roadto justice is made deeply painful by setbacks such as Proposition 8, which nearly
half of California voters rejected. But as our new President-elect has said, “...let us summon a new spirit
of patriotism; of service and responsibility where each of us resolves to pitch in and work harder and look
after not only ourselves, but each other.”

Parish History Part 6

[Many thanks to our
Parish historian, Warren

World War Il had its effects on St. Andrew’s
as on most Fullerton churches. Dr. Thomas Quine
and his wife Annie, both British, were returning
from a visit to England when the ship on which
they traveled was sunk by a German submarine.
Mrs. Quine was lost at sea. The large number of
Canadian and British connected families led to close
connections to the war prior to Pearl Harbor. Bob
Fraser joined the Royal Canadian Air Force, Bill
Merriam went into flight training in the U.S. Air
Corps and was later killed in action. After Pearl
Harbor some were draftedintothe armywhile others
enlisted, among them Bob Stevenson and Thomas
Funnell. Younger fellows, who were college stu-
dents, tended to join reserve programs and enter
active duty when their programs called them up.
Among these were Harold Kelly, Bob Updyke,
WarrenBowen, Art Yarboroughand Fred Handsfield.

Gladys Bowen headed the Fullerton Red
Cross Canteen Corps which served service men and
women who passed through Fullerton by train.
Some men and “Rosie the Riveter” women found
employmentinthe defenseindustry plantsin Downey
or Long Beach. Norman Lombard served on the
draft board while City Councilman Carl Bowen
worked on the local Civil Defense unit. Some
parishioners were evening “air raid wardens”, mak-
ing sure that lights were not showing from home
windows. Vicar William Tuttle Lewis tried to enlist
as a chaplain was unable to pass the physical
examinations.

After the war, the congregation grew as new
families settled in North Orange County and the
small sanctuary was unable to comfortably handle
the Sunday attendance. Meetings were held to
consider what was next. Some wanted to join with
St Michael’s, Anaheim, in building a joint venture
betweenthe two city centers, near Lemon (Harvard
Ave. in Fullerton) and Orange. Wiser heads pre-

vailed. Parishioner Tom Yeats, a local manufac-
turer, had connections with developers who

planned new housing just east of Raymond Ave.
and E. Chapman. Victoriadrive wasto be placed on
anew corner. Anorange grove was to come out for

houses. The wedge shaped lot bounded by the
“barranca” and Victoria was deemed unsuited for
housing. Yeats, assisted by Parishioner and realtor
Katherine Yarborough presented the owners, the
Rollins family, a plan to consider a gift to the

church. The attendant tax benefits made it

practical and the arrangements were made with

consent of the Diocese. (St. Andrew’s was a mis-
sion.) Across Chapman Ave. was alarge parking lot
to serve the newly built Alpha Beta market and a

restaurant. This could be used for church parking.

(Later the church bought a piece of the remaining

land on Victoria Drive for on-sight parking and two

houses for clergy residences.)

The vicar at this time was the
Reverend Lawrence Mann, an Englishman and
Anglo-Catholic. He found architects to work on
plans for the anticipated buildings. There was
insistence thatthe sanctuary, notyetdesigned, must
have the altar end at the east so, as plans pro-
gressed, the sanctuarywas laid outnextto Chapman
Ave. to accommodate that idea.

Next time...building plans proceed and new
families come on the scene.
