       At this time of year, as both the secular and the church
years end and new ones begin, I look back and then,
forward. Change is not easy for me…I like the familiar, I
like to put down roots, I rail against new things. But as
much as I hate change, I realize that change is necessary
and part of staying alive. If we don’t change we cannot
continue to live. Every day cells have to die so new, better
ones can grow. Not only in my life, but also in the life of
this parish, old ways must give way to new ones.

As you read this message, the parish surveys have been completed. The
results will be tabulated and reviewed by the Survey Committee, and the findings
will be analyzed. The findings will be used in the Parish Profile and will provide
guidelines for the search committee as it begins to look for a new rector for this
church.

In the meantime, four new members must be nominated and elected to
the Vestry. A nominating committee (three Vestry members, an ECW represen-
tative, and a rep from the Brotherhood of St. Andrew) will be looking for people
who can serve on the Vestry.

Because we are Vestry members in time of transition we seem to have two
parallel workloads. First we do the work that the Vestry normally does: run the
parish (handle the church’s finances, maintain the church buildings, and
communicate with the people); but now that our full time rector has retired, we
have additional work to do. We have had to make sure the church office runs
smoothly, that parishioners’ pastoral needs are met, that the buildings are
maintained, and that there is a priest in place every Sunday. We had to hire a new
parish administrator in the spring, and lately we have called an interim priest to
help us through this time of transition.

Now that we have hired an interim rector, the Vestry can now concentrate
on its task of running the parish and finding a new permanent rector while the
interim priest will take care of the sacramental and pastoral needs of this church.
But he will also help our parish discover our identity, what we dream of being,
how to do it without Fr. Mark and help us prepare for the coming of the next rector.
The Church had it right: in all things, humans need time to prepare for the coming
of something new. In all things we need an Advent to prepare for the coming of
Christmas.

A committee has been writing a Parish Profile which will delineate the kind
of rector we need and want. We have written parts of the profile, but now we will
use what we learn from the survey to add to our profile. The surveys will help
the Profile Committee learn about the parish’s needs and what parishioners want
to happen in our parish. I like to think of the Profile as a job description for potential
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rectors and for us parishioners (the company) as well.
After our Profile is complete, the Vestry will determine how to hire a new rector. Will we ask the

Bishop to appoint a rector for us or will we search and call the rector ourselves? If we decide to search
for ourselves, will we have a nationwide search or a local (diocesan or statewide) search?

In the new year, the Vestry will form a Search Committee. First, we must decide on its size and
how to select the committee members. But once the Search Committee is formed, it will begin the task
of finding candidates, meeting them, interviewing them and/or seeing them in their current parishes; and
after all of this, it will recommend to the Vestry a suitable new rector for St. Andrew’s. The task before
the Vestry and the Parish is enormous, but not daunting …

O Jesus, I have promised to serve thee to the end;
