Rector’'s Reportto the Parish atthe 2009 Annual Meeti
January 25th:

Electedto the Vestry were Margie Bangs, Steve Lindsa
Richard Speck, and Joyce Wills. Electedtothe EndowmentF

Comments on 2008 finances and 2009 Budge¥luch of
our assets are not spendable, being in the form of land and builg
andfurnishings. Plazafinances: We are paying back the mone
borrowed from parish funds as pledges are redeemed. We're ¢
done!
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Budgetfor 2009. The Parish Treasurer will go over our projected expenses in
some detail later inthis meeting. May I comment briefly?

1) We have had about a 10% fallin donated income from lastyear. Inafinancially
difficultand frightening year for financial markets, we can count ourselves lucky, | suppose.
Butitis stilla challenge to operate our parish properly. The Vestry, asthe body respon-
sible for our finances, may ask usto re-visit our commitments later inthe year. The budge
isunbalanced with about a 2% shortfall in projected income. Butwe feelthatwe cantrust
ourselvesto meetthe actual expenses of our parish.

2) Parish salaries have remained the same as last year, as we have attempted to
control expenses.

3) We have reluctantly cut back on some program funds, only because we had to
make cuts somewhere in order to bring our expenses in line with ourincome.

4) Because ofthe fall in the value of our stock market investments, we were not
able to re-build the parking lotin 2008 as we had hoped to do. Because the surface is
badly deteriorating, we wantto do a much less expensive re-surfacing this year.

Bequest: Those wonderful sisters, Trudy and Blanche McDowell, willed one sixth
of their estate to our parish. We received about $58,000, thanks to their generosity. We
were able to do some things we otherwise would not have been able to afford. These are

+ replacedthe aging (1954 vintage) locks on our parish buildings with new, much
more secure locks.

+ air conditioned three Sunday School rooms so our kids will be comfortable in
summertime.

+ bought a computer-controlled carillon which chimes the hours from 8:00 AMM
to 6:00 PM.

+ boughtanew sign for the lawn advertising our parish’s presence.

+ we will be able to pay for the re-surfacing of the parking lot (not re-building,
which will have to be done in another 4 or 5 years).

+ will still be able to deposit about $21,000 into the Endowment Fund, which will
keep on benefiting the parish into the future.

Those ladies really did a good deed for our parish. We thank them from the
bottom or our hearts and cor2nmend their good example to each of us in our estate plannir
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_ Deacon at Saint Andrew’s: Bishop Bruno had considered placing a deacon at St Andrew’s in
' the summer of 2008, but he did not follow through on that possibility. |think he ran out of deacons
‘before he gotto our parish.

The Endowment Fund: The outreach tithe of the 2007 income was given in three equal parts in
December 2008to 1) our parish soup kitchen, 2) Fullerton Interfaith Emergency Service, and 3) Kairos, a prison
ministry. The reportin Yellow Book on pages 5-6 indicates that we earned some $17,000 thisyear. 10% of that
income will be givento outreach. The remainder will be added to the earnings of previous years for a total available
the Vestry for major expenses of about $61,000. The Vestry has tentatively decided to use this money and any inc:
inthe next few years for the expenses of searching for arector. Please hear my usual plea when we think about the
Endowment Fund. Itisamajorresource ofthe parishforlarge, non-budgeted expenses (such as church roofs, fen
afire alarm system, arector’s search). Itsincome cannotreplace ourindividual commitments of time, talent, and
treasure to keep our parish running. Yourand my yearly support of our parish allows us to pay our bills and operatir
expenses. Ifwe startusing endowmentfor those purposes, we are destroying the financial security of our parish at
we are not meeting our responsibilities as contributing members of Christ’s church.

New columbariuminstallation: Itwas completedinthe summer. Itgreatly enhances the north transept.

Cellphone tower: T-Mobile has installed a cell phone tower on our property for amonthly rental of $1,500.
Thiswillhelp agreat deal with parish expenses butis no replacement for our own financial commitment.

Changing the Articles of Incorporation of our Parish: In response to a request from the diocese, we voted
atour 2008 annual meeting to amend our Articles of Incorporation as a California not-for-profit corporation. Thiswa
to make clear that our parish property belongsto the larger church and cannot be taken if the congregation should
decide to leave the Episcopal Church. The proposed Articles that we submitted were rejected by the California Se
tary of State as contravening California state law in certain aspects. So our Articles were notchanged and the 195.
Articles stillgovernus. Therecentdecision by the California Supreme Court makes clear that property belongsto tt
general church, notto the local congregation.

Our accounting programbecame corrupted and crashed in late 2007 and early 2008. With the help of
backups, ittook about six months to get it operating again. Greatthanks to Jack Reynolds for dedication over and
above the call of duty.

Our parish website is being re-designed and spiffed up/Ve want it to be an attraction to our parish,
bringing the curious into experience worship with us.We are placing more and new advertising in local newspapers,
including the student paper at Cal State.

Staff changesJobi Harrell-Marquardt and her family moved to Pasadena and so Jobi tendered her resignati
as our Sunday School director after five years of dedicated work. No less dedicated is Jessica Lowerre who hast
overthat position.

Parish Worship: In2008 we had 103 Sunday holy communions, 82 weekday holy communions, 66 home
or sick communions, 45 weekday morning prayer services, 4 marriages, 11 funerals, 6 baptisms, and 76 miscellane
services. Our total attendance was 15,405, about 2,400 less than 2007, but some 600 more than 2006. | wish o
attendance could have been better, butl guessin a period of social unrest and division within American culture, we |
have to be content with what we have —for now. Butyou and I musttake responsibility for bringing new people into
our parish, fortheirown good. For Episcopal spirituality is the healthiest Christian spirituality that | know of; itisa gre:
treasure we have to offer our spiritually hungry neighbors.

Miscellaneous Remarks:There are those who find our mixture of traditional theology and inclusive fellowship
attractive, butthere are stilltoo many empty spots in our pews. We need to do a better job of inviting others to shai
this wonderful treasure thatis our Episcopal Church. Darla Adamson has continued her able ministry of parishadm
trator and de facto finance clerk in 2008; she will retire at the end of May this year, so the Vestry will be searching fc
new parish administrator. Our Treasurer, Dave Peterson, has also done an outstanding job and we thank him hear
No less the Vestry —all who give of their time and talent to make our church possible. There are justtoo many to
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enumerate each one. Your parish exists only because we all take responsibility for the work of the parish.
In closingthis part of my report, just a reminder of what we are here for, what a church is all about:

1) tocreate aninclusive fellowship based onlove;

2) toacceptand renew our commitmentto God in Jesus Christas the Lord of our lives;

3) toopen ourselvesto our God inregular worship together;

4) toeducate ourselvesinthe matters of God;

5) toserve the world God has made and of which he has appointed us stewards.

The Senior and Junior Wardens presented their reports.

The Treasurerreported on our 2008 income and expenditures; we were fortunate to end with a slight surplu
forthe year. The Treasurer and the Senior Warden then presented the budget for 2009. Itis unbalance by about
$25,000, which we hope to make up during this coming year. We project expenses of $358,670 and income of
$335,698.

Transition Committee Report: Looking to my eventual retirement, the Vestry established a Transition
Committee in 2007 which continued its work in 2008 under the able chairmanship of Craig Scott. Inthe Blue Book,
pages 1-9isthe Transition Committee’s full reportto the Vestry. Copies are available inthe Parish Office if you wist

read the report.

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St. Andrew's Beginnings

[Many thanks to our Parish historian, Warren
Bowen for this continuing chronicle of our Parish.
The April 2008 Messenger, Part 1, dealt with the
inception of the church as a mission, beginning in
1917 through 1921. Part 2 in the May 2008 issue
was about the building of the first church building
—1922. Part 3 told us about the church building on
West Amerige and the calling of the priest. Part 4,
in August 2008, we learned about becoming a part
ofthe Los Angeles Diocese and the strugglesto build
and finance a church during the depression years.

Our Parish History Part 5

This month we will put aside the buildings
and property aspects of St. Andrew’s story and
concentrate on the clergy who have served us over
the years.

Our respected and beloved rector Fr. Mark
Shier has been with us since 1977, far the longest
period of service and leadership in the history of the
parish. Some wags have explained his energy
and wide interests as “being unburdened by ‘the
rector'swife™. Atvarioustimes he hashad assistants
on part or fulltime basis. Mostrecently we remem-
ber The Rev. John Taylor was an active layman and
pursued his theological education while a St.
Andrew’s parishioner. Others assisting have
been Michael Griffith, who served during one of
Mark’s sabbaticals and beyond, did a grand job of
home visits and working with the Youth Group,
started the first “Soup Kitchen” program which
continues to serve the community as an outreach
program.

For a brief period, Susan Purnell assisted
before moving on to a mission church. Carol
Snyder came to us out of Emmanuel Church with
her sense of humor and wise council before
moving on to become the first woman rector in the
L.A. Diocese at St. Stephen’s, Whittier
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Fr. Mark’s predecessor and mentor was the
widely respected Charles “Fr. Chuck” Wiedeman,
1968-77, who led the parish in substantial growth
toits largest size in number of parishioners before
moving on to another church in Malibu.

Prior to that, the rector was Carl Smith,
a personable former Congregational Church minis-
ter who became a priest before coming here and
servedfrom 1955-68. Histenure at St. Andrew’s was
marked by the period of rapid growth as Fullerton
more than doubled in population. His substantial
family of wife Grace and three sons, set a tone of
stability and church school growth of major
proportions and restored amore traditional style to
the worship.

Before Mr. Smith, the rectorwas Fr.Laurence
Mann who was in fact the first rector of the Parish
as we moved from Mission status. Mann was an
Englishmanwho had servedthe churchin So. Africa
before coming to the LA Diocese and being sent to
St. Andrew’s by the bishop. His worship style
was Anglo-catholic which pleased many but was
controversial among others. The mission church
of St. Andrew felt that it should be accorded parish
status but the bishop said not until you have been
a fully self supporting mission of at least a year.
That happened. It was during this period that the
church location and original buildings on E.
Chapman Ave. happened. (We will return to the
building matters in a later chapter.)

Preceding Fr. Mann, the vicar was the gre-
garious Ralph Pease. The buildings were stillonW.
Amerige Ave., and had a constant overflow prob-
lem, seating only about sixty people in the sanctu-
ary. Thisledtoabustlingchurch schoolwithits own
worship service in the parish hall. After being
moved to another mission, and later retirement, Mr.
Peasereturned asaparttime assistantto Mr. Smith.

There was a short period of leadership with
a Fr. Hill, a somewhat reclusive individual of whom
little is known. But before him we were blessed
with Mr. Softley who amazingly was able to concur-
rently be vicar of Trinity Church in Orange and St.
Andrew’s! This meant at least a round trip every
Sunday and frequently more as he was great on
youth activities and often brought his daughters to



Sunday evening gatherings. He also established a
thriving Men’s Club which greatly invigorated the
mission church and its ability to meet its budget.

Thevicar from 1937 for atwelve year period
was Wm. Tuttle "Bill” Lewis, a youthful man with a
young family. He had grown up in Whittier where
his father was the rector. Lewis served faithfully
the small congregation in atown of less that 10,000
people. Eventhen, as now, many of the congrega-
tion came from surrounding smalltowns. Mr.Lewis
had ongoing health problems and though he held
on during the WWII period, he was eventually
forced to retire and lived a short life.

He had succeeded avicarwho has beenoften
credited with making St, Andrew’s a viable entity in
the Diocese. An Englishman who had become
thoroughly Americanized, he nonetheless searched
out families with Canadian and British roots and
broughtthemintothelocal churchusing eventslike
card parties, holiday gatherings and bazaarsto keep
people involved and bring others in the community
around in the severe depression days of the early
'30s.

In an earlier Messenger we mentioned the
first clergy, Percy Clarkson and Norman Stephens,
who must be recognized as planting St, Andrew’s
and cultivating its early years from 1922-28.
