From The Rector

I’m writing this letter the day after our Tuesday night class on how
we govern ourselves as the Episcopal Church, General Convention, and
the issues that will come before this General Convention in July.  Putting
together the materials for that class reinforced once again my admiration
for our Episcopal Church and its governance.  A recap:

At the end of the Revolutionary War, the Church of England in the
former colonies was in disarray.  Many priests were lost to Canada and
England because at ordination they had taken a legally required oath of allegiance to the King
of England.  Some clergy were able to justify changing their allegiance to their home
communities and remained in the new nation.  There was a great deal of discussion as to what
form this newly independent church in a newly independent nation would take.

Eventually it was decided to keep the two thousand year old ministry of bishops as the
center point of church administration, but to circumscribe their power so as to avoid the abuses
of the “prince bishops” of England and Europe.  The bishops would be allowed to act only in
concert with the laity and priests of the church. 

So was crafted our present governing form.  A General Convention meets every three
years to transact the business of the church.  It has two legislative houses, a House of Deputies
and a House of Bishops and legislation must pass both houses to become law for the church
(remind you of the Senate and House of Representatives of Congress?).  Every bishop is a
member of the House of Bishops.  Every diocese, irrespective of size, elects four lay persons
and four “lower clergy” (priests and deacons) to represent the diocese.  Resolutions express
the mind of our church and canon laws are passed to regulate our life together, and, to repeat,
must be passed by both Houses.  Thus, our church has a very strong role for the laity.  They
far outnumber the bishops.  When you add in the “lower clergy,” who think much more like lay
folks than bishops, we have a situation very like the early church where the people as a whole
decide how they go about being community.

This crucial and necessary role of the laity in our Episcopal Church in the USA is not
well understood in other national Anglican churches around the world.  Those daughter
churches of the British Empire’s Church of England followed more closely the English pattern
of bishops being independent and, dare we say, monarchical.  Whatever the bishop wants the
bishop gets (remember the song from Damn Yankees “Whatever Lola wants Lola gets”?). 
Whenever these other nations’ bishops ask/require our bishops to (fill in the blank), they do not
understand when our bishops say that they cannot do that without consulting the laity and getting
their consent in General Convention.  Hence, the pulling and hauling that we read about in our
news media. 

And speaking of the media, be wary of what you read in the newspapers and see on
TV.  Conflict sells newspapers and advertising, so that is what they feature.  It is biased
reporting in the sense that the un-newsworthy stuff (such as poverty, hunger, armaments,
famine, health, the environment) doesn’t get reported because they’re not “sexy” enough for
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the news media.  Our church is about far more than sex, either homo or hetero.
Some of the issues that will come before this General Convention are: budget, support for the military and veterans,

church communications, Sudan and Darfur, torture, human rights, fighting diseases, the environment, increasing church
membership, national health initiatives, same sex unions, church music, etc. (over 300 resolutions and counting).  Tracy
Wood has prepared an excellent summary of these issues and a copy may be had by emailing a request to
saintandrewsfull@att.net .  (Our diocesan newspaper, the Episcopal News, will have an edition on the results of General
Convention.)

       When summer comes
around, churches often bite their
nails, wondering if income will

meet the budget.  A word of thanks to all those who have
served as treasurer, including Fred Turk, Dave Peterson
and the others!
       A look back at some of the history of parish
finances is interesting though maybe not rivetingly so to
the younger generations.
       We know that in the earlier years of the mission and
money had a different significance.  When bread was 7c
a loaf, gasoline 13c a gallon, and a Coke or Pepsi 5c (Pepsi
was twice the bottle size of coke!), church budgets were
in keeping with the times but often painfully edgy.
       To give an idea of the financial picture of the
depression era of the 1930s, the Diocese of Los Angeles
reported these figures:  the Bishop’s salary was $8,000
per annum; the suffragan Bishop’s, $6000.  At the
Diocesan office the treasurer earned $1500, the conven-
tion expense was $350.  There was no diocesan
secretary, but an “assistant secretary” was paid $300
per yr.
       St. Andrew’s mission church was expected to pay
$1007 for the year to the diocese (the diocese was
ultimately responsible for missions’ existence and
survival) while big city parishes like Beverly Hills paid
$6696; All Saints, Pasadena (the largest parish of all),
$23,445.
       Backing up a few years to 1924, the new mission
of St. Andrew had a total offering for the year of
$1457.31.
       In 1930 the annual clergy salary for us was a
whopping $900.  The church school budget was 0; the
organ, music and choir $15.50 for the year...ah yes
there was a lot of volunteering!   The little mission
church at 226 W, Amerige Ave. had a mortgage, based
on the new parish hall, of $1400; $210 of that was due. 
A letter from the bishop noted that it had been paid off
in full by 1944...there was a grand “burning of the
mortgage” then!
       Time passed.  When the writer was mission trea-
surer in 1949, monthly expenses had swollen:  the vicar,
$170 per month; sexton, $15; organist, $12.50 and all
utilities $12.75 per month!.  Total pledge income for the
month of March: $238.56 and after all bills were paid
there was $29.97 in the bank account.

       In 1950, a vicarage (house) was purchased with
a personal loan of $10,000 and it was pain off at $100
per month ...we were in clover!
       As time passed and we were in the new church,
there was a great need for Sunday school rooms (see
earlier reports) and in 1956 a loan was made for the
construction of Moody Hall...$67,000...The parish was
a bustling place then with dozens of new families and
more prosperous purses.
       But here we are with another summer upon us, so
don’t forget to pay your pledge!

     Imagine a promise kept for almost
four centuries.
      In 1633, the Black Plague was
sweeping across Europe. The devout
people of Oberammergau pledged that if God would
spare them, they would present a day-long play depicting
the last week in Jesus’ life. They have presented a
passion play every decade since their salvation. Perfor-
mances now take place on a magnificent open-air stage
with a covered auditorium that seats 4,700 people.
   The 2010 Passion Play in Oberammergau, Ger-
many, will be the centerpiece of a 12-day trip to the heart
of Europe. Bishop Jon & Mary Bruno and the Rev. Canon
Jim Newman will lead the group, departing from Los
Angeles on August 24, and visiting Berlin, Dresden,
Munich, Neuschwanstein, Heidelberg & the Rhine Valley
(Germany), Prague (Czech Republic), Lake Lucerne &
the Swiss Alps (Switzerland). These are lands touched
by the reformations of the 17th century which have
shaped our faith and life. Berlin, once a symbol of division,
now sparkles as it is finally rebuilt from the ashes of World
War II and the years of division by the Berlin Wall.

The cost is $4,299 per person from Los Angeles.
