So my asking fc
permission to submit a retirement request was pretty sure to be met with a
affirmative from the bishop, but it is also not a mere formalitgxpresses a real
discipline.

Another form of that discipline is contained in the directions and instruc-
tions (called rubrics) in the Book of Common Pray€&here are instructions,
usually of a minimal nature, in how to go about the ceremonies that enshrine ot
spiritual life. The priest is not allowed to do just any old thing. This is a wise
precaution to protect the people of God from the vagaries/idiocies of priests (
know it is a shock for you to realize that priests can be a little bit strange).

One ofthose rubrics says this (page 445): The Minister of the Congregatiot
is directed to instruct the people, from time to time, about the duty of Christian
parents to make prudent provision for the well-being of their families, and of all
persons to make wills, while they are in health, arranging for the disposal of thei
temporal goods, not neglecting, if they are able, to leave bequests for religious ar
charitable uses. So Father Mark says be sure to make a will to protect your famil
and be sure also to plan ahead and give instructions for your funeral service. The
are a great help to your famil§lsewhere in this Messenger is a form you can use
to give us instructions for your funeral serviéegreat thing for your family not to
have to make those decisions in their time of grief. Fill it out, make copies for
family and the church office, and put it with your important papers.

Missing, among the things we have covered thus
far, is attention to Parish organizations. In keeping with
the times, there have been many changed over the
years. In the sixties and seventies (that's 1960’s!) it is
significant that there were over 485 households, and
each household, beyond a few seniors and singles, was
likely to have more children than now. This meant a
greaterdemand for children’s programs, Sunday School,
space requirements, etc.
