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FROM THE INTERIM PASTOR

On May 15th we have a wonderful opportunity
to witness the first consecration of women bishops
in the Diocese of Los Angeles by the first woman
Presiding Bishop of the Episcopal Church.  Both
women are well qualified to serve and have been duly
elected by diocesan convention and affirmed by the majority of
bishops and standing committees of the dioceses of the Episcopal
Church.  It is a wonderful process which not all churches in the
Anglican Communion have in place.  We can be thankful for the
“founding fathers” of our nation and Church for designing a
structure for our church and nation that allows for the full
participation of all.  In the Episcopal Church, it has meant laity,
clergy, and bishops have equal participation in governing the
Church.  However, we have struggled over the last 200+ years to
include all races, and in recent years, women and persons with
disabilities.  Finally after more than thirty years of study, we
have now brought down the barriers for gays and lesbians, single
or partnered, to serve openly in all  three orders, laity, clergy,
and bishops.

Some in this Diocese and parish may not approve of these
decisions, and some in the Anglican Communion have threatened to
cut the bonds of fellowship we now enjoy. However, millions across
the Anglican Communion enthusiastically support these decisions
and look for our leadership.

St. Andrew’s proclaims that all are welcome and that we
respect the dignity of every human being and value every
individual’s contribution to our community of faith.  Please be
among the 56 on our bus (now more than half full) to Long Beach
for the consecrations.  During the days ahead keep our bishops
elect, Diane Bruce and Mary Glasspool, in  your prayers as they
prepare to lead us in growing a diocese and communion with our
diocesan bishop, Jon Bruno.
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“STEWARDSHIP”...
…the meaning of the term is not

always clear but we know it most often has
a $ attached.  In the coming months we will
take a look at the broader ways we are
stewards of our congregation and parish.

The sharing of our personal stories at
the April 17 event was a good starting point.
