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Dear Family of God,
 

I was praying the other day (I hope that’s not a surprise to you!). 
And afterwards I began thinking of all the different ways we can go about
praying, some of which we don’t usually think of as praying.  Prayer is
any kind of connection/communication with God.  It can be with words
or without words.  It can be conscious or even unconscious (how many
times have we been in crisis, only to discover later that we had really been
praying at some level of our person?). 

The usual way we think of prayer is that we talk to God; that’s great, and God always
listens; we don’t need any special formula or words.  We just talk to God as to our best friend. 
I often forget the second part of this kind of prayer, to listen to what God responds.  There’s
no voice out of nowhere, of course, but I need to quiet my self and see what that feels like; that
is God responding – and it lasts a whole life long.  Sometimes prayer is just a background hum,
always there like the ringing in our ears, not noticed, until something brings it to our attention.

Another way is simply being quiet and letting come what may.  Another way of praying
is traveling – that is going to a hospital or a shut-in’s home, or a jail, or anywhere else.  The trip
itself is a prayer, and that can be very helpful when we get to our destination and find out we
can’t see the person we came for.  We have still prayed for them. 

Our response to our community around us is a prayer – our compassion, concern, anger
at injustice, fear for others, love – just being human together is a prayer.  Newspapers, books,
tv, the internet, meetings, sports, singing, worshiping – all of these and more are ways we
encounter others and respond for them and with them to God. 

Creating is a prayer, in imitation of the God who created all that has come to be. 
Creating a secure home, a happy family, a meaningful life, composing music, teaching kids or
anyone, authoring written works, sewing, making babies, growing stuff, taking care of the
vulnerable, loving – all this and more is creativity, and that is always a prayer.  Prayer is a share
in God’s creative energies, and I suspect it is as unpredictable in its results as the universe has
been a surprise to God. 

Sacrifice is a prayer.  When we give up something that we treasure – time, energy,
money, possessions, life itself, countless other things we would rather spend on ourself than on
others – this is sacrifice, and it is always a prayer, always connects us to God.

There is a lot more, and you will add to this list.  What I find as I get older is just how
mysterious a process praying is.  The Person at the other end of prayer, what happens within
myself, the struggle to understand when we pray and when we don’t pray – all of this seems
to me to be part of a huge, cryptic, comforting environment.  I don’t understand it, but I am
pleased to discover that I don’t need to understand.  It still is, without my understanding or
consent. 

Pray on, brothers and sisters, pray on.  It is what God would have us do.

This
ensures time correct to millionths of a second which
will be announced to the community with Westminster
chimes (the familiar London Big Ben chimes) on the
hour from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m.  In addition, noon and 6 p.m.
will be marked by a two to four minute bell concert
employing leitmotifs from Mozart, Haydn, Beethoven,
and other classical composers, as well as hymn
tunes from America’s musical history, for example, A
Mighty Fortress, I Come To The Garden, etc.  There
are special programs for holidays, including patriotic
occasions such as Independence Day, Memorial
Day, 9/11 Remembrance, Thanksgiving, etc.  The
carillon features music from The National Cathedral
in Washington, D.C., The Crystal Cathedral, as well
as English and French tuned bells.  The church hopes
for the carillon to be an occasion for a moment of
reflection, perhaps the chance to appreciate the gift
of time and life and to say a “Thank You” to the Giver. 
       (A carillon is a musical instrument consisting of
bells struck by keys operated by the musician.  Car-
illons are usually housed in churches, belfries, or
municipal buildings.  The greatest concentration of
carillons is found in the Netherlands, Belgium, and
northern France, where they are symbols of civic
pride and status.  Some of the most spectacular are
now protected by UNESCO as part of the world
heritage site the Belfries of Belgium and France.)
