My favorite prayer from the BCP (Book of Commo
Prayer) is the General Thanksgiving (p.836). | especially like
paragraph three:

“We thank you for setting us at tasks which demand our best efforts, and
for leading us to accomplishments which satisfy and delight us.”

It is easy to be grateful for all the splendid, mysterious, beautiful, and
wonderful things that God provides for me. But it is when | finish a task that is
especially tiresome, difficult, and seemingly impossible that | realize more fully
how awesome God’s powers and blessings are. If | am disappointed, if | fail, or
if I have to turn to the Lord to get me out of a mess, | know that He will. Then
| know another of God’s blessings: that no matter what, God is in charge.

During this Thanksgiving season, | thank you for the opportunity to serve
this parish. I never wanted to be Senior Warden again and certainly not when we
neededto hire anewrector. “ARE YOU NUTS?” | protested. But here | am. Thank
you for this honor and privilege; it has been one of those tasks that satisfy and
delight me. (Well...at least most of the time!).

Lastyear, as|was getting ready to retire from my teaching career, | began
to worry that |1 would be bored or depressed in retirement. HA! | worried
needlessly because | have been too busy learning about hiring parish adminis-
trators, interim priests, and contractors; choosing new windows and doors; fixing
leaking toilets, air conditioners, and water pipes! It was the perfect time for me
to retire. | could never have been Sr. Warden if | had also been responsible for
a classroom full of 5th graders. God is good and Her timing is impeccable!

Thanks too for your support, for your prayers, for your words of
encouragement, for your help with the myriad tasks that need to be done, for your
understanding, and for your expertise in many, many areas. When | don’t even
know | need help, one of you will step up, suggest something, and do it. | am
so grateful.

The Vestry is in the process of hiring an interim priest who will be here
for the next 12—18 months. We hope to have an interim hired by Advent. S/He
will take care of the pastoral, sacramental, priestly jobs while the Vestry will take
care of the secular business of running the parish and of finding a new rector.

Afterwefindaninterim priest, we will begin the task of finding a permanent
rector who will be a suitable match to our congregation. In order to do this, the
profile committee has developed a survey, they ask you to fill it out, and they will
tabulate the results. The committee will use this information to write a Parish
Profile, to tell about our parish and our congregation...who we are and what we
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value. This sounds like marriage matchmaking; in away it is and is just as important. If we expect to find
arectorwho will match our expectations, take care of our pastoral needs, challenge and increase our faith,
and keep us happy and content, we need to take this matchmaking seriously.

When the Vestry met with the Bishop on October 4, he charged us with the task of leadership, to
make sure the parish community continues, to take care of this congregation, and to choose a new rector
carefully, thoughtfully, prayerfully with our hearts and minds. He also reminded us that we continue to
have a rector in him. Until we choose a permanent rector, Bishop Bruno is our rector.

And, finally let’'stalk turkey.... May your turkey be cooked to perfection this Thanksgiving! Buteven
ifitis not, may you find much forwhich to be thankful. One year my family ate leftover chilifor Thanksgiving
dinner because our turkey never finished roasting ‘tillalmost bedtime. (Stop laughing! lwas NOT the cook
inthe family; and in defense of the cook, the turkey was probably a wee bit more frozen than he realized!)
My sons and | still remember that day, and we still give thanks for the abundance of night-before-

| have the honor and great pleasure of doing these presentations
tonight. In Hawaii, where | was born, the boys and | have a favorite

— beach and swimming hole where sea turtles often swim while

Sr. Warden Joyce Wills and Fr.Mar waiting for the high tide to take them back out to sea. Whenever
| see them I think of you...eventhough I haven’t seen ared one yet. Itis so strange to be so far away from
my California home, and to feel that our lives are still connected. As you leave us as rector, | know that
all of our lives will still be connected to yours. The Hawaiians have one word that captures the essence
of tonight. The word is ALOHA...which means “Hello...I love you...and Good-bye...until we meet again.”

You embody that Spirit of ALOHA. Each of us has different stories about you, but they are mere
variations of the same story. We are here because you welcomed us into your heart and into the heart of
this parish. You recognized our gifts and made them grow. We knew God’s love because you loved us first.
No matter where we were on our faith journey, no matter our personal shortcomings, no matter who we
were, you included us. We always knew that God loves us because we were first loved by you.

Every day you live out ALOHA, God’s love for her people. You heard God’s call to serve, almost
40 years ago. You still hear her call to be a deacon, a servant. Deeply, passionately, joyfully you serve
the Lord. By your example, we have learned that serving the Lord and each other are what we are called
to do. You called us gently. You asked us to serve in our own way. You asked us to study and think and
reason. You never pushed us with threats of fire and brimstone or of punishment and damnation, but you
have always pulled us along gently and invited us to walk with you and with our Lord. We have come to
know Him as a friend and companion because of you. How lucky we have been!

We know that God has a sense of humor because you have one. We can be fools for God because
you aren'tafraidto be onetoo. The kids love you because you have neverlost that child-like sense of wonder
and excitement on the road with the Lord. You are still filled with that sense of adventure and the offer
“Here | am, Lord. Send me.”

Andso, aswe say Aloha, good-bye, rememberthatitisonly UNTIL WE MEET AGAIN. Asyou embark
on this new part of life’s road, we wish you well. May the road be filled with just enough bumps and curves
to keep itinteresting. May the weather be pleasant; butif itisn’t, may you find shelter along the way. May
you always have a bit of dirt to dig in and yet another plant to grow. May you have yet one more book
to read and one more thought to consider. May wonderful music surround you, especially now that you
have figured out the intricacies of your i-Pod. Remember that our Aloha/our love/goes with you. Take
life like a turtle...enjoy it; take it slowly, thoughtfully, and deliberately.

We love you so much that we couldn’t just give you one gift. Instead we have three. We had heard
that you wanted to upgrade your health plan. So we started collecting this to help you with that. But then
we started asking about medical plans for retired Episcopal priests! And

So this gift is for you to use as you want. It represents what you
meanto this parish, toall ofus.

When people
work together, when love and faith are planted, good things
grow.
Next, the Vestry and the Parish have designated the
grounds and the pavilion outside as Shier Plaza. Because of your
vision and faith, fichus tree bugs, asphalt, and concrete were
replaced with crape myrtle trees, roses, green grass, and a
pavilion that gives us a place to sit in the shade, to ponder and
to feel the presence of God. The place really is YOU. Whenever we sit under the pavilion, whenever we
see the roses and the crape myrtle bloom, and whenever we smell the scented geraniums, we will think
of you. As long as you see this plaza with its pavilion and the plants growing here, know that God’s love
grows here still. A bronze plague will be out there soon...but it is not quite ready. No one told me that
pouring bronze into a sand cast mold takes 4 to 6 weeks of waiting. This is areplica of the plague to come.
And finally, the Bishop has declared you Rector Emeritus. Someone else will be in the pulpit, but
you will still be in our hearts. You may no longer be the active rector of this parish, but you are an honorary
one with the rights and privileges that go with that designation. We honor you. Thank you for all the years
you have given to the Church and to us. We love you, Fr. Mark. ALOHA until we meet again.
